MODERN DISCOVERY.

The Wonders Revealed by the Speotro-
»e address by FProf. forter on
on FEypt.

The present occupant of Sir Isnae
Newton's professorial chair at Cambridge
University, Prof. G. G. Stokes, F.IL.H.,
who is also secretary of the Royal Soeie-
ty of" England, delivered a remarkable
address at the anoual meetieg of the
Victoria Institute, in London, toward
the end of June. =ir H. Barkly.
G.CM.G., FRS, occupied the chair,
and the andience, which included many
members of both houses of Parlisment,
filled every part of the large hall,

Prof. Stokes gave an important ac-
count of the progress of physical science
during the past quarter of a century,
and, reviewing the results, specially
noted that, as scientifie truth developed,
so had men to give upthe idea that there
wog any opposition between the book of
nature and the book of revelation. He
said that for the last twenty vears or so
one of the most siriking advances in
soiente had been made in the application
uf the spectroscope, and in the mforma-
tion obtained with regard to the eonsti-
tution of the heavenly bodies. The dis-
covery that there were in these particu-
lar ehemieal elements which were also
preseot in our earth, exalted our idea of
the universality of the laws ol nature,
and there was pothing in that contraryio
what he had learned in revelation, unless

. -
we were to say, as the heathen did, that

the hills aad not of the vallays. Entering
with some particularity into the composi-
tion of the sun, the professor said this
gave un ideéea of an en.rmous tempera-
ture, since iron existed there in a state
of vapor. This was utterly inconsistent
with the possibility of the exis eace there
af living heings at all approaching in
charactar to those we have here. Are
we then to regard this as a waste of ma-
terials? Might we not rather argue that
a8 in animals we sscend by greatar spe-
otulization, so we could consider the dif-
ferentiation of office in different members
of the solar syatem as marks of superior-
ity, and could regard the sun as perform-
ing most importaot functions for that
system? In fact, all life on our earth
was nltimately derived from the radia-
tion of sular heat. Refaorring to the doe-
trines of conservation of energy and of
dissipation of energy, he pointed out at
some length how the sun, so far as we
eould see, was not caleulated for an eler-
nal daration in the same state and per:
forming the same functions as now. We
must regard the upiverse on a grand
scale, and then there was progress. If
we contemwplated nothing but periodicity,
perhaps we might rest eonteot and think
things would go on foraver as at prosent;
but, lookipg on the state of' the universe
on a grand geale as one of progress, this
idea obliged us to refer to a First Cause.

Prof. Stokes concluded with recom-
mending that the annual report of the
socioty, read by Capt, Frank Petrie, the
honorary secretary, be adopted. It
showed that the number of home,
American and eolonial members had in-
ereased to upward of 1100, and that the
institate’s object, in which soientifie
men, whether in its ranks or not, aided
was to promote gcientilic inquiry, an
especially in cases where questions of
so1ence were held by those who advanced
them to be subversive of religion. All
its members and one-guinea associates
reccived its transactions free, and twelve
of its papers were now published in a
people’s edition, which was to be had in
many of the coloniesand America,

An address was delivered by Dr. J.
Leslie Porter, president of Queen’s Col-
lege, Belfsst, the subjeet being “ Egypt;
Historieal und (Geographical,” a counutry
with which he had been thirty years in-
timately aequainted. Having referred to
the antiquity of Egyptian rocords, whi¢h
in 5o many instances bore on the bistory
of other ancient countries, he proeeeded
to describe the various changes through
whioh that eonntry had passed since its
first colonization; and, tonching on its
physical geography, concluded by giving
the main results of recent exploration,
Oue or two phveical statements may be
bere recorded, Dr. Porter said: * \t’cre
the Nile, by some convulsion of nature,
or by some gigsntic work of epgineer-
ing skill—neither of which is impossi-
ble—turned out of its present channel
away up to Khartoum, or at any other
point abore Wady Halfa, Egypt would
speedily become a desert.” No rributary
enters the Nile below Berber, that is to
say, for the last thousand miles of its
course. “Thearable lavd of Egypt is about
equal in extent to Yorkshire.” The
White Nile, issuing from Lakes Albert
nnd Vietoria Nyaoza, is broad and deep,
never rises above a few feet, and supplies
the permanent source of the river of
Egypr. *'The other tributaries produce
the inundation.” Of these the Atbara
from the mountaine of Abyssinia is the
most fertilizing. as it brings down with it
a :furmut;‘ of soil. The dﬁpault of this
#oil is slowly raising the bed of the river
as well as extending on each side; for ex-
ample, on the plain of Thebes the soil
formed by deposits has ia 3500 years en-
croached upon the desert a third of a
mile, “while the rains of Hierapolisin the
Delta, which once st above resch o
the inundation, are now buried ina mud
detw-il. to n depth of nearly seven feet.

the entire cattle-raising industry of the
country. The coniroversy has been laid
before the Secretary of the Interior, and,
while be has decided upon ovne very
material point, it is expected that he
way go further iuto detail and put the
whole question at rest afier a more
thoreueh investigation. Mr. J, W, Ham-
ilton, of Wellington, Kao.; who i one of
the nine original leastholders of the
Cherokee stnip and a member of the
Board of Directors haviog its manage-
went in haod, arrived at the Laclede
Hotel this morniog on business in eon-
nection with the extensive eattle inter-
est3 of the Cherokee Strip Cattle Asso-
ciation. To a Post-Dispateh reporter
who approached him upon the questions
in controversy between his company and
the Texans, he said: A condensged state-
ment of the difioulty is simply this: The
Cherokee Strip Association, of which
there are nine members, has leased a
tract of over 6000000 acres of land in
tue northwestern part of the Terrtory,
extending something over 170 miles
along the Kan-as border with a width of
aboat sixty-six miles. We hold the lavd
fur five years and, having leased it for
the purpose of graziog cattle on it, we
intend to do so irrespective of what any

hink our right and title to do as we

lease with the land ean be disputed.
T'his truct is sublet by ns to 102 eattle
companies, each of which is composed of
irom lour to twenty stockbolders, all
owning and graziog cattle on the Cher-
okee sirip. Now, of course, it is patent
to everybody that with all of these cattle
roaming at will over that country it
would be the hight of folly to permit dis-
wmsed cattle to eross it, and we olaim to
bave gosd grounds for believing that the
cuttle of Southeastern Texns are afflicted
with a contagious fever, hence our hesi-
tation in allowing them on the strip.
Secretary Lamar decided a few days
ago that we hed a righs to prohibit
tha passage of disessed cattle over
our land, but the law is perfeectly clear
upon that point, and while the Secretary
hns given a decision in our lavoer, still we
don't intend to be bulldozed by him or
any other public official so long as we
have the law oo our side. The Cherokee
Association stands upon the broad ground
that all cattle wintered south of the
thirty-fourth parallel aud esst of the
100th meridian, which ineludes the south-
ern and eastern part of Texas, are wo-
healthy and diseased with climatie fever.
In fact, 1 am sure that they are, and it
rests with the Texas cattlemen to prove
that we are wrong. We have signified
to thém our willingness to listen to any
evidence which they may have to bolster
up their claims to fnenlth and soundoess
for the animals, but thus far they have
made no effort to do #0. Should they per-
sist in their attempts to force a way
through the strip, we will throw the
matter into court and ask for an injunc-
tion restraining them. There is not the
least bit of hostile feeling between the
eattlemen of Texas and the Territory,
individually,. We all understand the
situation clearly, and have about agreed
to make a test case to settle the question
at once for all. It is sim,:ly useless for
them to at'empt to show that their eattle
are headthy. They can't do it—it is im-
possible, and thercfore we foel perfectly
safe in going into court.”

A secofid sshems yrovides for the sale
of Sonors, Sinaloa and Lower California
only. The Sierra Madre momsitains,
runoing down and formiog the eastery
boundary of Sonora nod Siuocloa, form a
natural line of defensc to the three
Hintes ngainst Mexico. This range and
the Hio Grande river would together
farm a somplete southern boundary on s
natar#fly defensible liee for this country.
These Simas sre imnceessible to the gov-
ernment st the City of Mexico. In order
to reach the litle sharp-potutad State of
Binaloa or Sonora they mu=t cither go
down to Acapulco and thence up on the
water, mor up to El Paso and around
by rail through the United States. Si-
nalos wouid‘f:e a more valnable acquisi-
tion than any of the other States, except
poasitls Ohihunbng, becauseof her num-
erous Pacific tidfewster harbols, an *,_hl‘l'
rich mines of gold and silver, iIom
which, even in their undeveloped =iate,
from $1.500,000 to $2,000,000 is anuifafly
faken gut. These three States have an
area a.ott *qus] to California.

Still & third pio’=*t is beiog pushed on
the sttention of the admins*ration by
the Ametican projectors of the Telwan-
tepec Railroad Company. It is for the
neguirement of a strip of land fifty miles
wide neross the Tethius of Tehauntepee,
and enovth lnnd at C'ape Catoche, Yuca-
tan, for toe cofsituction of forts. It is
thought this cession c/nld@ he obtained
for 000,000, or 1,000,000 for ench
strip & mile wide and 130 miles loug.
The objeet in having a fort st Uape Ua-
toohe, say the friends of this scheme,
is to form a land-locked and foriress-
protected sea OF the Golf of Mexico
when Cuba is finally acfuifed by this
country. With Florida, Unba aild Cape
Catoche in the possession of the United
States, they say there would be complete
protection of the approaches of the Mis-
sisgippi  river sund the southern gulf
const.

Just what view of these various
schemes will be taken by ‘¥ Sdwministras-
tion is difficuls to foreshadow. The T4
huantepee scheme has the advantage of
requiring less money than the others, but
Mr. Bayard, who has become extreimely
sepsitive of eriticism, will probably op-
pose it beoause it is presentad by a ratl-
road corporation.
