THE PfiOHIBITIONISTS

Are as Hurts OpposuMl to Sumptuary
laws aa the a ppeal la, but Tnejr

Bell.vc tt la the Duty of th State) to
Prevent an Admitted Evil.

To the Editors of the Appeal :

The Appeal yesterday contains an
article on "Sumptuary Laws" which mis-
represents the principles of the Prohibi-
tionists. I have no quarrel with the hon-
est convictionr of the Appeal on this or
any other subject, b ;t I do not believe it
would intentionally misrepresent the
multitudes of intelligent men and women

especially the women for whom the Ap
peal is ever ready to wield its knightly
quill who are arrayed in the ranks of the
Prohibitionistp. As the article referred to
does them injustice by making them ad-
vocates of sumptuary laws, I ask the priv-
ilege of stating our position. Prohibition-
ists are as much opposed to sumptuary
laws as the Appeal can be, and thousands
of them are as good Democrats as even
the Appeal could desire. They agree.
too, with the Appeal's definition of
sumptua y laws, and that they are a viola
tion 01 'personal liberty incompatible
witn the principles 01 our govern-
ment and can never exist in a so-
ciety where the people rule. But we
deny that prohibition is sumptuary.

Sumptuary law says that a man shall or
shall n-.- t eat or drink this or that. Prohi
bition says that a man shall not no ! a cer
tain article. There is certainly a vast dif
ference between saying that a man shall
not drink and saying that he shall not
sell. Society aliows a man to drink what
he sees fit, because that is presumably a
personal and private act ; but society does
not allow a man to sell what he pleases,
because selling ia a public act, affecting
the community, and every civilized gov-
ernment on earth claims end exercises
authority over it. John r tuart Mill, one
of tbe ablet t and most ultra advocates of
personal liberty, admits that "Trade is a
social act. Whoever undertakes to sell
any description of goods to the public does
what affects the interests of other persons
and of society in general ; and thus bis
conduct in principle comes within the
jurisdiction of society." Mr. Mill further
says, in discussing "the "Limits to the
Authority of Society over the Individual:''
"Whenever, in short, there is a definite
damage, or a dtfinite risk of damage,
either to an individual or to tbe public,
the case is taken out of the province cf
liberty and placed in that of morality or
law." It is well known that Mr. Mi 1 op-
posed prohibitory laws; but when he
came to the discussion of the principles
involved in human government, his log-

ical perceptions were too accurate to mis-
state them. This is cur position, and we
are entitled to a fair statement of it in aDy
representation of our principles. Further,
we hold that the principle of prohibition
is involved in every form of restrictive
legislation. Whether it be' high license cr
low license, the very fa t of licecss at all
proves that the Stite has the right and
power to permit or forbid it. Men do not
ak permission to do that which the party
asked has r-- power or right to prevent.
Mr. Justice McLean says: ''The necessity
of a 'icense presupposes a prohibition cf
the right to sell to those, who have no It-

's. - , .r Tcense. And stmMariy, jir. uust.ee
Catron said: "I admit as inevitable that,
if the State has the power of restraint by
license to any extent, she has the discre
tionary power to lodge 01 113 limit, ano
may go to tbe length ot prohibiting a ai--

''

This is No one can doubt
it. I am, therefore, at a loss to reconcile
the Appeal with itsell. It holds pronioi
tion to be sumptuary in its- - nature, yet
advocates the very same principle, under
the form of a high-licens- e system.- If I am
in favor of sumptuary laws because I am a
Prohibitionist, how does the A ppeal ps
cape the same thing while holding to the
same principle? The difference between
us is simply 6ne of the extent to which it
is best to carry (.he principle. Tho rigjit
to reflate involves the right to suppress.
We hold, further, that tho repeated
affirmation of tho consiitutionality of the
prohibitory law by tho highest judicial
authorities of tbe country prov. tuatnot,ulJ y. jm early every
Supreme rt i the United States has
pronounced these laws constitutional.
The United States noreme Court has 50
often bitiiiued ttcm' 'that a distinguished
Chief Justice recently said their constitu-
tionality could no longer be considered an
open Question. Indefinite citations might
be made .rom authorities, out 1 invoke the
support of only one name Judge Cooley,
in me woia on va.ub iiur.uuui mur
tions, " says prohibitory liquor laws "hava
been sustained when tne question of con-
flict with State cons'itutions or with gen
eral fuLdamental principles have been
raised." If ihe judicial opinion of this
country can settle any question, it has set
tled the question 01 the constitutionality
of these laws. But if they are cocstita- -
tional how can they be sumptuary ? Tho
uppoiieuit) ui niuuiuiouu jm
on that lino. To declare prohibition un-
constitutional aDd sumptuary now would
be ta reverse the decisions of a century
and unsettle the very foundations of our
government. The Appeal muu have
nodded when it made that point. I do
not write for eontroversy, but simply to
set a great cause in in proper light. I
have no desire to draw the fite of the big
guns the Appeal may bring to bear on the
man who holds up the banner of prohibi-
tion here. But the Appeal is read by
thousands of intelligent men and wt men
arrayed under tbat banner, and it
is too honorable to misrepresoLt them.
Whether prohibition is practicable or not
is another question. All candid men
recoguize the immense difficulties in thu
way of prohibition. For my part I am
glad the Appeal can speak in favor of

hieh license. But we hold that the resoits
of the traffic in ardent spirits prove that it
is morally wrong, and justify society in
suppressing it altogether. The cause has
made more rapid headway than the aboli- -

tion movement made in the same time,
and restB upon reasons as permanent and
powerful. The Appeal has seen slavery
swept away, and it will live to see the
trade in liquor abolished too. The con.
science of American civi initio n is gradu
ally awakening on tne subject, ana 11 pol-
itics be, according to the lofty Baying of
Macanlev. the application of moral truth
to the science of government, every be--
i;v-- r in nmorncji nmat see that it is only

THE VALLEY ROAD

Aid Its Shops Still Being Discussed by
tfce Ylcksburfers Ifew Lines

In Tesnessee

And in Other Southern States Tbe De-

velopment of tbe South Spikes
and Sparkfi.

A BPECiAL meeting of the City Council
oLVicksburg was held at the City Hall
Wednesday evening for the purpose of
having general expression from the citi
zens of the city in regard to the contract
between the city and Mr. Wilson lor the
location of the shops and depots of tbe
Louisville, New Orleans and Texas rail-
road, that the matter might be put in
shape for submission to the vote of the
people. Mr. Murray F. Smith said in
1878, when this enterprise was dead as it
could be, the city voted to the Memphis
and Vicksburg railroad $100,000, upon
condition that this railroad should be
built through within a given tims to the
bbarxey county line. The railroad com--

Slied with this obligation, but tbe bonds
never been iesued. Tho citylmorally

owes this debt, and this new contract but
delivers to the railroad this old$U0.C00,
which should have been delivered long
since, and which you would have to pay in
the long run, whether this contract is car-
ried out or not. This is one reason why
the Board of Aldermen should submit
this question to the people for their
expression of opinion, and this is or.e
reason why the people of .Vicksburg should
vote for it. There are 6eventy-fiv- e meu
employed in the shops that are now here.
Mr. Anderson, the master mechanic, tays
that if the shops are located here it will
necessitate the placing of at least 300 men
at work immediately. R. F. Beck said the
city had offered the railroad more than it
was really able to do, and all this without
any guaran.ee that the railroad would car
ry out their part of the contract. He was
in favor of the shop?, but wants some
guarantee from the railroad that we will
set what they promise us. They have
quibbled over the pitiful sum of $13,000
asked oy the people wno own ine prop
erty, on which to bund tneir shops, and
have allowed the ma tjrto come back here
by default The meeting finally terminated
hv the naiwnpe of the following refoai'ioo :
