Vestigate charges of crookedness in the
Kuooxyille courts, to-day reported to
Comptroller Piekard. ilu tound the
revenue aceounts of the clerks correer.
He found that the State lost by the cos-
tom had inm the Criminal and Cireitit
Courts of twice binding them to appear
by claiming attendance more than once.
He found in the Criminal Court bills of
costs not examived properly b)'thcjudﬁu
and attorney-general. Speakiog of the
ricklessness of magistrates, be said that
in-one case a justice has in 2 number of
instances summooed bimsell as a witness
before himuelf, claimed his attendance as
» witness and bound himself over ta
Sourt to appear as a witness, but does
not appear to have attended. In cases,
with few exceptions, whether examination
is waived or the case is tried, witnesses
are bound over to court, regardless of
whether they are mstarial or not, thus
violating the statute. The pay is fifty
conts for each bond taken. In quite a
number of cases for larceny the arresting
officers, when a party 8 bound over, sum-
mon another officer 10 act as enard, al-
though the jail is but a litde distance
away. For this valuable servioe the guard
is paid $1. As maoyas four cases for
larceny bave been tried by one magis-
irate in one day, aod sll of them acquit-
ted. Separate warrants are frequently
izsued for offenses that might be inelud-
¢d in one and the same.  Witnesses are
summoned in each case, their claim thus
quadrupling the eases. When a case is
continued from one day to another a mit-
timus is charged for in each continuance.
The city police do not cut the figure be-
fore the magistrates that the constables
do, one of the latter having made ninety-
three arrests sioce January last. The
three magistrates above mentioned have
paid into the State Treasury since their
ineumbeney, going bhack to 1878, in one
case $205, and bhave drawn out of it
thousands of dollars, From the report
it will be seen that while there has
been a violstioa of law in only a few in-
stances, still the officials havein the exer-
cise of their duties paid bat little atten-
tion o the demands on the treasury.

All of
them slopt in the same room, Dave
Arkles, the murderer, in a bed by the fire
und the man and woman in a bed ina
corger. Oa the night of Jaonuary 25th
Ackles did oot retire with the others as
usual. About 1o'clock in the morning
he went to the wood -pile, procurad an ax
and stealthily approached the bed that
contained his nueonscious vietims, The
ax was raised, and with a powerinl swing
descended upon the head of the slocpiog
woman, crushingsghrough like an ceg
shell; again the messenger of death was
raised, this time descending with oqual
violence upon the head of the wan,
bresking hisskull. The waunded and dy-
ing mwan sprang from the bed, rushed
to the door and started out, pursued by
the fiend whe, at the bottom of the steps,
dealt him another blow, the effects ot
which paralyzed him, and he fell in a
lump at the bottom of the steps. Ackles
then picked the body up and carried it to
the bed where the woman was, aud then
proeceded to search the house for plun-
der. He got &2 70 in cash, put on a puit
of c¢lotbes that Burrell had on that day,
went to the stable and eaught a horse, re-
turned ta the room, rolied both of his
vietims in ope guilt, set fire to the build-
ing and fled. he burning building at-
tracted the attention of ueighbors in
time to prevent the entire cremation of
the bodies.

FEARFUL CALAMITY.

Six Children Perish in the Flames of
dhelr Buraing Dwelling,

Pirrsnora, July 17.—Last night,
ahout 11 o'cloek, the residence of
Jogiah M. Evans; a small two-story log
bhut. three miles from Grahampton,
Clearfield county, was destroyed by fire,
and six of the children, ransging in age
from six to fifteen vears, werd cremated.
Fvans was awakenod by strange poises,
and under the improssion that burglars
were about, took his gun and . went out-
side to investignte. To his horror he
disvovered bis bumble dwelling in
fiames, e quickly gave the slarm, but
before he could reach his six children,
who were sleeping on the second floor,
the roof lell in, and in a fow minutes the
building was ablaze. His wife and three
younger children, sleeping on the lower
floor, were taken out safely, but the
parents were forced 1o see the others
perish in the flames.  Thix morning in-
telligence of the fearful enlamity spread
rapidly throughout the county, and hun-
dreds of people were soon drawn to the
scene. he mangled remaias of four of
the children, eharred and unrecognizable,
were gathered up and buried in one cof-
fin. The other two were apparently re-
duced to ashes, ns no trace of their re-
mains conld be found. The nareats are
erazed with grie! and the whole commu-
nity is exeited over a horror which hus
no precedent in Clearfield county. The
father insists that the fre was undonbt-
edly the work of an incendiary, and in
this opinion others share.

It is theréfore proyiosed
in sceh eases th retain a deposit of ope-
fifth of the purchase monéy at a moder-
dte iliteredt uiitil the ténant has been re-
paid by installmentd ifl equal simd; dlso
to utilize the Irish Church surplas to
guntantee the State from ultimare loss,
but only afier the forfeiture of the one-
fitth retained. The act is to be adminis-
tered by the existiog Land Commission,
which will be reinforced by two commas-
stoners for three years at a salary of £2000
4 year. e government thought it
too late in the session to appoint an en-
tirely new commission. It also proposes
to ereate a cheap and simple form for the
convesance of land. Earl Spencer ap-
proved the measure. Replying to ques-
tioon, Lord Ashbourne maid the govern-
ment proposed to limit the dmounnt of
money to be advaneed to £5,000,000. The
Chureh surplus is estimated av £750,000,
The bill passed its first reading.
