The famona Bartlett Circuit Conrt ahnta
ite doors with a bang y and the event for
will be celebrated with a gorgeous barbe-
cue, to which the good people from all the
country around Lave been invited. A
large number will go out from Memphis,
and a number of speeches will be made.
Mr. J. M. .Brooks will benbe orator of the
day, and short addressts will be delivered
by leading citizens of the county. If the
weather is fair the crowd will be the larg-
est which has assembled upon an occasion A
of the kind in years.

The .Bartlett Uourt. which terminates its
existence to-da-y, was established in 1870, of
about the same time as the Probate Court,
and the judge of one was made the judge
of the other. The first presiding officer
was Judge J. E. B. Kay, who served until
1S78, when he was succeeded by

JTDQI T. D. ILDRIOOK,

whose term would expire next year, but
the last Legislature passed an act declaring
that the court should adjourn sine die as
soon as the business of the July term was
disposed of. Only a few trifling cases re
main en tee docket. Ul tbese the civil
cases will be referred to the Circuit Court
here and the criminal cases to the Crim
inal Court. Judge Eldridge will retain his
title by virtue of his connection with the
1'robate (Jourt until next August. Mr. T
C. Crenshaw, the clerk, and Mr. B. J.
Kimbrough, the attorney-genera- l, eo out
of office. Xhey have served faithfully and
well, and many a good word will be said
n praise of them on the festive ereen to

day. By the act creating the Bartlett
court it was given jurisdiction over all
tnat portion ot tne county lying

Anyone residing in that locality micrht
Dnng suit at oanieit, uui no one reeiaing
on this side of the river could bring an
action in the Bartlett Court. Ho organized
movement against the court has ever been
made here, but a good deal of opposition
has always been manifested by the fann-
ers, especially those residing near Cuba,
Millington and Withe. They objected to
the court because they often had business
in the city and, if obliged to attend court
at all, preferred to come to Memphis,
where they are in the habit of dome their
trading. The people of the town of Bruns
wick alone raised their voices in favot of
the court at Bartlett The majority of the
citizens ot tnat aeliKutlui lit'le namlet
were proDaoiy

the court there, but some of them decided
that hundreds of farmers kept away for
fear that they would be snatched np and
compelled to do jury service, mere was
a decided enort to make tne question an
issue in the last county canvass.

The courthouse at Bartlett was built
when the court was inaugurated. It is a
substantial brick building, with a large
hall and ante-roo- in the second story
and four rooms beneath. By the act of
the Legislature abolishing the court the
County Court has the power to donate the
building to the town to be used as a pub
Ho scnoolnouBe, lor wnicn purpose it
admirably ;adapteil. lne gronnd npon
which it stands is one of the prettiest
buildiDgsites in the town, and was donated
for a courtnousa by tbe late UeorgeN.

No moie attention is paid to
them than to note the name of the new
organization in a paragraph, though it is
always a matter of wonder how so many
of them can exist. Two applications were
made yesterday, and the wording of one of
them is so novel that it is copied in fall
below, verbatim et literatim:

We the freed men of the south, seeing
that man being born in this world needs
Care : and under the good reign of our
Government it have made us FREE. We
do appreciate our happy republic; its leg-
islation and assembly of laws. The Indi- -

pendency of the United States. We bid
thee for ever stand our Noble Republic.
for tne purpose ot improving tne inabil
ity of mankind, and the defaseing of
knowledge through the race of ham in
a merica, we do Organize our selfs in to
union brotbernood: of this Mandate.

Art 1st. This Society shall be Known as
the Independent Mandate of the Nat ional
rreedmens Union Council No 1 of Mem
phis. And shall have for its officers as
follows. The Chief officer shall be stiled,
the Chief Grand Manager: and a Vice
Grand Manager: a Chief Clerk and a dep
uty Ulerk, and a (Jorris ponding Clerk
treasurer, a librarian a reporter a General
Instructor ; A rector and a local rector: A
Sentinel, and a Grand-Mortia- l.

"IDEALS."

An Abstract of the Rev. Mr. Dlas- -

. more's Herman, Delivered
at the

ChrUtlan Church on Sunday Night, on
Man's Faculty of Forming

Ideals."

Below we give an abstract of the sermon
preached Sunday night by tbe Rev. Cbas.
a. uinsmnre to a large audience at the
Linden Street Christian church.

Sermon on "Ideals."
The mind has the power of looking

above what is into what may be ; above
the actual into the poeaible. This is man's
faculty of forming ideals. Hera lies the
tecret of human progress. In tbe histor
ical museum of St Germain, in France,
there are models of the caves in which
our ancestors lived long before the days of
authentic history. Look for a moment at
this cave-dwelle- r! He is tender footed
and tender handed. Unlike the beasts
that haunt the forests about him, he has
neither hoofs nor claws nor tusks. For-
getting for a moment subsequent events.
bow long will it be before this race of men

ill perish ? But although weak physic
ally, he has the power of forming and
loving ideals; oi looking above tbe actual
into wbat may be. lie becomes dtscon-

makes a fire ard gathers flint stones and
fashions weapons. Becoming dissatisfied
with fruits and beibs for food, he pats
two sticks together and makes a plow;
then he abandons the hut for
a cottage, and the cottage for a
palace. And so, led on by his ideals, the
race of man has advanced step by step till
we have the marvelous inventions, the
comforts and the luxuries of the present
age. But why did not man lorm an ideal
of a palace at once ? Aa he could onlv
build that kind of a dwelling for which be
had the materials at hand, so his ideals
must be formed from the previous concep-
tions of his mind. 'What had ever sug-
gested to him massive masonry and stately
spires? The Icelander can form no ade-
quate idea of the tropics because his no
tions of vegetable life are based npon the
bushes and stunted growth of his own
northern home. What material has he in
his mind with which his imagination can
paint a picture of the gorgeous beauty
that lies aiong the banks of tbe Amazon?
Our conceptions of our friends are formed
in the same way. From the traits we ob
serve we form our ideals. As we discern
new characteristics our ideals are changed
ana become nearer tne leatity. When t
young man falls in love with a young lady
be loves not the individual, but his ideal
of her. Yet, alas, he marries the reality
and not the ideal. If experience proves
the reality to equal tbe ideal be is bappy ;

if net, be says nothing about it Our
ideas of God are formed from oar own
natures. No two of ns, in a certain
sense, worship tbe same Deity. Each
one fashions his ideal of tbe great "I Am"
from his own mind and experience, and
as the mind and experience of each one
is peculiar to himself, so the ideal he
forms of God is stamped with his own in
dividnality. How much of your nature
does your dog comprehend? Only so
much as is akin to his own. We under
stand only so much of God as is allied to
us. The more we become like him the
better do we apprehend him. We speak
of his "infinite wisdom" end "boundless
leva." What do those terms mean to us?
As we know so little of the divine nature.
what right have we to lay down rales for
the Almighty ?

The power of forming and loviog ideals
has been a canse of the world's progress.
All through this upward march can be
seen the workings of a divine plan; for
tne men wno nave taken the race by tbe
hand and helped it onward knew not
what they were doing. Let us tike an ex
ample. Over yonder in Germany I see
bonfire biazing. By its light I see Luther
bnrning the Pope's ball of excommunica-
tion. Thbt means that the people ere
asserting their individuality. In this
is involved not only a different
religion, but the right of the
people to govern themselves. But
we must look back of Luther for the
cause, and we see Guttenberg bendii--
over bia desk, training in bia mind an
ideal of the printing press. But Europe,
filled with the institutions and prejudices
of the past, is no place for tbe principles
promulgated by dottier to find their full
eat development. Looking across the At-
lantic we see America, clothed in virgin
beauty, ricii in resources and jeweled with
harbors, the very place to become the seat
of a mighty empire foended upon the pre
cepts involved in the Reformation. Co
lumbus must come before Luther, and the
mariner's compass before tbe great discov-
erer. Tne work of each was in its plec3 to
carry out a divine purpose. All througb
human affairs has run the golden thread
of God's decrees. Tbe race has advanced
over bloody battlefields, through dark
nights, under the cypress and the willow,
to its preseiit proud position. It is yet in
its young manhood. It iu-t- t begins to heed
the wisdom of the ages end feel the throb
of divinity within it. It has but just be-
gun to develop its pjw rj, to sty nothing
of exhausting them. Tbe Greeks, having
taught tbe mind to love beauty and think
acutely, thought they had evolved all its
powers; but when the Jtoman mind
had reached lis maturity it was
much a master oi law as the
Greek sas of beauty. It is said
that in passing through the enchanting
realm of Shakespeare's imagination we
never meet the same image twice. Yet
the mind of the patit is akin to the mind
of the naturalist, who, skilled in fibers
and tissue?, knows .'nothing of the land of
dreams. The mind of a Mtz.it, thrilled
with toe music of exquit-it- e rjyihpUon'.es,
is a'l.ed to tliet of rhe mathematician.
whose ODty idea of heaiity is a curvod
line. It is the same mind in different de-
velopment'- What may it net become
with tbe experiences of the future? If
our ideals are low, in proportion ss our
heaven might be bright will our hell be
black. If Chriet is our ideal, then aro
the sons of God; but itdn ntt appea-wha-
