1ssiasippt River Tor tle past fiscal yoar
to Gen, Newton, Chief of Eoginecers
He says: “One of the interesting facte
connected with the improvement i3 that
the full depth and widih of channel re-
quirtd by law have been maintained
throoghout the year by Mr. Eads and
thiat no dredgiog of any kind has been re-
quired on acy of this work sines Fabru-
ary, 1883, No work liis béen dooe in the
pass or at the head of the passes during
the year. The inner east jetty has
been extended 05 feet. The main jor-
ties, where covered with concrete
blocks, still contioue to =ettle slightly,
the subzidence for the yidr averiging a
little less than 2ioches. Near the head
of the pass, in September and October of
1534, the channel shoaled to a depth of
26 fact, but in Febroary following the
depth ineressed to 33.7 feer, This has
araio shoaled to a depth of 30.6 feet in
consequence of a falliog river. The 30
foot channel at this locality is now 100
feet wide.”
In the pass itself, no change of con-
sequepee  bag oceurred  daring the
vear. The shoalest arcas; those pear the
Bayoa Grande and Goatr Izland, have
deepened slightly. A complete survey
of South Pass, made in November, 1554,
showed that it had a chagnel throughout
whose least depth was 27 feet, and thar,
exeept for about ooe-half’ a mile, there
was a chanpel whose least central depth
was 30 feet. Cetween the jetties during
the year there has been some shoaling,
varving from 2 to 10 fect in hight. but
us this .-u!lu:ﬂim; lias oscurred in the d-,cil-
est part of the chavnel no harm has re
sulted.

In the galf, about
H00 feet beyond the outer end of the jet-
vies, there is a legal channel of 26 feet
haviogn width of 210 feet nud a contral
depth of 30 feet or more, but this chan
fiel makes such o sharp bend or turn of
about 9° that T believe it would be im-
practicable for o wveszel drawing
2 or 26 feert to make the
turn without grinding on the sheuls os
cither side. The fan-shaped arca, em
bracing shont 1} =quare miles bevond
the ends ot the jetties, his beea deep-
ened during the yvear an average depth
equal to 116 fesr, whereas during the
pravious year it had shoaled or deposited
3.61 feet in a vertical hight. A seonur
1.16 feet deep over this area means the
removal of about 1,500,000 ecubic yards
more of materisl than was deposited
thers in the same time. There still re-
munsd in this ares a deposit averaging
7.13 feet in hight and estimated rouzhly
to contain cser 900000 cube yards
This iz approximately ths excess of de-
posit over scour that bas lodeed on this
po tion of tie bar during the past nine
years. Considering the channel in the
pass jetties, and just beyond the jetties
duoring the year, as a whaole, it is in a bet-
ter eondition now than it was at the end
ot the previous year.

And the Dishursing Officsrs— What He
Hins Opdered to Prevent Framda,
Saeretary Maunioe, 2ays the New York
Herald, has Jooked nt the accounts of
the numerous dishursing officers of the
goverament at s distance from Washiog-
ton, and this serutiny showed him that a
namber of these officers, pension agerts
and others, had the habit of drawiog for
large sums long before the timc"at which
they had use for the money, and thus
kept in their own hands sums aegregat-
ing into willions, which Mr. Manoiog
thinks can wueh wmore properly remain
in the Treasury until the money 1s needed
for payments, Tor instance, it has been
the custom to allow a pension agent to
draw at the beginning of the fiscal year
tor a large part of all that he would have
to psy during the eoming six months.

cheeks from the Treasury department,
und it is probable that he will endeavor
to estiblish a system of this kind.
