Death of Sir Moses Monteflore, the He-
brew Philanthropist and Human-
tarian, in the

One Handredth and First Year of His Age
—What He Aecomplished—Bio-
graphical Sketch.

Loxoox, Jily 22 —8ir Moses Monte-
fiore, the well-known Hebrew philsn-
thoropist, who in Oetober last celebrated
the 100th aoniversary of his birthday,
died at Ramsgute at 4:30 o'clock this
evening.

Hiographical HSketeh of Sir Moses
NMounlefiore,

In Leghorn, on the Z4th of Oectober,
1784, Rachel, the dnuihtd:r of Abrabam
Mocatta, gave to her busband, the mer-
chant, Joseph Eliss Montefiore, his first-
bora son, and they pamed the child
Moses.

If an angel had appeared to this
Joseph in a dream, or bad there been at
hand a prophet to reveal to these parents
what their child would become, not only
to the race of Ierael but to the canse of
human need in any creed or clime, their
delight in their first-born must have
deepened into a most solemn joy of the
maost solomn thaoksgiving, even without
the knowledge l;‘lut tm life should cover
with the unbroken luster of good® deeds
the span of a ventury,

The Montefiorés were of [talian de-
seont, and made their first appearance in
England, it is stated, not long after Ma-
nasseh-bon-Israel’s eloquent intercession
with Cromwell procured the readmission
of the Jews. From this period, also, the
Jews date Eugland's commercial pros-
perity, on the ground that being then
shut outarbitrarily from arts, agriculture
and all professions, they concentrated
apon and beeame prosperous proficients
in trude. Later, when the debarred pro-
fessions were thrown open, they won spe-
cesses in law, learning, art and states-
manship, and membets of the Montefiore
family distingtished themselves in sei-
ence and literature as well as in com-
meree.

Moses Montefiore received commercial
training and was admitted to member-
ship in the Stock Exchange, In 1812 he
married Judith, daughter of Mr. L. B
(ohen, and the sister of Judith united
the Montefiore and Rothschild families
by beooming the wife of Nathan Meyer
Rothsehild, In 1814 he was elected ga-
bay, or treasurer, of the Portuguese sya-
ngogue, and in 1524 assisted in founding
the Alliance Insurance Office, of whic
he was elected the first president, which
position he has held to the present time,
a period of sixty yvears, His integrity
and courtesy had intranched him in the
esteem and friendship of all with whom
he had dealings to an extraordinary de-
gree,

His wife, Judith, was a lady of fine

character, and though it grieved them
that they were childless, their union was
an ideal bappy one. They devoted them-
selves to philanthrophy, their interest in
all good eaukes and their gifts spreading
over and beyond Europe,  Judith .uhareﬁ
In hls toverese 0 the cowodition of the
Jews in the Holy Land, and entered into
all his plans, hopes and labors, and even
into his dreams of the things not aceom-
plishable in his own time.  Of their first
trip together to the Holy Land (in 1827)
she wrote an  interesting  diary, which,
though triun.-ll. was not published.

In 1857, when Syrin—ruacked the pre-
ceding year by earthquakes—was boing
ravoged by the plague, Moses and
Judith get out for the seene of misery.
The towns of Tiberias and Safed had
vanished in the maw of the earthguake,
he few survivors and surrounding vil-
lnges were now a prey to fever, and the
disorder and terror prevailing made ap-
proach dificult, But the pair pressed

(Mives, began nt once, with money and
i'u"f'lcr winistrations, to work for re-
ief.

“At Safed,” says Mr. Joseph Gue-
dalla, “he presented every one who ap-
plied to him with a Spanish dollar, and
children under thirteen (except orphans,
who received the full amounnt) wit.fn hall
a dollar. A whole day was consnmed in
dealing out this mupificént charity,
which was repeated in several towns.”

On his return to London he was elected
Sheriff of London and Middlesex and in
this eaddeity was knighted by the Queen
on the oocasion of her first visit to the
city. The Board of Deputies, a body
mediating between the goveroment and
the Hebrew community (of which
Sir Moses had become a member in 1828
and president in 1835), found its serviee
called into urgent reguisition in 1340,
At Damascus, Friar Thomns, a Roman
Catholic priest, and his servant, had sud-

lenly and mysteriously disappeared. The
anti-Jewists seized on this fact to start u
persecution.  They asserted that the
Jews had killed Friar Thomas and his
servant in order to use their blood in
mixing the Passover cakes, and though
neither proofs nor reasonable grounds for
this charge weore produced, the Jews
were attacked and put to torture. False
confessions, extorted from the vietims in
extrenmis, led to larger arrests and more
atrocious modes of torment, even infants
being subjected to it in the presence of
their parents. The buildings in the
Jewish quarter were pulled down and
lnllgmd on pretense of searchiog for the
wodies of the missing men, who had in all
“rul*ﬂ.hl]il}' been made away with by rob-
hers roving in that part of the country.
The news of this persecution spread
through Furope, arousing great sympa-
thy for the Jews. moeeting was held
in the Mansion House, in London, and
Sir Moses offered to go to the East and
straighten matters in person, The sub-
seription fund for the mission promptly
renched £700. Christians contribate
liberally, and $2400 of the sum was paid
by Sir Moses, who was a['(:r-m]g:alsi(*.r.[I in
his i‘nurm'_\' by Lady Judith, and the
celebrated lawyer, M. Cremicux, repro-
senting the Jeows in Fravce, In a per-
sonal interview with the Pasha of Egypt,
Sir Moses made such an impression upon
him that Mehemet Ali at onee released
the imprisoned Jews, and assured all
fugitives that they might safely return.
The Pasha conceived a warm friendship
for 8ir Moses, and his successors bave
been like wminded, for when Said Pasha
sent the Young Prince Toussoon, his
son, to England to be edueated, he placed
him under the care of Sir Masos. '/
Phsraoh trusting his son to Moses'’

Not satisfied with the suecees of his
appeal to Mehemet Ali, Sir Moses went
on to Constantinople and induced the Sul-
tan to grant the Hatti-Homayon, thus es-
tablishing, under the =eal of the chief of
the faithful, not only the innocence of
the Jews, but their righta to equal privi-
leges with other people on Turkish soil.

On his home coming from this journey
Jews and Christians of Great Britain
were united in their appreciation of his
Inpors, and the Quean showed her pleas-
ure by granting to him the “high distine-
tion of bearing supporters to his famil
arms—a privilege wiich is only concede
to peers of the realm and to knights of
the various orders.”

A testimonial, designed by Sir G, Hay-
ter, soulptured by E. Baile, and executed
in solid silver by Messrs. Mortimer and
Huut, was presented to him by deputa-
tion in his home in Park Lave. It is a
wisiature monument three and one-half
fegt in hight, and weighs 1319 ocunces
(some nocounts say 2000), of admirsble
desiga, nobly exeeuted. -

Mr. Guedalla states thatin 1542, “there
being much sickness and no proper hos-
pital in Jerusalem, Sir Moses established
a dispensary in that city and sent out a
physician, ete., at his own expense, He
pledged himsalf to support this for three
years, till a regular hospital should bein
operation, and the dispensary was avail-
able to all who applied foraid.”

About this Yﬂrim! Czaristic ukases be-
onme espeeially severe. At last, by one
of these decrees, thousands ol Jewish
familios were ordered to remove into the
intorior of Russia. In 1846 Sir Moses
and Lady Judith braved the rigors of
the northern winter to set this ri lﬁ: At
St. Petersburg Sir Moses had a Jong in-
terview with the Czar, who could not
withstand the charm of his mauner and
the earnestness of his appeal. Sir Moses
spoke in Eoglish, the Caa¥ in French.
_After readineg the philanthropist’s pe-
tition, Nicholas said, in the most cordial
manner, 4 present cousons” When the
Crar unswered hi< prayer by referring to
the ancient laws of the empire, Sir Moses
rcplmll‘. “B'nt your majesty mighe alter

When the famine biroke out in the
Holy Land, in 184, Dr. N. M, er,
chief rabbi of the Jews, and Rir Moses
Montefiore realized £20,000 by public ap-
To see this sum rightly adminis-
tered Sir Moses went again to the Holy
Land, reolieved its distress and revive
und re-established industries.

In 1858 came the celebrated Mortara
case, which startled Christendom with a
new aod somber illustration of Papal po-
tentiality. .

In the family of the Jew Mortara, liv-
ing st Bologna (1852), « Roman Catholie
girl, only fourteen years of age, was serv-
ing as nurse., The little year-old Edgar
Mortara wad very sick, and the nurse,
who was very fond of him, thinking that
if he died he would be eternally lost,
confided her concern to a grocer and
other acquaintance, and between them
they had the little fellow secretly bap-
tized. The boy zot well, and not till six
years later, in 15858, did the real tragedy
begin, when the nurse, having unwisely
confessed what she had dope to a com-
panion, who instantly betrayed her to a
priest, was examined before the Inquisi-
tion, and the little Kidgar Mortara was
stolen by the bishop’s guard and hidden
in a convent at Rome. The arbitrary
sct snd the agonized protest of the
parents drew the attention of Europe.

Twenty-one Sardinian synagogues ad-
dressed a joint request to the London
Jowish Board of Deputies soliciting its
intorferemee in hohalf of tho dictrossad
family.

Sir Moses, then in his seventy-fifch
year, hurried to Rome, the bearer of an
earnest and strenuous memorial to the
pontiffl. His first effort being blocked
with the cold assertion that the Mortara
case was “a closed question,” he was ad-
vised to make a written appeal to the
Pope for a personal interview, This
proved fruitless, but he obtained s long
interview with Cardinal Antonelli, to
whom he gave the memorial he had
brought. It concluded in these words:
“Your holiness, in acceding to onr so-
licitations, will be upholding the sanetity
ol parental rights, muintainiog the claims
ol justice, réstoring peace to an afflicted
family, and securing the approbation of
the good and wise of every ereed.”

Cardinal Antouelli promised to lay
the testimonial before the Pope, but in-
formed Sir Moses that it had been quite
determined that Edenr Mortara shounld
be educated in the Roman faith, but that
when be had attained his sixteenth or
seventeenth year he would be “set free
to fol'ow his own judgment.”

Then in spite of the dignity and elo-
quence of his personal sppeal the pres-
tige of his suceess in other humane
efforts, and of the support of the French
and English governments, he failed, ex-
cept that public opinion, aroused and
conoentrated by his uadertaking. pressed
and protested, and the Pope was made
to realize that the Mortara abduction
bad aliennted from him much that he
greatly prized. .

After this visit to Rome, Lady Monte-
fiore’s health, for some time delicate,
mve way, and on the 25th of SBeptember,
1562, ghe died. Nothing could more
nobly express the love and the bereave-

In October of the sahe year, persecn-
tions of his race, such as had once brought
him to Damascus, were repeated in Mo-
rocco. Upon false accusations, with
ﬂimsr or no pretexts followed torture,
murder and pillage. With the help of
the British governmest, in November—
midwinter—Sir Moses set out {or Spain,
presenting himself on the way vre the
thrones of Louis Nupoleon and the see-
ond Tsabella,

The mere presence of this zealous and
carnest defender, then in his eightieth
year, resulted, as before, in the freedom
of the imprisoned and the recall of the
pitives,

At length, having done all the good he
could, he started for the city of Morocco.
When he had reached his destination,
after a perilous journey, the Sultan met
him at the head of his army, gave him a
palace to dwell in while he staid, and
egranted his every wish.

Grateful and congratulatory addresses
flowed in to him from all parts of the
world, and on his arrival in Loodon the
Lord Mayor and Aldermen and mem-
bers of the Civie Court met at Gaildhall
to celebrate the safe return of the octo-
genarian patriot and philanthropist,

Some months later he journeyed to
toumania, and personally entreated
Prinee Charles to alleviate the condition
of the Roumanian Jews, and aguin vis-
ited Russia as a helper of his people.
His own report of his sixth visit to the
Holy Land, to relieve the great suffering
enused by the tripe soourge of locusts,
cholera and drouth, is eoncise, methodi-
cul, dignified and frank, without sell-
righiunuuuu&m and is a graphic picture of
the mothods, variety and extent of his
loviog labors to relieve suffering and re-
move its cauzes,

He at onee attended to the sufferings
from drouth by having the three reser-
voirs of the Pools of Solemon turned
into two, and the fall of the waters from
Sartas incrensed into them. e was con-
tinually giving sums of £100 at a time
from his own pocket when he folt in avy
doubt whether he would be warranted in
touching the relief fund for the occasion.
'he Touro almshouses, which he had
built on the fund left to him by Judah
Touro for benevolent purposes, must
evidently be ideal homes for the poor, for
they are deseribed as so thrifty, cheerful
and neat that people have sought to be
admitted to them as boarders.
