offense was aggravated by the line of
uetense taken. 1 he court, therefore,
ordered that Jerome F. Manning be pro-
hibited from appearing in this court in
relation to any matter of business or
from exercising in any way the functions
of an attorney of this court, this decree
to stand nutil further orders.

matroveuient of tbe tipper Siliwlulppl.
Washington, July 29. A series of

annual reports troin Maj. Charles J.
Allen, United States eugiueer, upon the
various works in the upper Mississippi
region in his charge, have been received
by the chief of engineers. In that
relating to St. Anthony's Falls he
calls attention to the fact that the
flunk of the works in progress
by the government rest, upon pri-
vate mill dams, some of which are now
leaky and are liable to give way. He
says: "A radical change of the plan of
the exterior works of protection (under-
standing by these the apron wings and
rolling dams), and such as would best
serve to preserve the falls would call for
the removal of most, it not 111', the mill
dams from the bed of the 'stream, the
extension of the rolling dams from bank
to bauk ami a lame extension of apron
work to consist cither of timber or con-
crete. If the government adheres to the
present plau of exterior works for pro-
tecting the falls the sum of $150,000 will
be needed for the fiscal year ending June
.'ill.

Maj. Allen, in his report upon the reser-
voirs at the headwaters of the Missis-
sippi river, says: The three completed
dams had impounded by the 4iu.se of the
fiscal year over and above what was al
lowed to flow during the fall and winter
mouths, and durioir March. April. Mav
ami June, 21,000,IKH),UO0 cubic feet of
water, a quantity which equaled expecta-
tions tor that time. This result having
been achieved once can be achieved
again. But so. far as effects upon tbe
channel arc concerned from the dis-
charge of the impounded water, it can
only he said t hat the public must not ex-
pect from three reservoirs the same re-
sult as from the entire number contem-
plated. The system, as originally re-
ported on, provided for forty-on- e reser-
voir dams in Minnesota and Wisconsin."
Five hundred and eighty-fiv- e thousand
dollars have so far been appropriated for
these works and $50,377 expended, the
balance being now available. In addi-
tion, Maj. Allen estimates that $150,000
can be profitably expended next fiscal
year. He also submits an estimate of
$o0,000 for surveys for reservoirs at the
fourcesof the Mississippi, St.Croix, Chip-
pewa and Wisconsin river. Maj. Allen
submits the following estimates of
amounts which can be profitably ex-
pended during the year ending June 30,
1KS7: For the Mississippi river abeve
St, Anthony's Falls, $150,000; for the
Chippewa Kiver, Wisconsin, $30,C00; for
the Chippewa at Yellow Banks, Wis.,
$.!(),0iHi; tor the St. Croix river below
Taylor's Falls, Minnesota and Wiscon-
sin, $20, 150; for the Red River of the
North, Minnesota, Dakota, $45,000; for
Superior Bay, $50,(MHI; for the harbor at
Grand Marais, $40,000; for the con-
struction ot a dmn at Goose Rapids,
Red River of t he North, $100,000.

A series of reports have also been re-
ceived from Major A. McKenxie on the
improvement ot the Upper Mississippi,
in which he in t vortion relating
to the operations of the board : "The
work carried oh under this appropriation
is of very great importance to the inter-
ests of navigation, and if it is the desire
of the government to foster the carrying
trade of the Upper Mississippi at the
present time of low freights and railway
coinjielition may almost be called indis-
pensable. If such trade is to be success-
fully continued, the expense incident to
delays, damage, etc., resulting from
snags, wrecks, overhauling trees, etc,
must be reduced to tho lowest possible
limit.. That the preservation of suc-
cessful navigation on the Upper Missis-
sippi is a necessity must be admitted,
ami so long as this work must be provid-
ed for by an item in the
river and harbor hill, it is liable
to be interrupted by the failure of the
bill. I believe that permanent provision
should be made for this work of snag-ain-

wrecking, tree-cuttin- g and pulling,
clearing banks, finding and marking new
channels, making surveys, soundings and
examinitions, assisting boats in distress,
watching and repairing existing improve-
ments, investigating aud supervising
work on bridges, collecting physical data
and statistics of commerce and naviga-
tion in general, and facilitating and re-
ducing expenses of navigation. Tocarry
on this work properly would cost approxi-
mately $.'10,000 a year." An appropria-
tion, say of $:i0,U00, is recommended for
the next fiscal year. '

But the boundless wealth
and business activity of the North divert
most of its best literary, business and
legal talent from these channels, while
the South, with less call for her men of
ability and intelligence in the walks of
business life, offers to the public service
her best literary, business and legal tal-
ent. Your commission has shown, and
will necessarily show, in the competition
of applicants, a larger proportion from
which to select among those States which
have not had their due proportion. Thus,
by means of the action of the commis-
sion, the great work ot reform in the de-

partment service will be steadily and
beneficially equalized and promoted.
Hoping that we, each in our several
spheres, may in the highest degree in our
Cower, contribute to the general good, I

is again draped in mourning. Gen. Grant
has passed away after weary and tedious
months of suffering, which he bore with
uncomplaining fortitude. It is a beau-
tiful trait in human nature (observed tbe
great Dr. Johnson) that when death
comes, no matter what the offense may
have been, nor who may have been our
adversary, we remember the virtues only
of our late foe. Grant acted to the brave
and exhausted South with all the magna-
nimity and chivalry of the true soldier,
and we bow our heads with grave and
reverent courtesy as his funeral cortege
passes by. We regret that his body can-
not be interred here at the national cap-
ital among his dead soldiers. It would
be a fitting place for him to lie among
those who had so often followed him in
battle, and who now rest on the beauti
ful grassy bights of Arlington, in their
last dreamless slumber, or at the col
diers Home, wnere his livinc com
rades could daily see the tomb of their
old commander. It is natural in think
ing of Grant to speak of his opponent,
Lee. I recall to mind his funeral obse
quies in 1871, celebrated without pomp
or parade in a quiet little mountain vil
lage, his remains followed by loving aud
devoted friends and interred in the plain
little chapel with tbe imposing yet beau
tiful and solemn rites of the Episco
pal Uhurch. 1 he two the conqueror
and the conquered perchance have met
again on tbe internal l amping Ground
to stand before the "Great Captain of
our Salvation, the lord of hosts, the
god of battles, each to render to II im
their final account, and be judged ac-
cording to "the deeds done in the flesh,'
with unerring justice and mercy.

Their lives afforded (treat contrasts- -
one without the heritage of a noble
name, from a life of plain and humble
surroundings, reached the highest pin
nacle of fame, a successful soldier flat
tered and caressed, riches showered upon
him, even royalty stretching out a gra
cions hand to welcome him. The other
with all the prestige of aristocratic birth
in whose veins ran the martial blood of
revolutionary heroes, allied by marriage
to the granddaughter ot Martha Wash
ineton, and he himself a man of the fin
est mould, physically and morally, who
never did what was merely expedient,
but what in bis calm aud superior ludir
ment he thought was right. He retired
after the war with resigned and steady
tront, to taice up Uie duties ot a presi-
dent of a college in the valley of Vir-
ginia. It is greatly to his credit that he

Cheerlully he pursued the even tenor
of his way, performing the duties of his
lot with the punctualities ot the soldier.
Temperate and frugal iu his habits, he
was always at his seat iu the little chapel
where the students assembled for the
early morning services, a enp of black
tea and cold bread his simple breakfast.
Who could guess from that calm and in
flexible face that his heart was broken?
When Lee surrendered to superior num
bers 11,000 worn and hollow-eye- sol-
diers to 60.000 well-fe- d and well equipped
men it may be said the secret motor or
lever of his life was forever stilled, but to
the world " he made no sun." Many
came Irom lar and near to grasp the old
hero by the hand before his summons
came.

As the great Confederate cantain, more
gaily dressed than usual and b 'girt with
his sword, rode back from his mterview
with Gen, Grant, the news of the sur
render acquired shape and consistency
and could no longer be denied.

had fought since April, 1801, passes
mortal description. Whole lines r 11 died
up to their beloved old chief ("Uncle
Robert," "Mass Bob"), and, chokine
with emotion, broke ranks and struggled
with each other to wring his hand once
more. With tears pouring down his
cheeks Gen. Lee at length com-
manded voice enough to sty: "Men, we
have fought through the war together. I
have done the best I could for you!"
Not an eye that looked on t he scene was
dry. Men who had fought throughout
the war, and knew what the agony and
humiliation, was to him, strove with a
refinement of unselfishness aud tender-
ness which he alone eould fully appre-
ciate, to lighten his burden and mitigate
his pain.

tyrant's Defective Moral Seas.
Grant was somewhat under the me

dium size, measuring about five feet
seven inches in hicht. though he was
compactly and powerfully built: his feet
and hands were small and neatly shaped.
ni9 head large, bis bair brown and thick,
his eyes gray and strong, his jaws square
aud firmly set; his muscles were elastic,
close grained and enduring, and his tem-
perament an excellent compound of the
sanguine, nervous and lymphatic. His
endurance in his prime was very great,
his temper was even and quiet, his vobe
low and gentle, his language was always
simple and clean, and his mouth never
soiled by profanity. A man of but few
words in public, he was a most agreeable
and constant talker in private, especially
with those in whom he had confidence or
with whom he was familiar. He wa$
kindly and considerate to his staff, obe-
dient to those above him, and leni-
ent to those below him in rank.
He was patient, slow to anger,
and has been heard to say that
even under the severest insult he never
become indignant until a week after the
insult had been given, and then only at
himself for not having sooner discovered
that he bad beeu iusnlted or misused.
He was true to his friends, whether
worthy or unworthy, unless they dared
to criticise him, or, in the interest of his
true lame, to oppose his wishes or ambi-
tion. This he would brook from no
quarter. Throughout his military ca
reer he was io the main successful in
choosing his subordinates and in getting
rid ot unworthy olhcers, but even in
respect of the former he owed much
to the keen perceptions and sound
judgment of Rawlins, and as regards
tbe latter lie was indented more to him
than to all other men or influences put
together, nawtins knew an bonest or
oapable man by instinct, and detected
scoundrel or humbug on sight; but,
strange as it may appear, Grant, when
lett to himsell, was sluggish in fiud
ing out either. He had inherited
from bis ancestors a natural lov
of money and acquisition, but his

ie despised the pomp and show of empty
parade in the army and lived plainly and
without extravagance, though in later
years he took naturally enough ta luxury
and ease, and had a growing desire for
wealth and what it would bring. 11
was also wonderfully credulous in be
lieviogthe fictions of those who wished
to use him for the promotion of their
own iortunes;and in attributing to those
who flattered and pleased him talents
and qualities ot which they were often
entirely destitute, as when he spoke of
Ferdinand Ward as equal to auy man
who had ever been Secretary of th
Treasury, with the possible exception of
Alexander Hamilton. And finally hi
moral sense at times seemed to be
stranirely blunted or detective; and whil
it may have never led him to the com
mission of wrong acts it certainly made
him exceedingly lenient toward those
who did commit them. iV here his in
timates were concerned or his political
or personal interests were involved, he
did not appear to appreciate, eitherintu
itivcly or by reflection, the difference be
twecn virtue and villainy, or between
honesty and dishonesty. In this way
and in no other, can we sufficiently ac
count for his formation of unworthy
friendships and his obstinate adherence
to the sycophants and partners who
should have been detected and banished
from every position of iuflueuee uuder
his control.
