Rsilroad Company. The subscription was
made payable in thirty.-vear bonde, bear-
ing 7 per cent. intereat, pavable pemi-
annaalyy. The grounds for asseilivg the
bonds, s reporied by the Nashville
American, are that the election for the sab-
scrivtion was ordered, and the oifficers to
hold it were appaioted by the county
judge slone, and that the sabscription of
the $400,000 of slock was made by him
and the bonds of the connty were issued
and delivered by him without sn
arder of the justices of the peace
constitnting the County Court. For
some years—five, we are informed
