-hat their charch is governed by a regular
code of laws. They further aver that the
Rev. W. H. Brinkley is their pastor, and
has been acknowledged as such for eight
or ten yerra, That on the night of July
224 Iast their minister took (ke list of this
church membermship, and, without the
wirrant of anthority or law, read it aloud
in the chureh, and agked each member as
his name was called whether he or she
wae & member of any secret or local or-
gan‘zition other than thechureh in which
they were then assembled, and apon the
percon whose name was cslled snsweriog
in t' e affirmative, and on their
DECLINING TO RENOUNCE

or leave Lhe secret order or society {which
wag, however, not a religions order or in
conflict with their chorch membership),
ne, the said Brinkley, wonld proceed to,
and in fact did, cancel their names from
the roll of membership of the charch of
which he was pastor, and which they
had mesisted to build and support for
many vears. Several of the members ob-
jected to being dealt with in this summary
manner, and piotested sgainst being dis-
missed without charges being preferred
against them aod atrial had in accordance
with the rules of the church, and of which
roles the pastor 14 a8 much bound by as
wny member of theé congregation. But upon
their rising to etate their objection,
Brother Brinkley would invariably rule
them

!

oUT oF ORDER,

and would not allow them to be heard,
but proeeeded with his roll-call, not even
pulting the question to a vole as to
whether or not they were to be dismissed.
The eaid Brinkley, by hia owp and no
other authority, constituted himself pros-
sweutor, {udme and jary, and without any
lew, eccleminstical or otherwise, read com-
;-lmurts out of the church. Since the
meeling at which this unwarranted and
nnjostiflable atteropt was made to deprive
them of their rights complainants have
gone to the r.hun:g on its regular council
mesting n'ght, with proposeitions to com-
promise or saitle their differences withont
an appeal to the comts, but the said
Brinkley, on seeing them at the charch,
had the lights torned out, the charch
closed and refosed to listen to the commit-
tee, or even fto recignize them. Com-
plainants further allege that said chorch
organieation has never been inco porated.
Comyplainants are sll regular communi-
cants and members of

GOOD STANDING IN THE CHURCH,
and bave always been so acknowledged
until the reading out of their names and
their sttempted dismiseal, as before stated ;
that said organizition is controlled by the
manua! and church covenaot and knows
no other law, and no charges have been
preferred against them [or the violation of
any law of the mannal, and neither have
they, or any of them, sver received any
citation to appear for lrnl and bave never
been allowed in open mueting to say any-
thing in their own behall, but when they
attempted to speak were invariabl
lenced by the Rev. W. A, Brinkley. Their
charch law is made by the cungregation,
und all laws enanate fom a body of six
deacons and the pastor, who are elected by
the corgregation. Complainants deny
that thera ever has been any
LAW OR DOCIRINE,
or that there now exisia any iaw of their
church prohibiting members from joining
secret societies or local organizations, Com-
plainants further allege that they are en-
tirely at the mercy of the said Brinkley,
there being no high charch body or organ-
ganiz+tion to which they can appeal, and
that} said Brinkley will not let them
bring the mstter before the church, as he
well knows a majority of the me mbers are
opposed Lo his apjostifiable sotion. Neither
will he allow them to plead their canse in
open meeting, but in the most outragecus
way is attemnpting to deprive complsinauts
of the fruits of their labor. Complainania
aver that the act of the said Brinkley in
striking their numes from the rodl deprives
them of their just and lawlul privileges as
members, in that they are not sllowed to
vote or wonhm a8 members, or lake part
in any of the church procetdings, and in
varions other ways are denied those privi-
leges to which they are justly entitled, The
premises considered, the complainanis
rny that Parson Brink ey be enjoined
rom interfering with them in any manner,
and that they be restored to their righh
