Gen. Grant’s Remains Removed from
Mt. McGregor to Albany, After
Impressive Serviecs

At the Cottage In the Presence of Over
a Thousand People—Demonstra-
tions of Sorrow

All Along the Route—The Arrival at
the State Capital—The Pro-
cession to the

State House, Where the Beody Will
Remain Uatil 10 07Clock
this Merning.

SERVICES AT THE COTTAGE.

At 10 o'cloek services were held at the
cottage in the presence of overa thou-
sand persons. Cane chairs and rustic
seats were provided for the ladies under
the trees in the grove before the cottage.
Those who failed to securs leaty shade
used their umbrellas. The ceremony
opened with psalm No. 9 which was
followed by an impressive prayer by the
Rev. Bishop Harris. The hymn, “My
Faith Looks Up to Thee,”’ was joined in
by the whole assemblage present with
fine effect. Dr. Newman then came for-
ward and delivered a sermon on the sub-
jeot of the dead general, the family
sitting,meantime about the remains in
the parlor.

At the conclusion of the discourse the
noble hymn, ""Nearer My God to Thee,”
was rendered very impressively by the
Alfresco congregation. The serviees
ended with a benadiction.

AFPTER THE SERVICES ENDED
there was a movement of the people
toward the cottage to got a final look at
the corpse, but 1t was not deemed ad-
visable to admit any one, in view of the
fact that it was time for the funeral train
to start. Gen. Haoneock and Senator
Evarts lett the balcony together. Mrs,
Grant had comeluded not to go with the
funeral train, but to wait over until 4
o'clock, when she and the other ladies of
the family will leave for Baratoga, and
from there w direct to New York. U, S,
Grant Post No. 327 of Brooklyn bore the

remaius from the cottage to the station

shortly before 1 o'clock. The military
were drawn up and a salute was paid the
remains as they passed to the depot, and
the throng stood with uncovered heads
while the casket was borne to the car.

Black cloth was draped
from the boiler rails and the front was
fixad with tsste. The funeral ear,
“Woodlawn,” was plaited in the panels
and centers and the uvational flng was
fesiooned gracefully. but so that there
was no lattering. The other ears were
not =0 elaborately fivished, but all were
d=aped with good taste. Twenty-seven
hundred yards of cloth were used. The
train had been prepared under the diree-
tion of Nr. D. M_Kendrick, general pas-
sanger agent of the New York Central
Tl ,\l’]m wi[l accompany thc ll‘ilin to
New York. The startiog of the
train from Saratoga was almost imper-
veptible, o slowly was it done. At the
rate of eight or ten wiles per hour the
train moved eastward out of Saratoga.

The bells in
the steeples of Saratoga tolled as the
black train trailed slowly out of the vil-
lnge toward Albany.

titn; colisisting of Henator Cockrell gnd
Representativa John M. Glover of Mis-
souri; R. D. Hunter, C. (. Rainwater,
W. B. Thompson and H. M. Pollard of
St Louis: Mayor Moore, Seth Moberly,
C. Wood, T. B. Bullene and Dr, Mug-
ford of Kansas City; Mr. Torrey of
Providence, R, I.; Col. H. B. Denman
of Washington, and G. R. Peck of To-
pesu, called at the White House at 4
o'clock p.m., and met the President in
the library. Senator Cockrell introduced
ex-Representative Pollard, who present-
ed to the President the following memo-
rial in behalf of the le:sees of land in the
Cheyenne and Arapashoz HReservation,
Tudian Territors:

THE MEMohiiL.

We respectfully submit the following
facts andp memorial: First, wa do not
doubt that it is the desire of the govera-
ment to deal equitably with this ques-
ton io ita relations to all parties, and
those who hive oecupiad the territory by
the leases for two and n half years by
the permission and authority of the gov-
eIt ufs Shtlisa iT = fssmonable

criod for the removal of their property.
The leases were in every esse made with
the knowledge of the then Secretary of
the Loterior, were submitied to him and
received from him every sanetion, the
formal and technieal affix of his signa-
tare and sesl.
SBe-ond—"'ndef thiese sircumétance’s
the lessees ot the lands in question have
placed upon them large herds of cattle,
estimated at not less than 250,000. In
addition to the walue ot the cattle, we
call your sttention to the farther invest-
ment in range improvemonts, faneing,
corrpls and all the helongings of & ex-
tepsive a business. The aggiegats of
value affeeted by the Exeeutive order
may therefore be fairly stated roundly
at E7,000,000,
Third—The area of land affected by
the propased action is between 3.800,-
000 aed 2000000 aeres, Thizs nersage
beiag stocked to its grazing capacity by
the number of avimals stated, an equa
amount of land is required for the sab-
sistenco of the animals elsewhere, and
among the most sertous of tne questiting
suddeoly foreed upon us is, where can
this amount of land be foned all of the
adjtcent tefritdry béing {dll of Ftoek?

The quarantine laws of Kansas,
Colorado and New Mexico rigidly forbid
the admission of such cattle into or their
transit acro<s their territory prior to
December 1st. We respectfully refer
you to the recent proclamation of the
Governor of Kansas in this connection.

Seventh—The above are but a portion
of the dificulties which econfiont us.
Thete are other foniures of the subject
which commend themselves to Exeeu-
tive eonrideration, stong which is the
fact that rentals for all these larids have
heen paid to the 15t of November of this
year. No amount of dilizence will enable
us to gathierup all the cattle during the
time allowed, and the result must he
that the uncollected portion will be left
in the range unprotected by owners and
subject to the depredations of the In-
dians,

In conclusion, we respectfully state
this memorial is directed not agaipst the
policy which has been adopted, but
sgainst the time which has bzen allowed
us to conform thereto. We only solicit
that measure of protection which is ae-
corded to other established interests.
The enforcement of the present order
can only result in great iojury to our-
gelves, as well as to others with whom
we have business relations. We there-
fore ask for such time to remove our
cattle lsl:}]e above facts show to be in-
dispensable.
