A FRIGHTFUL PANIC

On a Philadelphia Excnrioa Steamer
Crowded with Women and Children,

Caased by the Explosien

Of a Djaamite Cartridge Underneath
the Boiler Head by Some Fiend

In Hainan Shape.

81xteen Persons Seriously Injared, Be-

sides a Large Hamber Stunned
by the Shock.

Philadelphia, Pa., August 17
10:15 a.m. A boiler explosion has just
occurred on the steamer S. M. Felton, off
the Chestnut street wharf. It is reported
that several lives have been lost.

Additional Details.
Philadelphia, Pa., August 17.

Tbe explosion on the steamer S. M. Fel-
ton occurred just after she had left her
dock on her trip to Wilmington, Del.
She was opposite pier No. 8, south
wharves, when the passengers and crew
were startled by an explosion which
shook the boat from stem to stern, and
when the smoke cleared away it was
found that the entire forward part of the
vessel above the water line had been
badly damaged and a number of passen-
gers injured, some of them severely. The
pilot-hous- e and entire upper deck were
lifted and fell to the lower deck. The
bow nresented a soene of complete WTeck.
Tugs proceeded at once to the injured
vessel, and with the assistance of the po-
lice tug William S. Stokley, which was
lying near by, at once proceeded to re-

move the injured. The ambulance of the
Pennsylvania Hospital soon arrived and
took most of the injured to that institu-
tion. The injured, so far as known, are:
