He
was a modest, unassuming, plain-spoken
mae, who always played for his cinb. The
game was marred by esveral sceoidents.
Sowders had his thumb knocked cut of
place, and Marr wes placed on first. In
the sixth inniog Cleveland was on third
and Henke st the bat. He hit a hot
grounder to Hillery, who, seeing that it
was too late to cut Cleveland off, threw
swiftly to Marr, and the bell bouneed out
of his hands.

His
head strock Henke's side with terrible
force, Marr recovered himself in amoment.

any of them. They never serve less than
fiiteen honrs a day, and often drive
eighteen or twenty hours ont of the
twenty-four. The avirage is sikteen
hours, making their wagea about §1 40 a
day st 10 cents an honr. The petition to
restore ruls 38 wes nol granted by the
company, hence the announcement that
the drivers will refuse to pgo to work this
morning unless their demand is acceded
tn. There are twenty-two drivers of the
Yellow line, twenty-two on the Blne line,
nine on the BRed line, besides about fifteen
extras, who are a'most always empioyed,

Among all the
States of the Union she etands twenty-
second in point of mleage. Last year
Alabama completed & trifis over ninety-six
miles of new road.
