Progress of the Sirike at Meridian,
Mise.—Trouble Anticipated To-day
—The Georgia Central

Earmestly at Work—OLher Enterprises,
Personals, Spikes, Sparks and Gen-
eral Railroad Notes:

|BPEOIAL TO THE APPEAL.|

BimsNaaaM, Arsa., Augost 25.—The
striking mechanics are still in undisputed
possession of the Queen and Crescent rol'-
ing stock at Meridian, Miss,, and none but
mail trains ran to or from thers yesterday.
The mansgement to-day proposed the
payment of the discharge cards, but
neither the sirikers nor town people, who,
as a rule, are backing them, would hear
to the former's jobs being taken from
them. A storm this afternoon blew down
telegraph wires and interrupted negotis-
tions between the company’s lawyers and
the strikers. It seems to be the intention
of the mansgement to invoke the sheriff’s
help to-morrow if no settlement is resched,
but the temper ot the town is such that it
will be slmost impoeeible to take the prop-
erty from the strikers except on their
terms.
Later. — There were several develop-
ments in the strike of the (Jneen and
Crescent employes at Meridian to-day.
The men announced that if they were not
paid two months pay and given an esiab-
lished pay day, they would not a'low any
new men to work. General Manager
Gault to day telegraphed that the men
would be paid up end discharged at once,
If the men are discharged it will cansze a
strike of every engineer on the Alabama
Great Bouthern, New Orieans and North-
eastern and Vicksburg and Meridian divis-
fons of the line. Tuve strikers this
morning captured a freight tran
of perishable freight and side-tracked it.
They have a dozen engineers in the rournd-
houvse. They will stop passenger travel
to-morrow il they are not paid. Mail cars
will be detached and allowed to proceed,
but no passengers, The company have a
rule that every employe who is garnisheed
will be discharged, and ss they had not
been paid for three months many lost
their positions. The strikers are backed by
the Knighta of Labor and every citizen of
Meridiap. Nothing hes been heard of the
pay-car which was reported to have left
Cincinnati.

General Sonthern Passenger Agenis,

ArTLasta, August 25.—The Association
of General Southern Pasgenger Agents met
here yesterday for the purpose of receiv-
ing the report of a special committee on
the liability of railroads for loss of bageuge.
Accompanying the report were legal
opinions of attorneys representing lines of
the association. A resolution was adopted
withdrawing from sale immigrant tickets
from all pointa within the jurisdiction of
the as-ociation to points west of the Mis-
si#sivi and north of the Ohin rivers. An-
other resolation was adopted looking to
the appointment of a special committee to
fix the penalty fora failure to maintain
passenger rates when sgreed upon. The
iollowing officers were elected: T, M.
Emmerson of Wilmingtom, president:
G. A. Whitehead of Savannah, vice-
aresident ; Charles A. Taylor of R chmond,
secretary. Charleston, the first Wednes-
day in April, were appointed the place and
time for holding the next sprivg mesting.

A Greenville special esays the Centrai
railroad evidently means business in re-
gard to the extension from Greenville
toward Atlanta. Civil Engineer Brown has
begun a survey from Greenville to Fair-
burn, on the Atlanta and West Point rail-
road. Asgoon as the sarvey is made and
the right of way secured the construction
will be rapidly completed. President John
Peabody and General Soperintendent W.
L. Clark of the Columbus and Greenville
are making preliminary arrangements for
beginning work. The extension will pass
throngh Meriwether, Coweta, Favette and
Campbell counties.
