Joseph B. Cook, in yesterday's Ledaer,

assumes the authorship and reasserts the
statements made in Tuesday's Ledger, that
tbe printers in tbe Western Methodist office
lefrauded tne omce by using a measuring
rod 100 ems tooBliort.

The statement that the retiring Lnion
foreman informed Mr. Blew of the fraud is
too absurd to need denial. Wen who steal
do ne t thus give themselves away. It is
equally absurd to suppose that Mr. B ew
would retuse to ceneve tne unci until tne
non-unio- n foreman had ver tied it.

In reply to tbe statement that Mr. Blew
made to Mr. Whitmore, 1 have only this
to say: In 1879, after Mr. Blew's death,
when Mr. Jack flsd befo e the fever, by
Mr. Whitmore'a direction, he left me as
foreman of the Ledger office. And again,
one wei-- before the Ledger went out of
the union, Mr. Jack resigned and I was
again made foreman of the effice. Surely
the statement of Mr. Blew, whatever it
was, did not reflect upon my integrity.

Some weeks after the Methodist became
non-unio- Mr. Blew informed me that
my measuiing stick was incorrect, to which
Iieplied: "There is a small advance on
composition where tbe measure is under
eighteen ems and the long primer is only
ixteen, and is made np-t- 50 centa' worth

mer proprietors, who were practical print-
ers. ...

After Mr. Blew's death Mr. jonnson
asked me to make estimates on his paper;
that he would like to get it pnntsd by
conlrac. lie told me he had no cst

in Joe Cook; that the firet week
alter the payer was revived, in maaing out
me Din, lie l'aa put uia own uuwu
at$18, when he had only been receiving
116; that Mr. Cook's explanation was that
Mr. Blew had been talking about raising
his wages to $18, and he supposed he was
thinking about that when be made out
the bill. To use tbe Rev. W. C. Johnson's
own words, that was "very thin."

I deny that the measuring rod was a
single em too short. I deny that I ever
explained the long prmer measure other-
wise than narrow columns. 1 have lived
in Memphis for n arly twenty years, and
if any man, woman or child ever knew me
to be guilty of a dishonorable act, I now
unseal his (or her) lips and command him
(or her) to speak. I was foreman of the
H'tslwn Methoditt for ten years, and if I
was ever guiltv of an act calculated to
shake the confidence of the editor, I now
unseal the lips of the Rev. W. C. JchESon
and command him to tell what it was.
