Special Meeting Called to Consider the
Bights of War for Street Ball-way- s

Jefferson Street

To Have a Double Track In Sixty Dajs
Committees Appointed to Draw

Up Contracts.

A special meeting of the Legislative
Council was held yesterday. President
Hadden in tbe chair, and Messrs. Lee,
Montgomery, Krey, Wallace and Handle
present.

TO DAMAGE.

PAVEMENT DILAPIDATED.

A petition asking that the stone pave-
ment in Center alley, from Madison to
Monroe, to be rtlaid. Referred to the
president and engineer.

NECESSARY OBSTRUCTION.

Pdtition of Charles Richards and others,
asking that the rubbish on the corner of
Poplar and Main street, be removed, was
received and filed. The sidewalks have
been dug out to build the areas and the
brick work will be begun

The discussion of the petitions of the

Memphis Utty Railway and the Citizens'
Railway companies, continued over from
the previous day, was then taken up.Secre-tar- y

Pullen brinirinir the matter tn thn at
tention of the hoaid by reading the resolu
tion autnonziDg me ViOuimlasioneis tc
contract with inyone for street-ca- r trackson winerson and Madison street. Judge
Walker, city attorney, then read a con-tra-

ue bad drawn, as a result of the de-
liberations of the eommitt'oe the day be-
fore, and also read the specifications for
paving Jefferson ttreet and laying tbe
tracks in the most approved manner. The
contract and s. ecifications provided that
'he gravel pavement on Jeffereon tt eet
should b9 removed and a block ttone

substituted. There wera other
ipeciticationa which, while it would have
made the street tbe finest in the city,
wouli have bankrupted the rajltvay com-
pany, which, by the terms oi tbe con-
tract, was required to do tbe whole
work and wa t a certain length of
rime for the city to payback

of the entire cost, the tracks of the
company covering eighteen feet of tbe
twenty-si- x feet of the tt-ee- t. When Judge
Valker had finished Mr. Frayser spoke

up and said his company would not nno
could not sign snch a contract; that it was
too much to expect of them, and that
while he listened to the

KKADIKO OF THE REilTIREMENTS
of the council he almost imagined he was
an applicant before the Mayor and Alder-
men of New York City for right of way
over Broadway.

The Counc 1 tD a man, President Had-
den included, were impressed with th
justice of Mr. Frayser's objection, and
tor the first time in tbe hittory of the
Jefferson street rigbt of way question, a
plain business like disccssion was had,
which resulted in an adjustment of the
difficulty in a few minutes. The board
agreed to allow the company to put down
double tracks on Jefferson strtet, pro-
vided they were laid in tbe most ap-
proved and modem manner; and pro-
vided further, that the pavement was
turned wrong side out, so as to brirg the
rubble stone foundation on top and the
gravel underneath. If more material ib
needed to make a grod job the railway
oinpanv is to furnish it and compkte

the work in sixty days.
The expense to the city wi'l be nothing.

The reason for putting the rubble stone on
;op is that a perfect torrent of water
pours down Jefferson street when it rains,
carrying the gravol with it. Tbe entire
matter was then referred back to the Fire
and Police Commissioners, acting as a
Committee of the Council, to draw up a
contract in acconUnco with the terms
mentioned, which says nothing of tracks
in Madison street, but eimply provides for
tracks out J e Hereon from Main, with a
turn-tabl- e at the north side of old Madi-
son street.

Mr. Frayser then asked if the Council
refused him the light of way on Madison
street and the reply was that it did not.
but that the Council would allow tbe com
pany most advantageous to the public in
'erest to run out that street.

CITIZENS RAILWAY.

The petition of the Cit'zerts' Railway.
which was published in full in the Appeal
yes'erday morning, was tnen taken np. Ii
was supplemented by tbe following:
To the Hon. Legislative Council Taxing-Distric- t:

Gentlemen: We, the Citizens Street
Railroad Company, desire to amend our
petition of the 25th instcnt, by asking an
extension of the lines on Madison street
west to Front street to canned with cur
Front street routes. We will agree to
ornstructour lines in a first-clas- s woik-manli-

manner, using steel rails of tbe
most improved kind, and to fully equip
ine same wim nrsi-cias- s modern snd im-
proved street-car- s and eeneral couinment.
We will bind ourselves to take up and re-
place between our tracks and two feet on
each side all pavement necessary in the
construction in ;as good a condition as we
found it, to the grades furnished us snd to
be fnrnistied in future, t.3 the entire satis
faction of your C.ty Engineer. On the
unpaved street? or roads, to pave be-
tween and two feet on esch side our tracks
with wooden, macadam, gravel or other
suitable material, so as to eive ns a eood
roadway and will also be of service to tbe
public. And will Inrther agree to keep all
pavement between aud two feet on each
side our tracks on all paved streets in good
repair, we win a bo bind ourselves to
commence work of construction at once
auu complete anu operate ine same as
soon as practicable eighteen months.

NAPOLEON HILL, President
The Council, with veiy lilt e ado, grant-

ed right of way t the Citizens' Railway
Company over the routes asked, and on
motion of Col. Montgomery the president,
engineer and attorney were appointed a
committee to arait contract and specifica
tions and report the same for signature,
the grant of the right of way not to be
complete until the contract is signed. A
paper from Piesident Frayser, asking the

ouncu to act upon a petition of Mr. J. T.
Fargason, who was presi ent of the Mem-
phis City Railway in 18S3, for right of
way over Second and Bull Run streets waa
also referred to the commitfe. There
being no further business tbe Council ad
journed.

SOUTHERN ROADS.

Rapidly Growing Bugiaess or the Mem-pfa'- g,

Birmingham and Atlantic
The Lively Fight

Between the Railroads and City Officials
Line from Ylcksburg- - to Ship

Island Rail Botes.

A meeting oi the representatives of the
various railway lines was held yesterday,
at which it was unanimously es dved not
to comply with the order of the city to
erect electric lights at certain street cross-
ings. Tbe city requires the eight roads
centering here to put np twenty-fiv- e lamps
at xpoeed places and maintain them at
the.it ottli expense. The cost would be
$12 50 a night, a little more than $150
each, bat the railroad men Bay they pay
taxes, railroads in Tennessee being the
"third best" taxed in the United States,
and that thev are entitled to have lamps
put op at the city s expense, lint, at tne
same time, they deel ire that tbey would
be willing to put up the twenty-fiv- e lamps
required if they were assured the demand
would stop there, but add that the next set
of city officials may demand forty lamps,
the ne xt sixty and the next 100, and so on
ad infinitum. They also declare that n the
authorities order ihem to stop running at
night they will obey, but the lore to the
business community, which will then have
to get their freight cars switched, loaded
and unloaded a 1 in daylight, within the
compass of a few hours, will be great. On
the part of the city government, President
Hadden assumes a warlike attitude and
declares that he will cot only stop the
running of night trains, if the order is not
complied with by September 1st, but he
will arrest the superintendents ot tne
various lines for failure to obey the order,
and will fine them heavily every day until
they comply. .
