An impres
sion had obtained footing that somewhere
hereabout the necessities of commerce be-
tween New Orleans and St. Louis, and
New Orleans and Cincinnati, would call
an important market into existence. Os-

ceola in Arkansas mnde a brave struggle
for the position, but the treacherous Mis-
sissippi made one of its famous "circum
bendibuses," and ambitiaus Oaceola was
left high and dry inland, beyond the
track of the river commerce. Randolph,
nearly opposite Osceola, on the Tennessee
side, situated like Memphis on a bold
bluff, pnt in its claim. Iia situation, with
a rich country and a population of well-to- -
do planters behind it, gave it great advan
tages, but the people thai gathered there
did not prove of the rigt.t material, and
without the right men ill other advan-
tages are as nothing. The haunters of
steamboat card tables, and the floating
population of the river towns of the low-

er Mississippi mads the spot
the scene of tneir operations.
Drink, dissipation and gambling made
inroads upon the sober pursuits of com--
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serted, all but one well tenanted ppot the
graveyard. In Memphis ft mure moral and
a more practical spirit developed itself aud
it clutched the victory from the hands of
its rival. How little the winners dreamed
of the extent of their victory! Could
one of those old-tim- e folk have
revisited earth and gized upon yes-

terday's procession, iind beheld the
vast and splendid building it entered,
would he have imagined that he was
where once stood the insignificant little
collection of houses and shanties at the
month of Wolf river? On one occasion
the New Orleans Picayune, in a dispute
with the Memphis Appkal about the cot-

ton business, used the "We can
never imagine a time comiog when Mem
phis can, in any degree, le a rival of New
Orleans in the cotton trade." At that
time, when cotton was Hold in Memphis
the bnyer always claimed "a margin
against New Orleans," fo.r to that market
Memphis cotton had to go. Now Mem-
phis buys and sells without reference to
what may be doing or left undone in
New Orleans. How vast the change!
Look at the spacious palace appropriated
to the general needs of Memphis com-
merce ; see its spacious balls, its offices,

rooms, secretaries' rooms and
places for miscellaneous business; con-

template its elegant furniture, its sumptu-
ous windows vivid with hues of blue,
scarlet and gold, and thn think of tht
struggling little town of it couple of gener-

ations ago!. And the end is not yet. The
eagle is but jutt unfolding his wings, but
his piercina eyes look far and there are
more and greater conquests yet to come
that shall adorn the future Memphis with
something of the fame aad splendor of it
namesake on the grand old Nile. In the
meantime we will rtjeice in what hat
already been achieved'and be glad that it
was our privilege to hear the voices of Mem
phis merchants resound in the halls cl
their own grand temple.

IS TRADE Pr.BMllNTLY IMPBOV- -

isrur
That during the last few weeks there

has been an increased activity in business
circles is manifest. A similar, though left
extensive, improvement took place about
the same time last year, but died away
The question is, therefore, asked with
much interest, wbtther we may look for
permanency in the present increase of

business transactions, oi whether, as last
year, the chilling torpor that has so lonv
held trade in its paralysing grasp will re-

sume its deadening influence? Keen eyet
are closely watching events that they ma;
limit or extend their operations as the
course of thing shall indicate to be most
advisab'e. Referring to' Saturday's issue
of BradttreeCt we find tb-- following indi
cations of the actual condition of trade:
"While the general trade sitnation, as re.
ported this week ia special telegrams to
JiracLtrcet't, continues to be favorable,
there is less to be said of tbo indications
as to permanence in thu increased activ-

ity shown." There is improvement in thp
textile lines the demaad fur pig iron at
Philadelphia and west of the Allegheny s

generally, except at Cleveland, has shown
anme gain. Not so in the Eatt there is

inquiry, but demand and price are no bet-

ter. Then follows a paragraph showing
how strongly Southern iroa ia in-

fluencing the markets: "Pealeis
in t.ts'etn mariels ...r- inclined to
the opinion that uui.ss the com-

peting Southern furnaces aro cut off by
finding ample markets never home, or by
higher freight rates, Eastern pig irons are
not likely to advance much in the near
future." Steel rails are higher, but less

o than reported. Wool sales are larger
than last year, aud dealers et'tT in their
askings. Dry goods remiin stronger and
prices tend upward, but some manufac-
turers are curtailing production, while
ethers enlarge their output. This shows
the contradictory views that prevail as to
the permanency of the present improve-
ment. "A special to jtradftrret't from
Providence yesterday says that the im-

provement n.i-- 1 lanr wtrea trgl lit tte
demand for wool and woolen cloths is not
fully sustained. Some of the manufactnr- -
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vtucio uiio no-- , uui uupu ii is oniy tem-
porary." Sugar has impmed. Tea and
coffee are behind last renr. Dairy prod-
ucts are higher. "Wheat has betn
somewhat stronger at times since the
severe depression of the two preceding
weeks. The small advance made has served
to check exports and stop business suf-
ficiently to indicate thr.t, however short the
crop may be, foreign consumers are not

ready to aaai-- t in a ma p rial advance.
The demand for money .tt Chicago. SL
Louis and at San Francisco is light, con-
siderably lees thau a radical increase in
the demand for merchandise woul i wa-
rrant" Turning now to tte financial as-
pect of the question, we will consult
very competent authority, the New York
Indicator of Monday, which reports a large
increase in loans and a decrease in reserve
and surplus. This is the rever e of the
accounts given weekly during most of tte
summer. In deposits thera was a decrease
of (064,300. Loans increaeod over $2,50l,-000- ,

a total increase since August lut cf
nearly $14,000,000. Loans are now over

, $320,000,000 against less thun
year ago, and deposits re more than

$87,000,000 over those of ayiar ago. Loanr,
compared with two years ago, are about
$7,500,000 leas, and deposta $74,000,00(7
more. The reserve was reduced lut week
a little over $1,503,000, of rhich $315,0Jii
was in specie, and the remainder in legal
tenders. The surplus reserve is cat down
$1,431,225 more, but it is vet verv

early $57,000,000 against $3' .000,000 a
year ago, and less than ffj.COO.OOO two yeais
Ago. The surplus, however, has been

during the micth of August nearly
$8,000,000. The Indicator concludes thea
figures by saying: "The sUteraent is a
very satisfactory one, and indorses the be-

lief that trade is improving;." This ex-

pression of opinion would te more satis-
factory if we knew what propor ion of the
money taken from the banks was appro-
priated to speculative matters, holding
wheat, and so on. It is wull to bear iu
mind the assertion of thu New York
Tribune that "production has in many
branches been curtailed, asid the on'y
igns of recovery in trade are directly

v traceable to stoppage of production." It
is evident that ''doctors disagree" as to
the prospects of trade for the immediate
future.

740 acres illegally inclosed in the siunl
county of Pueblo, Colorado. There art
20.000 acres of illegal inclosure in Ludei

and Eureka counties, Nevada. The Dako

ta Stock Company of Nebraska has 61,-

000 acres; James Beatty of Kent count
Colorado, has 21,000 acres, and Poindexte
& Orr of Beaverhead county, Montana.
90,880 acres. In all, the last batch c

names ceit tied to the department include
4!) individuals, firms and corporations
and the aggregate number of acres they
are illegally occupying is 535,2S0. Bu
these figures are small compared witl
jooie previous'y reported. For instance,
in the Brighton ranch of Nebraska thert
are 125,000 acres, and John Bowers cf Col

orado has wired in 200,000 acres. But
the two greatest grabbers of public land
are the Arkansas Valley Land and Catth
Company and the Prairie Cattle Company
Each of these corporat'ons has 1,000,010

acres in Colorado, and if the necessity foi
removing their fences, erected t priwt
cost, should bankrupt them, no one ought
to revret such a consequence of their
greed. It is estimated that, in addition t

what has already been reported, there are
10,003,000 acres of illegal incloBure which
shows the magnitude cf the taek that the
government has in trying to make the oc--

vacate. The consequence of a
nVui enforcement of the Uw will be that
thev will make a strong demand to be
'llowed to rent the public lands which

thev have hitheito occupied free of chargf.

The motive that actuates the advocates

of a tctal prohibition of the manufacture
and sale of intoxicating drinks is so be
nevolent that no good man can do other
than admire the spirit that urges their
toilsome, effort But with a'l
the respect we willingly accord to their
motives, we reserve to ourselves the liberty
to crit icise the means they use to accom
piiah the important object they have in
v ew. The Great Teacher, whoee instruc-- i

jus are our supreme authority, came to
psrsuade men to do right, and to instruct
'heni in the way to avoid the evil and to
eek the good. Ia accomplishing His ob

ject He displayed those awful powers thai
belong to the divine, Let He never used
chose powers to force and compel the
rronz-doe- r to do rieht. Hesought to win

nonnce vice and transgression and to put
on all the panoply of virtue. So the early
Christians sought by gentleness, persua
sion, and appeals to man's highir
nature, to gain disc pies to the
faith. Later on mistaken zeal under-
took by fire and sword to force and drive
men into the church. But the means they
thus took to spreai the faith vitiated it,
aod the church lost its high virtues and
became corrupt. In the early days of the
temperance movement its warm-hearte- d

a lvocates sought to win by reasoning and
by persuasion, aud by the power of truth
to induce the vicious to aL&ndon their de-- f

ructive vies. Their success was so great
that their successors are y a power in
the land, and, unfortunately, like the'
church in the olden times, they are de-

scending by the use of that power to force
and compel observance of their rules and
compliance with their practice. We point
out the resemblance between the church
pure and the church corrupt, and the
temperance cause persuasive, and the
temperance cause resorting to the pro-
hibitions of enforced law, where they
have neither won affection nor gained
moral conviction.

That a compulsion f 3 out
wird conformity where there is noinwaid
conviction will fail there is already proof
where the experiment has been tried. We
trill refer to ene confirmation where the
tuetimosv is unimpeachable. The New
York Xttiionoi Druggist in its last number
had an article upon the subject, as it is
affecting the good name and pocitiorsTof
the drug business. Of the State prohibi
tory laws it says; Through them the
druggists of these States that is. the
reputable druggists suffer great incon
venience, not to speak cf the dis-

repute into which the business is
brought, by . the attempted eva
sion cf those who take the nau;e of drug
gists ad a cloak ta hjde their real business.
Iowa and Mains druggists have been
through this experience, and now the
Kansas members of the profession are
resizing what a prohibitory law means to
them." The Druggist proceeds to state
that the Kansas law, as passed by the last
I. vislature, gives little satisfaction. The
1m v requires druggists to report monthly
ti.8 liquor prescriptions they 6.' 1; these
reports show such pi escriptioDS to be in,
creasing, the lai tnc ut h in one county 3C00
more than ou tue nionUi before. The
Druggitt states: "There is little doubt that
the amount of liuaor consumed in that
prohibition State is as large, if not larger,
than ever. In Topeka, the capital, for in-

stance, there are thirteen drug stores
which have been staited since the enact
ment of the law, and all of them do an al
most exclusive saloon business. They
carry a lew bottles of drugs, toilat articles,
and things usually found neoessary in a
drng store, but terse are only used as a
screen to the sort of traffic which is actu
ally carried on. The same authority I
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pronounces the law a farce which would
never have been enacted could its results
have been foreseen. It is absolutely no
check upon the sale of liquor; it cannot
be enforced either in spirit or letter; the
legitimate druggists detest it because its
tendency is to brirg the entire drug busi-

ness of the State into disrepute. It will be
better for Kansas to be without this law
better as to sobriety and increase in pros
perity, rhe Druggitt't Kansas City corre
spondent writes that the Cowley county
latest monthly report showed that the in
valids of that county needed four barrels
of whisky and 1390 bottles of beer for the
month. In the entire State the sale of
beer decreases, that of liquors increases.
What decrease of liquors there is, is in the
larger cities; in the country districts there
is a large increase. Such facts as are here
given, from a high source, show that pro
hibition is sinking and damaging the
grand temoerance reuse.
