OBITUARY.
Death of H P, Woodlock.

The death of Mr. H. P. Woodlock robs
the ArreaL of one of its most faithial em-
ployes, Memphis of one of ita truest citi-
z+n8, and Tennesses of ove of her bravest
goldiers. He into eternal sleep
yesterday & little sfter sundown. Death
was a welcome reliel from the pain which
he had borne for months with heroie forti-
tude, enconraging his friends 15 beslleve
that he was bhopefnl of recovery, Mr.
Woodlock was born in  Ireland iu
1835, sand ecame to this country
with bis parents while still nite
yonng. They seitled in 8t Joseph, Mo,
and there he learned the art of printing
in & well-appointed and well-conducted
newspaper snd job coffice, Thence he
foundg his way 10 this vity in 1857, where
he was epgoaged a8 [oreman of the press-
room of the Eagle and Eaquirer, of which
Dr. Solon Boriand was editor end pro-
pristor. He was holding this position
when the civil war broke out. He
promptly espoused the ecanse of the
douth and enlisted in Ballentyne's
company of cavalry, from which, at
Co'umbus, in October, 18681, he was de-
tailed by Gen. Pillow, and served on
thst officer’s stafl' untii the close of the
war. He was & gallant soldier and s faith-
ful friend of his chief, by whom he was
much beloved. His life since the war was
one of con tant labor, part of the time on
the Bulletin, for mora than a year on the
Commerciol, and sizce 1868 on this paper
as foreman of itho pres-room. To say
that he wes much esteemed bv his erm- | -

SOUTHERN ROADS.

A Union Depeot to Be the Next Subject
of Discnssion—Another
Letter from

Yerona in Regard to the Extension of
Selma-Minden Tap—Spikes
aud Sparks.

Letters suggesting routes are Bounng in
upon the Memphis, Se!ma and Brunswick
Railroad Company, which reads and con-
siders them all. The tollowingis from Mr.
John Ratliffe of Verons., He says: “I
wrote you some time since giving you my
views npon the contemplated railroad rux-
nins from Memphis to Birmipgham. 1
did it upon the spur of the moment, and
knowing the great anxiety of the pec-
ple of this section 1 write you more
particnlarly. We sall want the road tocows
somewhere near here. Having given the
subject a good deal of thonght, and having
traveled over the country a deal, an
degirine the road built on as cheap a plan
g8 possible, I thought I would point out
the barriers to the air line routs, akic
that route, you encounter the Tippah hil
fist. After crossing the Tallahatchie river
you strike the Bumcom hills, Passing 8al-
tilo, you strike a ledge of hills near the
Bigby river; next crossing the Ball
Mountain hi'ls, and them the Aip-
eey river hills. To constrnet a road
on that line -voold cost a
amonnt of money. By falling down
sonth a few miles ¥on obviate all
thoss hills and go through a fine, sandy
!nrmmg cauntry, a better cotton country to
T uma than & prairie. It is also well
timbered. Iwou'd sugeests route fo be
taken which I think would cost much less
than the gir line. By leaving the old sur-
vey at New Albany, runtiing in a southeast
direction, you go throogh some little hill
country, ¥hen yon reach Poplar Springs;
thence 1o Chesterville, thenes to Verona
on the Mobile and thio railroad, which I
think I8 the meét siiliable ¢rossing thence
to Smithyille and ori to Birmingham.
These plncu are only enggested as land-
marks, By this line 7ot tap a laraa por-
tion of country that has no facilities for
trangportation. The main objsct ia to get
a cheap road and one that can give cheap
transportation.

Rate War Imminent.

Bumore have be:n in constant circnla
tion in Alanty during the past faw days to
the efl-ct that the railroads are quistly
prepariog for a bilt'er war ol rates—une
which will canee o crash in both the
freight and passenmer linsinege: The
roads referred to aré most probably the
Western and Atlantic, the Exst Tennessee,
Virginia and Georgin: the Central and the
Piedmont. That theie is troubl? brewing
among the Southern railroads there is not
the least doubt, and that the oft-predicted
war of rates will soon be imaugurated
there is every prospect. Just as the
Leavy clouds and distant thunder predict
a storm, 8o does the sullen silence of the
varions compelitive railroals indicate
ironble ahead; and how soon it may come,
und which line will first throw down the
gauntiet by offering rednced rates, is, of
course, not yet known,
