suit is that many hundred of fal-- e claims
are swept away and the land restored to
the public domain. The opportunities for
perpetrating these land frauds are open to
everybody, and tna temptation catches
scores npon scores of people, good, bad and
inoinerent, wt'O want land.

THE YACHT RACE.

The First Contest Between the British
Yacht Genesta and the American

Yacht Puritan.

A Late Start and Unfavorable Weather
Prevents a Completion of

the Bace.

The American Craft by Far the Pastes
Sailer Hundreds of Sail In

Attendance.

New York. September 7. Owing to the
lateness of the start of the initial race be-
tween the Genesta and the Puritan, and
tj tee lac ot wind afterward, the yacbta
succeeded to-d- in making only half tbe
coarse, or twenty miles. In this twenty
mi:e heat to windward theJruntan square-
ly outsailed the Genetta one mile iu ten,
and nearly two milea in twenty. A haze
settled npon the bay all morning, and there

as m wind from any quarter unnl nearly
noon. A hondred sail of yachts lay in the
Hone-sho- e at Sandy Hock this morn-
ing when the judges' boat, the Luckeu-bac- k,

arrived f r. in New York wi.h
the judges Mesein. J. F. Tarns, Charles
S eboins and Philip Schuy. r. At 9:45
o clock a m. Jay Gould's Bteam yscbt Ata- -

lanta passed out by the Hook, foliowed in
ten minutes by the tug Luther C. Ward,
towing tbe sloop Puritan. She was sa
inted by gunn from nearly every steam
ytcht in the fleet white on their way to

light-sni- tne starting point.
The Genesta remained in the Horse Shoe,
wh ia Mr. Wm. Krehres of the New York
Yacht Club, representing the Puritan, was
put on board irom tne juogea boar, bne
then proceeded to sail on the port
tack to the light-shi- The English
cutter was also saluted by the large fiei
ot yacht now under way. Ine tide w.--s

running flood. During the forenoon 217
vesr-ei- of a 1 sises and rigs were assembled
within a circle of a mile of tbe Scotland
lightship. After a tedious wait of two
hours, after the arrival of the contestants
at the lightship the preparatory signal
was given from the judge's boat at 1:30
o'clock. It was followed by the starting
signal hve minutes later, most of the at
tendant yachtR were lying to the southwest
of the lightship to give the Genesta and
Puritan clear water to start in. Tbe wind
had come in from the Southwest, a moder-
ate brena, shortly after 1 o'clock, and was
hailed with delight by the thousands of
enthusiastic spectators on the steamer,
who had paid from l to J a head to see
the great contact. By skilful maneuvering
the skippers of both ya:-ht- a brought them
close enough to the line hetween the
j adzes boai and light ship cn the por,
tack to cross in a tew seconds after the
starting signal. The Puritan slipped
across first, close np to the judges
boat at i:3t:do, out ior some rea
son Uai.t. Udnter of the Genesta
tacked to starboard just before reaching
it, losing one minute and forty-tw- o sec
onds, and being handicapped thirty-seve- n

seconds thereby she croessd at 1 :35 :37,
oflicial t;me. Capt. Crocker oi
the Puritan, wbich boat looked very
handsome, with her mainsail, sprit, top
sail, foreeteysail, jib and jib topsail set
meant "tight" from the start. At the
moment the Genesta crossed the line tbe
Puritan came about, and in thirty seconds
had filled away in the starboard tack, with
the Genesta 1U0 yards on her lee beam
The course was right "in the wind's eye,"
southeast, and a tug had started
ten minuses before to log out the
twenty miles to windward and
iilace a stake buoy for tbe yachts
to round, cheered on by shouts from
hundreds of spectators and followed by
the immense flotilla of pleasure craft. The
two contestants headed due east in thei
first reach. Finding that he could neither
pass the Puritan to leeward or "out poiLt"
him, Uapt, Uarter, after three minutes, sud
denly put the Genesta about to cross the
furiian s stern, but (Japt. Uarter put his
belm down at once, bringing the
handsome white sloop round forty
seconds later. The Genesta was full
of tricks, for round she came
again in lees than a minnto, followed by
hs Puiitan again in fiity seconds. Both

yachts were carrying exactly the same
canvass. Instead of gaining by the little
skirmish which be inaugurated, Capt.
Carter had lost, and the Puritan bad
gained a decided advantage. Both yachts
went about ai J:U7 o clock, and reached to
ihe southward, having made about eight
miles of easting on the starboard
track. JNow the Jruntan began to
rapidly open a gap between herself
and the Genesta, and when they
next tacked to the eastward, at 4:11, she
was fully three Quarters of a mile to wind
ward of her antagonist, and one-eigh- th oi
a mile ahead. At 6:11 both tacked to tbe
southward again, and now tbe Genesta
was over a mile on the Puritan's lie ouar-
ter. The way both yachts walked through
a fl-- of Behooners, including tbe Mon--
:auk, 1 leer. wing, America, U ilena and
uint.ia, asionislifd toe spectators, and
proved the superior speed of thesa bo; ti
ta c impared with the old models. A
6:30 p m , when the judges' bo-- t arrived
at the outer mark, it was sundown. The
wind waa growing lighter, and the ya- - hts
oeing then two miles ti leeward, it was
evident that the race could not be sailed
within the required time limit cf seven
hours, so the regatta committee ordered it
postponed until to morrow, when tbe
boats will start at the same hour and over
a similar course. All the accompanying
yachts turned back before dark, and the
Geneva and Pu'itan were time 1 bank to
the Horseshoe. The reeult of
context is thought by experienced

to be convincing proof that the Puri-
tan can beat the cutter under any condi- -

tionn.

IWSOtAL TO THB APPKAL. I

Chattanooga, September 7. This bas
been a day of suppressed and most intense
excitement in j Chattanooga. It hes been
altogether without precedent in the his
tory of our city. - When the community
awoke this morning and realized the enor
mity of the terrible scenes of the night be-
fore), instead of pllayiiig it intensified tbe
feeling. Wm. Nanney, the white man
who was shot while sitting
in tbe courthouse yard observing
the riot, died from bis wounds at ft: Mi
o'clock this morning, and ibe negro Ben
raitner, one of the rioters who was shot,
is dying. At an eariy hour rumors came
thick and fast that the negroes were or-
ganizing to avenge the scenes of tbe night
oeiorr, ana as tne aay advanced tta
runrors became more definite. Leading
uegsoes were found in different part of tbe
city, addressing men of their own race and
calling on thtm to wreak vengeance on
tne leaders of the mob. The feelirg
against tbe sheriff, who was elected by
negro votes, was very bitter, and some of
the extreme Legrots were urging tbe other
negroes to assault him bc. u e he reins- - d
to allow them to guard the ia l. The offi
cials were active the entire
day, and at night the city
wai tinder arms. ihe two militaiy
compaoies were supplied wnh twenty
rounds of ammunition, and are now as-
sembled at their respective armories ready
to respond at tbe first call. The sheriff
bas established headquarters at the lail.
and bas twenty-fiv- e sworn deputies
Twenty extra policemen are on duty, and
a private detective is stat-one- at every
street corner in the Fifth ward, tbe
manufacturing ward, where the
mob originated. Reports were current
that the negroes intended to burn tbe
leading industries, and fully 00
armed men with loaded shot-gun-s and -s

are petroling tbe streets. At this writ
ing(ll p.m ) rio demonstration has yet
taken place, aud the city is entirely quiet.
No negroes are visible on the etreetB, and
none can be found, but reports continu
ally reach headquarters tbat tbey are
forming in a mob at the ontskuts, and
will make their appearance at midnight.
Mitchell, tbe man who was so foully mur
dered, was buried and the negro
will be buried in tbe morning. Aanney
was a prominent and wealthy young man.
and wns held in high esteem. The court-
house front is chipped and spoiled with
bullets from tbe riot of the night before,
and several bullets are itnbeded in tbe
jail.

Aaaoelated Press Report.
Chattanocga, Tenn., September 7.

Charles Williams, a disreputable nezro.
shot and instantly killed a street-ca- r driver,
named fo,t Mitchell, at o o clock thin
afternoon. An hour before Williams bad
been jected from the car for en'.eiing it in
a drunken mann-r- , smoking in the pres
ence oi indiea. Abe murder was tbe most
brutal and unprovoked tbat bad ever
occurred in the city. Lynching is feared.

A mob of determined men, mostly com
posed of factory laboreis and railroad men,
am f d with shot-gun- s and all other kinds
of marched, about 11 o'clock, to
tbe county tail, followed by severaf bun
dred people, and at once began demanding
admittance to tne l ail. it Boon appeared
that nothing would deter them, and shoot
ing into the crowd by the po?se i f the
sheriff would cer'iinly result ia the kill-
ing of a large number of people, so noth
ing was done t) prevent the entrance of
the mob, and the front door of the jail was
broken in. ihe sheriff would not give up
the keys, and as tlie jail is a rtrong build
ing, tbe inside of which is a complete wail
of half-inc- h boiler iron, and the entrance
of tbe latest improved and the most s --

cure manufacture, the mob is having a
bard time enacting an entrance, r or an
bonr they have been batter ng at tbe iron
doors.

At midnight the rport of a pistol
caused a fneilade from a number of shot-
guns and rifiss, and it is repoitsd that a
white man and a negro bave been Bhot,
bnt bow seriously cannot be learned. It
will t ike tome time for tbe mob to get at
tbe priconer, but be will be banged before
dsyiight. Tbe mob is in the best spirits
and order y. They even stated to the
militiry tbat it they would show their au
thority from the Governor, whit.ll they
bad not, they wou.d disperse.

Ixuer At 12:15 o clrci the negro was
hung to a rafter in the jail in a most
metaodical and systematic manner. He
was taken from bU cell and carried up- -
sttirs, wbeu his hands and feet were se
curely ti d. A heavy rock was tied to bis
teet, the lynchers lifted him ud and
dropptd him and he strangled to death in
three minutes. Not a shot wss fired by
the military and all is now quiet

LATEST.
The civ now quiet, but men are seen' in

groups every where discussing tbe terrible
events of last nght. There ia a rent deal
of suppressed excitement, but no f jar of
any furrher trouble. The body of tbe ruur--d

rer, Williams, was cut down from the
toeam in the jail at 2 a.m. and was taken
in charge by his family.
