Tbe object of tbe bill is to declare the
charter of the Citizens' railroad nnll and
void. Tbe Memphis City railway con-

structed its railway in 1866, and baa ex
tended and enlarged it under a cnaiter
granted to it in the year 1865 by tbe Legis-
lature of the State. The accommoda-
tions it aflords to the public have now be-
come almost a necessity, and the company
is ready, wining aod able to extend its
lines from time to time, as public con-
venience may demand it.

THX ORIGINAL CBABTEB

of the Citizens' Railroad Company was
granted as an amendment to an act grant
ing a suburban or county cnarter to a cor
poration in Davidson county. It is is
styled "A citizens' street railroad of Shelby
county, net ot .aiempnis. it is author-
ized to construct and rnn its railroad on
any of the streets or highways of Shelby
xmnty, not of the city of Memphis, it is
inthorized to connect and run its cars on
and over any track of other street railway
companies of the city of Memphis, by the
payment of a reasonable amount for such
privileges. xNo grant to construct its line
on tbe streets of Memphis is conferred,
thongh it may connect with those already
constructed. The

MEMPHIS CITY RAILWAY,

on the other hand, has the right to enter
into contract with the city government for
the construction of lines on any of its
streets. It is a well established doctrine
that nothing is granted by construction or
implication to corporations, but only what
is covered by the express provisions of the
grant. Nothing of the kind is contained
in tee cnarter of tbe defendant railway
corporation, because the field of its opera-
tions lies without the city limits and con
trol, lne amendment extends the charter
within tbe city limits, with the privilege
of carrying freight and charging for the
same. Tbe amendment was sought and
accepted by said corporation. It knew its
neiu 01 operations, and asKed to be al
lowed to extend to that field for the pur
pose of carrying freight for compensation.
It is manifest the defendant railway cor-
poration

HAS NO POWIB

to construct a railway on the s'reets of
Memphis for carrying passengers, and any
attempt to contract for such rigtit with the
City Council would be a nullity as to
both for want of power. The streets can
not be used in favor of any corporation to
carry freight. It is a private use, as much
so as in the Memphis City Freighting
company, which was declared a violation
01 tbe constitution. The defendant rail
way corporation express-l- claims this
freighting grant, and by so doing cnta off
its own egress into tne city. An attempt
on the part of defendant to appropriate
the streets to its own use. is usurpetion,
and all who aid it are usurpers of corpor
ate power.
