THE RUSSIAN GOVERNMENT

has decided to transfer the administration ed
its Black sea linet from Nicoiaieff to Se--

bastopol. The harbor at the latter place
being much enlarged, una immense

forts and other works of defense are being
constructed around its approaches, the
Czar is also organizing a new fleet, to be
stationed at Batoum, on the east coast of
the Black sea. This little town is
rapidly enlarged, because of its strategic
importance as tbe central point of tbe
KuHSian defense ot tbe east coast oi the
Black sea. This action of the Czar, in now
reBtoriog to Sebsstopol the milittry and
naval prestige which it pos eswtd before at
the Crimean war, is regarded with misgiv-
ings in certain British Indian quarters. to
Besides making tbe above military changes
in the Black sea. the Russian government
is erecting barracks lor tbe accommodation
of 30.0UO troops at Roetoff, on the river
Don, twenty-tw- o miles above its
outlet into the sea of Azov, and
on the line of railway from Mos
cow to the Caucasus. these bar
racks and their accompanying defenses
will connect the military works in the
Caucasus with thoee in central Russia.
The Crimea is w.lso being strengthened by
the erection of a number of new modern
batteries at Kertch and Toganrog. The
latter place is situated opposite the mouth
of the Don and on the north shore of the
Sea of Azov, and the former stands on the
Strait of Yenikale, which connects the
Sea of Azov with the Black sea. A Rus
sian naval commission will soon be dis
patched to examine and report upon tbe
condition of all the harbors along the
Greek and Turkish coasts.

An Ottawa special says: ibis city was
thrown into excitement this morning by
the remark on the street that Emery A.
Storrs, the Chicago lawyer, had died very
suddenly at bis room at the Clifton Hotel,
this citv. for several days he has been
suffering a slight indisposition, bat no
serious consequences bad been even
thought ot. Tbe best medical attention
had been given him, and at no time was
he cciiUned to bis room. His wile came
from Chicago last evening. During the
night it was necessary to administer medi-
cine, wl ich was done by Mrs. Storrs her-
self.
