This recovery is apparent "in a better
.demand tor products of every class, and
in the beginning of a gradual but evi-

dently genuine advance in prices. Even

one of the safest indicators ot business
t large, is now working on orders that

insure employment for months ahead
The reports of commercial travelers to
their firms in this city indicated general
reoovery of demand and an end of wait
ing for lower prices. "Wall street; with
its quick appreciation of trade symptoms,
percei7ed the coming recovery a few

weeks in advanoe, and hence the large
rise in the prices of stocks that set in

with the beginning of July." Thisrecov-r-
a few bears are still trying to break,

but aa they find it too strong for them
they may presently be expected to give
nptbejob. Aa to the silvr question,
which is still a bugbear, Clews & Co. say
that "fortunately we may depend on the
government doing all that is possible in
a conservative direction," and "the pub-
lic sentiment has set in so strong and de-

cided against the continued coinage of a
depreciated dollar, to benefit a single in-

terest at the expense of the whole com-
munity, that it seems impossible that our
legislators should wholly disregard this
feeling, and at least we may hope for
oome material limitation of the present
rate of coinage at the next session. Un-
doubtedly, very much depends on what
may be done in this matter. If Con-

gress should have the courage to repeal
the Bland act, there can be no dou,bi
that it would give an impetus to, confi-
dence in our investments both at home
and abroad which would produce an ef-
fect upon prices corresponding in some

The Legislature of Georgia has passed

a loeal option bill, and the Atlanta
takes it for grauted that the

- Governor will sign it. The bill requires
that when one-tent- h of the voters of any
oounty apply tor it, an election shall be
held to deoide whether or not intoxicat-
ing liquors shall be sold in that county.
If tho majority be "against sale," the
act shall take effect there except to the
end of the term of existing licenses.
No person shall sell, or barter, directlv
or indirectly, or give away at his place of
business, or furoieh at any other public
plaoe, any alcoholic, spirituous, or malt
liquors, or any other drinks which will
produce intoxication. Domestic wine
and cider, and wine for sacramental pur-
poses, may be sold but not retailed in

' bar-room- s, and druggists may sell for
medical purposes. The Constitution be
lieves that during the present year nearly
a hundred elections will be held to deter-
mine in favor of "sale, or no sale." The
result will add facts developing the effect
ol prohibition upon the problem ot tem-
perance on the basis of legal compulsion.

pursuing a policy directly calculated to
bring about such a result. Hungarians
and Poles were concerned in the slaughter
at Wyoming, and the Chicago lime per
tinently asks: "If Hungarians and Poles
can massacre Mongolians in the interest
of higher Wages, why cannot the native
element with equal right kill Hungarians
and Poles in the interest of higher wages?
Why should not the American element

ommence killing Italians, for instance?
They have lowered prices in evey direc
tion, especially in iLe mining regions.
This killing business is two-edge- d, and if
it becomes established that any class has
the right to butcher any other class that
will work for lower wages, there is no
telling where the slaughter may end."
The fear that foreigners generally may
come to be regarded with enmity is
well founded, and should be strictly
guarded against.

THE REXOC8ATIC OITLOOK.
The news from Washington is most re

assuring as to the future harmony of the
Democratic party. The cordial, enthusi
astic and unqualified indorsement of
Cleveland's administration by the Dem-
ocratic State conventions has silenced
the growls of the disgruntled spoilsmen,
and the next Congress will present a
united front in support of the President.

Believing it to be the general desire of
the members of the Grand Army of the
Republic that a monument should be
erected to the departed comrade, Gen. U.
S. Grant, which will testify forever their
affection for him as a comrade and fitly
symbolize their appreciation of his great
seivices to our country, in whose behalf
they, with him, periled their lives and
offered their all, I deem it proper, not as
clothed with official authority in that re-
gard, but as charging a duty to which I
am invited by the united voice of my
comrades to invoke their favorable con-
sideration and action npon the following
plan and suggestions:

First That a sum of money equal to a
contribution of fifteen cents per capita for
each member of the Grand Army of the
Republic in good standing be raised for
the end named ; that for the purpose of
certainty and expedition, this amount be
appropriated from the post funds, to be
reimbursed by tae donations of the indi-
vidual comrades, or in such manner as
each post shall provide.

Second That to suitably mark the
event, and to evidence for all time the
equal share of all the comrades of the
Grand Army in this fitting commemora-
tion, neatly written rolls be prepared on
blanks to be furnished from national
headquarters, which shall contain the
name, rank, regiment and post of each
armor i thaaa to be returned to national
headquarters bound into volumes and
properly cared for, and that provisions be
made to furnish each post a lithograph, a
suitable form of engraving of the finished
monument.

dential grade to mail large quantities of
matter at their offices ths effect is to

the poetmaster'a salary. This prac-
tice is believed to prevail to a great extent
in small towns surrounding Boston, and to

a smaller extent around New York. The
Inspector's investigation has revealed the
fact that there are persons in these cities
who make a business of tarnishing and
addressing great quantities of circulars for
firms free of cost upon the payment of one
cent postage upon each circular. They
take these circulars to a small village and
stipulate with a postmaster for a share in
his commissions, and this share, it
seems, is large enough to make
the business lucrative. There is said to
be no statute ,unaer wnicn persons taw n
punished, and it is probable that the

the regulations of the Postoffice Deparv
ment authorisa the Postmaster General
to recover from postmasters any money
paid to them in excess of their lawful
commission, and nnder this provision
$7000 has been recovered from postmas
ters guilty ot the above described prac-
tice.

An Intoreatlna; Vacation
Washington. September 15. The Sec

retary of the Treasury has before him an
interesting question in regard to the trans-
portation of bonded spirits intended for
export. A little over seven months ago J.
a. Thompson oi narrisourg, Jy., oonaea
about 1000 barrels of whisky, to be deliv-
ered to the collector of customs at New-
port Ne ts for exportation to Melbourne.
When, however, the time approached for
the actual withdrawal of the spirits nnder
the bond the distiller concluded it would
be better to export the spirits to Bremen
by way of New York, and filed with the
collector at Frankfort a new bond to cover
the route from ' Newport News to New
York. The collector informed him that
only four days' time remained to him nn
der his onginal bond, and as the new bond
covered a period of thirty days it could
not be collected. In the meantime the
distiller, believing that his new bond met
all the requirements of law, bad begun
shipping his goods to New York and the
internal revenue officers seized a large
quantity of it en route. The matter was
reported to the authorities at Washington,
and the distiller made personal applica-
tion to Mr. Rogers, Acting Commissioner
of Internal Revenue, for the release of his
spirits, on the ground that they were
shipped under a misapprehension. The
acting commissioner consulted with the
Solicitor of Internal Revenue, and ordered
the release from detention of all spirits
seized, on condition that they shall be held
at Newport News subject to the accept-
ance by the Secretary of tbe Treasury of a
bond to cover the route from there to New
York. It is believed that the transfer will
be allowed in this case, notwithstanding
the expiration of tbe seven months'
bonded period.

The danger point will be passed
in ten days. The viejd is expected to be
iargs, and wM perhaps average from forty
to fifty buBhels per acre.

Buonevillb, Mo., September 15. The
corn crop in this section of the State is in
a thriving condition, it not having suffered
from frost jet, and little fears from frost
are now entertained. There is a small per-
centage of late corn that would suffer dam-
age from frost in the next ten days or two
weeks, bat the bulk of the crop is consid-
ered safe now. The yield is considered as
having never been better, and is variously
eetimatod at from iorty te oim.lj, mil lis
aoma localities at even sixtv-6v- e to seventy
bushels per acre. It is safe to say the
average will be close to ntty ousneia per
acre.

Tbe Prospect Very Clatterinc tm Obio.
Toledo, O., September 15. In this

vicinity only a very little corn has been
touched vrith.frost. The area, stand and
promise is for a yield in excess of any
loruidk r" leu-mii- ui Lu-- io
out of reachj of harm by frost, and the re-

mainder requires a week Or ten days of
warm and dry weather.

Cincinnati, O., September 15. Only a
slight quantity of the earliest corn in this
vicinity is beyond danger from frost.
Owing to 'he warm, wet weather of the
past month there has been yet no frost. A
killing frost now or within the next ten
days would damage 75 per cent, of the
crop in this vicinitv. If permitted to ma
ture the crop will be from 10 to 20 per
cent, above the average.

Cleveland, 0., September 15. The
corn crop in Northern Ohio will be heavier
than was hoped for early in the season.
The bad weather delayed planting and the
cold rains retarded growth in early May.
The croD. while not no to the average,
will, however, be quite satisfactory for
these reasons. Tbe weather at present is
splendid for the developing process, and
farmers say that the crop is now so far
matured that frost will not injure it. as
yet there has been no damage.

Ohioshow
that tbe com crop is in a very nanI!05.
condition. Probable area com cared with

Mo frosts have been reported ana
the crop is now safe. The yield will be of
the finest quality, and the total may exceed
the above estimate.

Tbe Crop in Kansas All Bls;ht.
Topeka, Kas , September 15. The sec-

retary of tbe State Bard of Agriculture
reports no damage done by froet to corn in
thiri (Statej and t lat one-ha- l! of the crop is
out danger. The probable product will be
about tqual to that of last year 190,000,
000 busbeU. The weather is warm, and
there is no prospect of frost for some time.

Tbe Crop Backward In Michigan.
Detroit, Mich , September 15 From

observations taken at the t ffice of the State
Board of Health it appears t hat the weather
during Augnst was older by 4j" than
during any previous August of which we
have record. Of course corn has made very
slow progress toward maturity. Unless the
wea'her in is exceptionally fa-

vorable there is little hope that the crop in
all pait of the Stato will fully ripen.
There has been uo kiilina frost iu Michigan,
and it is not thought that the crop can be
injured by frost at this eeafo.i.

A Fair Yield Aasuaed in Wieeoualu.
Milwaukee, Wis , September 15. But

few fields of coin in this locality have
been injured to any extent by frost.
UuBking has as yet not been commenced,
but the corn is sufficiently matured to be
beyond that point where any damage can
now be done to it, and a fair crop is as-

sured.
Ibe Condition Reduced by Drouth inHeutueky.

Louisville, Kt, September 15. In con-
sequence of the continued drouth which
prevailed in many portions of tbe State
during August, tbe average condition of
corn in sixty-seve- n counties has receded
from 105 to 97. There has been no frost,
and the recent rains will materially benefit
tbe late corn. Tbe crop is well advanced
and no fears are entertained from froet.
