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HOG CHOLERA IN KANSAS.
Thirty Counties in the State Infected
with the Bisense,

Torexa, September 21.—Coneerning the
prevelence of hog cholera in Kansas the
State veterinarian says: "There are thirly
counties in the State infected by hog choi-
era. This year the disease is more preva-
lent than &t any time withinr the h'story
of the State, and the losses will undoubt-
edly resch $1,000,000 or mere. Large
numbirs of bogs are being shipped to
market that are infected with this disease,
and s a consequence it is appearing in
counties not before infected. It isaisoa
fact that mearly every stock-yard in the
eastern portion of Kansas js infected, and
all hogs shipped through these yards are
exposed to infection.” The veterinarian
says: The treatment of hog cholera with
the object of securing a regovery does not
pay.” He that the animals be killed
and baried tgo momsnt they show signs
of sickness and that sctive measures be
taken [or the suppression of the diseass
and to prevent its introdaction from other
States by im a quarantine of fifteen
days on all ghipments.

FATHER O'SULLIVAN

Consecrated as Bishop of Mobile, Ala.,
at St. Peter’s Catholie Church,
Washington.

Archbishop Gibbons of Baltimore Con-
secrator, Assisted by a Large Num-
ber of the Clergy.

The First Time the Ceremony Has Ever
Been Performed Outside of
a UCathedral.

Wassiserox, September 21.—The con-
secration of the Rev. Jeremiah O'Sa livan
pastor of St. Peter's Catholic churck of
this city, a8 hishop of the diocese of Mo-
bile, Als., took place at that church to-
day. The ceremony of consecrating a
biimp usunlly takes place in a eathedral,
bat at the urgent request of Father 0’Sal-
livan the archbishop consented to perform
the ceremony at the chureh of the bishop-
elect in the presence of his congregation.
Therefore, the same ceremony which, for
more than eighteen hondred years, hes, at
intervals, been performed in various parts
of the world, was terdsy for the first
time performed at the capital of the United
Siates, and in = little unpretentions church
on Capitol Hill. The church and main
aliar were el tly adorned with flowers,
while hun of lighted candles formed
crowns and triangular waves of light. On
the right of the main altar was the throne
for the archbishop, over which bunga
canopy of maroon cloth trimmed with
fringe of the same color. On the left was
the small altar for the bishop-elect, which
was tastefully draped with lace and beanti-
fully adorned with flowers and candles.
Haydn's Mass No. 3 was sune by a choir of
forty voices, with orchesiral accompani-
ment.

AT THE ELEVATION,
the brilliantly lighted altar, the arch-
hishop, assistant bishops, deacons and sob-
deecons, in their golden vestments; the
bishop-elect in white and gold, sat the
altar boys in purple cassocks and white
surplices, s number of acolytes in white
alpaca cassocks with red coilars, cuffs and
sashes and white surplices holding large
lighted candles; the glittering pontifical
croas, more than flity priests in black cas-
socks and white surplices, all reverentially
kneeling with bowad heads, while the hoet
and chalice were held aloft, formed & sol-
emn and impressive ecene.
THE MOST REV, ARCHBISHOP JAS. GIDBONS
of Baltimore was the consecrator and
eslebrant of mass, with the Rt Rev. J. J.
Keane, bishop of Richmond, Va., and the
Rt, Rev. H. P. Northrup, bishop of
Charleston, 8. C., as sesisting consecrating
bishops. After the impuaiuglgronmion
which entered the charch reashed
the altar, the ceremonies began by the
senior bishop addressing the consecrator
as follows: S

Most Heverend Father, our hely
mother, the Catholie Church, requires of

ou to raise this priest here present to the
ardensome office of a hiuh?la.

The consecrator m’ed: “Have you the
apostolic commission 7"’

“We have.” ?

The consecrator—Lst it be read.

The doenmeat was presented to the
consecrator’s nourg by the fenior sassist-
ing bishop and read by bim. When he
concluded reading the commission the
grchbishop said: *Thanks be to God.”

The oath of duty and fi ]elit{ was then
administered to the bishop-elect by the
consecrator.

ADDITIONAL CEREMONIES,

After the completion of additional sal-
emn ceremonies the consecrator stood nn-
covered at the altar, and when & hymn
had been finished the consecrator said
prayers. The consecrator aod assisting
bishops then stood uncoverzd st the gos-
pel side of the sltar, all the others knelt
down and the new bishop went to the
middle of the altar, weariog his miler and
baving his brasier in his left band made
the sign of the cross on the altar and then
on hiz breast, and gave Lis blessing to all
assembled in the church. The consecrator
and aesistants took their miters, turned
their faces toward the epistie side of the
altar, to which the pew bishop wenr, and
torning toward them, eaid: “For many
years.” He sdvanced and d:d the same st
the middle of the al'ar acd' sgain &t the
feet of the consecrator, who, as he rose,
gave him the kiss of psace, as did the as-
sigtants. The procession reformed and
left the ehurch. Thus ended the first con-
secration of a Catholie bishop in Wash-
ington.
