"The suit brought by the United States
against tne ueii leiepnone uompany is
not in tne interest oi tne run. JMtcmc
Telephone Company. It is a suit in the
interest oi the public against an unjust
monopoly The Bell Company ciaim to
have a paient that tivea them the exclu-
sive rizht to use the natural force elec
tricityto carry sound across a wire. It
is against this principle, as I understand
id that the government has brought suit.
The government claims that electricity is
a natural torce, and no company has a
riirht to the use of it to the exclusion of
the public, thus making a monopoly of a
gilt of the Creator. They clfcim that the
pubuc the right to use electricity aa
they have steam, tire or water, and it is to
tlii Qnetion th.it the suit ia addressed,
and not to any mechanical appliance, or
invention, or method, or manipulation,

" J'lie Pan Company has nothing to do
with this snrt that I know of. I am not a
director of the company, as stated by the
lnbune. lama large etocknoloer, now
ever, aud I knew notliirg of tiie suit until
it had actually been instituted, ine com
pany wts formed in March, 1883, just after
the close of my tem in Congress, end the
patents were got out from- - iNew iork,
think.

Montreal, Quebec, September S. In
consequence of the inauguration of com
pnlsory vaccination at about 7
o'clock this evening a bowling mob sur
rounded the East End branch health office
and completely wrecked the building,
Tiie police on duty were powerless, and
tne mob, guheriug strength lrom this,
marched upon the central office in the
City Hall. By this time, however,
a riot alarm had been sound-- d,

and a strong force of constaoies
were gathered together inside, but having
no one to command them the mob drove
them out. of their way like sheep. After
the mob had smashed the central cilice
Ihc-- turned their attention to the central
station, and soon had all the windows in
that building broken. Revolver shots
were freely fir d at the police. To scare
them, the police tired over their heads,
only to be received with jeers and
laughter. Things now looked so bad
that the police wera armed with riiles
with fixed bayonets, but happily it was
not deemed necessary to use them. The
constables now charged the mob, clubbing
them right and left, a'.d succeeded in dis
persing them, but not before they had
wrecked the greater portion of the
court-hous- e windows, which are opposite
the ctiy hill. The mob broke up into
different b.idiiB and proceeded o wreck
the windows of the Ilerqld and the
windows of the offices of the medical
health officer, chaiiman of the Fintnce
Committso aad pub ic vaccinators. A
number of arreafs were made. The city
is in a stats cf great excitement. It is

ery, but there is no sign of the general im
provement in prices. Competition in coal
is likely to continue very active, which
win oe to tne advantage ot manufacturers
ana domestic consumers.

Contractors and builders are pushing
construction verv activelv in this city and
an uludi umiuira ciues, ana lumoer ot an
kinds is selling very low, because of the
anxiety of holders, both North and South,
to unload all the stocks possible for cash.
It seems to be the general opinion among
manuiacturera ot lumoer that prices will
improve iv per cent, next spring, but thiB
depends uwon their ability to restrict pro-
duction very materially. Yellow Dine is
rather scarce, owing to the lighter arrivals
at new iorx ana rnnaueiphia during the
past two weeks. Hemlock is Belling at $10
to i, wnite pine at $18 to $22. The hard
woods are moving with fair activity.

xne Doot ana shoe makers are crowding
out more Btocks than at this time last
year, and manufacturers ot all grades of
goods make fluttering reports as to the
present prospective condition of trade.
Ihe Philadelphia and Massachusetts facto
ries are ail busy, and in many cases pre
paring samples ror spring goods. There are
rumors of aa advancing tendency in
leather, but an advance is doubtful.

Clothiers report that thev are behind
hand in filling of orders. Two years ago
the clothing business was overdone. Since
then the clothing manufac1 urefs have
been pursuing a more cautious couiee, and
tne uemanas oi tne country nave now
overtaken supply. Prices have not "been
advanced, but no further concessions are
likely to be made. The next year's cot
ton crop is estimated at .7.300.000 bales.
In view of this abundance, a decline in
rolton goods next year is anticipated
There is abundant inquiry for woolen and
cotton goods in all Eastern markets and
prices are quite firm, especially for novel
ties, ine market lor n&nnels is growing
stronger every day on account cf the ex
pec ted advance in wool. There is a heavy
Southern demand for Batinettes and fancy
cassimeres and suitings. The full hosiery
ana knit goods machinery is now in op-
eration throughout all Eastern markets,
and is wholly engaged on orders. The
carpet manufacturers are still crowded
with orders, and prices are firm,

The industries in general are more profit
ably employed than at any time for eight
een months or two years. The demand
under which the mills and factories of the
country are workiug is for actual require
ments, which nave been withheld a long
time. .During the past few months every
effort possible has been mnde to decrease
the cost of production, and to increase the
productive capacity of mills, by improve
ments in, machinery, etc. A great deal of
new and improved machinery has been
erected in mills of ali kinds, and there is
scarcely v.n industry to be named, but
what has increased its productive capacity
and decreased coat of production. Any
advance in prices will give them a corres-
pondingly better margin. A protty gen-
eral advance in the rate of wages has been
made, which will onset the advantages
somewhat. There is a general increasing
demand, and hopefulness among buvers
and manufacturers that the extreme de
pression has been reached, and that, with
the avoidance of unnecessary legislation
in Congress, a larger spring trade will be
opened than has been enjoyed lor years.
