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TRADE AHD FINAXCES.
The Kew York Chronicle, reviewing the

tuuineaa situation at the close of last week,
finds "very little evidence of change in the
demand for money." Money is a drag,
yet "bankers' balancescan be loaned freely
st 11 1 per cent., and occasionally an ex-
ceptional demand will raise the price to 2
m even 3 per cent." Last Saturday (the

boat 983.000,000 larger than at the same
date of 1884, about $91,000,000 larger than
in 1883, and aboat $160,000,000 larger than
in 1879., Ever since August, as the Chron-

icle shows, "bank loans have been increas-
ing, and daring the same time 'oank re-

serves have declined, last Saturday's
tarns showing, compared with August 1st,
an increase of $22,000,000 in the loans and
and a decrease of over $1',000,000 in the
total reserve." The difference here ap-
parent, the Chronicle thinks, would be im-

possible without "some alteration in at
least the tone of the money market, and
under any ordinary circumstances the ef-

fect would have been marked; but the
idle capital which lack of confidence has
accumulated here is so large and so averse
to going ont of- - sight, that the drains
In progress are very slow in making
any impression." People who own
it "are afraid to let it get beyond their
reach, so they leave it in bank, and the
bank officer puts it out from day to day as
beet he can." The course of foreign ex-

change daring the week bears closely
npon this congested state of the money
market, and "as a result the prices of
nearly all our exportable products are
rapidly being pushed above the parity of
Liverpool, and as a consequence commer-
cial bills, though this ought to be a time
of large shipments, are very scarce, causing
ntea of exchange to be firm at an advance
of 1 cent per pound sterling until yester-
day, when they were marked down 1 cent.
'Wheat we have long kept above European
markets. Corn, although we have in pros-
pect a new crop of nearly two thousand
million bushels, we let Liverpool have
very sparingly. Provisions, too, we seem
to prefer to keep than to Sell. And,
finally, for three weeks we have taken
iold of cotton, determined that we will
dole it oat in driblets until prices are
higher. This latter operation has a wide
support, some good points to aid it, but is
unfortunately started at a moment when

good crop is just in sight in America
and another good one in Egypt. We do
not mean to say that either the American
or Egyptian yield will reach the full
promise of the last half of August; but we
do mean to say that both of them are too
promising and the times are too depressed
to permit European spinners to gtt in
much of a fret about supply just at pres-
ent. As to the rains in the Southern
States, Uiey are, i f course, harmful, but it
is very easy to make too much of them.
Uo one can forget the picking season of
1880 and the lesson it taught ; there never
"was a wetter one, ard scarcely ever has
there been a cnMnr one."

Roumelia has effected a peaceful
revolution by the unanimous action of the
people, and all would go well, but, as is
the case also in Egypt, the suzerain rights
of the Sultan have to be considered
When a people in a way so peacolul and
lost, and so forbeanrg toward those who
liave been the instruments ef a rale they
have felt it impossible longer to live
under with dignity and gentleness make
a change it finds necessary for the general
'welfare, any intsrfaronoa com - pn
outside is oppressive and contrary to true
principle. Probably mot if not all the
European powers feel this, but they
have committed themselves to certain
smuigements with respect to the province
in "rebellion, by enacting provisions that
are made applicable to cr.ses w hich human
prescience could neither foresee nor pro
vide for. Disraeli was a main spirit in
the Berlin conference, where these pro-
visions were established, and his acts
there, as in some other caees, prove to
have had more false glitter in them than
true substance. That the work of a whole
people should be undone by rulers who
have no legitimate authority over them or
their country, would be an act of oppres-
sion that ought to have the disapprobation
of the whole civilized world. These out-
side powers are concerned in aa apparent
obligation to do a dastardly act, because
they are trammeled and deprived of lib-
erty of action by one of those "entpngl'iDg
alliances" that, happily for the United
States, it has so Ur kept aloof from, and, it
is earnestly to be hoped, ever will do. The
history of Europe shows in the past, as is
now manifest in the present, t hat snch al
liances are productive of evil results. They
are snare, and prove too oftm n bond of
iniquity. There is sullieieht in a' this to
be a warning to us to av id them, whether
in the case of the Congo, the Caroline
.islands, or any other. rr

It was a celebrated saying of Napoleon

Bonaparte that in fifty years Europe would
become either Republican or Cossack 1 He
foresaw that the spread of learning and
the reception of liberal ideas would lead
to advancement, or the invasions of Rus-
sia, whose schemes he penetrated, would
check, if not put back, the progress of
civilization. Ths Crimean war and the
opposition of the European governments
in the last invasion of Turkey by Russia,
have so far checked the execution of the
projects of that nation that the sixty
years thet have passed since Napoleon
wi'.s cooped up in the inland of St. Helena
have delayed the accomplishment of his
prediction, but we can see, tday, that
Ihst prediction is in full progress of

Napoleon's own France
is republican, Eagland is on the way to
the same result ; even Spain is looking to
fcuch an event; Germany, when Bismarck
and the Kaiser are gone, will in-

evitably gravitate in the same di-

rection. When such results are estab-
lished the other European monarchies
cannot survive. Of all this progress Rus-

sia is the malign enemy. Like a lion in a
covert, as the psalruUt said of a contempo-
rary of his, it lies in wait to destroy. In
the Koumelian affair that power auda-
ciously casta eff the mask and declares
fiat the revolution there shall stand, aud
if Turkey takes up arms against it the Czar
will do the same toward Turkey. As the
Aitkal has explained, Russia, after mak-

ing peace in one direction, without loss of
time threatens warfare in another, and
the world knows that the peace that has
been made is a hollow one, and that only a
shadow of a pretense is wanting nd that
time is sure to present-j- or Russia to seize
Herat and,uurry en toward the seacoast.
Thence it eould effectually threaten Eog-'ind'- s

Eifct India possessions. Awaiting
vents in that direction Constantinople is

timed at in the meantime, and with
t the control of the straits of the
Dardanelles, the possession of the
Black sea and the territory the Turks
iow hold in Europe. Once estab-

lished there, Russia could dominate the
Mediterranean sea, make as much of the
vast commerce there that it pleased its
own, and make the Sart canal a channel
for Russian commerce and a highway for
the Russian navy. These things achieved,
there would be an end, or at least a mon-
ster obstruction to progress and the ex
tension of liberal institutions. The hand
of the Cossack would bear heavily upon
every European nation. The hand of
Russia is againtt every man, and if the
European governments are wi-- e the hand
of every man in their dominions will be
against Russia. After Napoleon had up- -

it should have done long before its na-
tions combined against the destrcver,
Taking the warning by their formidable
enemy sixty years ago the European peo-
ples will combine in time ; neglecting to
do so they will see the Cossack plundering
and destroying, their fair cities Backed,
thoir commerce annihilated snd their
very nationality in danger. They stood
by and saw Russia denationalize Poland,
the time is evidently approaching when
themselves may be exposed to the danger
of a similar fate. Like the conquerors
of ancient history, Rus
sia is adding conquest to conquest, until
all Europe will be threatened with invasion
and ruin. Is this talking wildly, and

too much? Remember Napo-
leon's prophecy of sixty years ago and
judge. Look over the altars. See how
Kufsia is gaining a position at Herat to
run through Beloochiatan to the Indian
saa, where one end of the Suez canal would
be open to her. Then look at Constantino
ple, the inland waters that stretch in the
direction of Russian terri:ory, which none
can reach from the Jlediterranian, but
through the strait i of Dardanelles upon
which Constantinople is situated. See
how the other end of the Siwz canal is
within reach, and then judge whether the
present prospect of Europe becoming Re-
publican may not possihly be changed for
t3e certainty of its becoming Cossact.
Apparently the revolution of Roumelia
may be the first move ia a series of events
full of intense interest to every civhized
land on this round globe.

The great So-
cialistic meeting about which so much

tending the Socialist demonstration yes-
terday placed them at an aggregate of at
least 70,000. There was an immense rep-
resentation from the East End. Many of
those present came in wagons and other
vehicles adorned with red banners and
surmounted with liberty caps. Motions
were passed at the meeting unanimously
denouncing the recent action of the police
magistrates and demanding the release of
the Socialists recently arieated, and in-

sisting upon their right to hold public
meetings and indulza in freedom of
speech. When the procession to-d-

passed the public station many in the
ranks hooted their defiance and enthusi-
astically waved their banners as an addi-
tional illustration ttiereof.while uproarious
cheering in honor of a sccial revolution
was made a prominent feature of that part
of the demonstration.

The Most Stupendous Deal In Railread
Matters Ever Known ia the Conn'

- try, If True;

Rumored Agreement Between the Pcna-gjlrani- a,

Baltimore aad Ohio and
the Beading Roads.

The Story Denied la Both Philadelphia
and Baltimore What the Off-

icials Say.

Naw York, September 28. A Philadel-
phia special to the Herald of this morning
says: The most stupendous deal in rail-
road matters ever known in this country
has just been completed, by which the
Pennsylvania, the Baltimore and Ohio
and the Beading companies reach an
amicable and equitable understanding.
After showing that it intended to come
into Philadelphia and gain a direct con-
nection to New York for this city, the Bal-
timore and Ohio Railway has secured
terms from the Pennsylvania Railroad
Company that are entirely satisfactory, and
has avoided the expenditure of fully 0,

which would have been necessary
to erect its great local station or carry its
rails over or under the streets of this city.
Gray's Ferry becomes it terminal so far
as its passenger business is concerned, in-
stead of Philadelphia. Through trains to
New York will be drawn over the New
Jersey division of Pennsylvania Railway,
instead ot the Reading's rails. The deal is
in the nature of a compromise between
the managers of the Baltimore and Ohio
and the Pennsylvania railroads. The new
line of the Baltimore and Ohio, which it
was forced to build from Balti-
more to Philadelphia, will be in
running order in a few weeks, and will
enable the Baltimore and Ohio to fight the
Pennsylvania upon more advantageous
terms, should trouble occur hereafter.
Conferences leading np to this important
treaty have been hanging on for ten days
past, and the final result was reached at a
late hour Saturday night in the shape of
an agreement upon terms that will form
the basis of a contract for a long term of
years between the Baltimore and Ohio
and Pennsylvania companies. The propo-
sition came from the latter corporation,
and is predicated upon a condition prece-
dent that the other party to the agree-
ment will not extend Ha tracks to New
York and will indefinitely abandon itB

proposed connection with the Reading
road in this city. The Pennsylvania Com-

pany, on its part, agrees to transfer all the
Baltimore and Ohio freight and paaseny.er
business over its New York division on the
same pro rata terms paid for its own traffic;
that this transportation shall not be em-

barrassed in any way, and that the freight
and passengers shall be moved as expedi-
tiously as the Pennsylvania's own busi-
ness. The Baltimore and Ohio is to agree
not to take any initiative while the con-
tracts are in force in cutting rates
from the West to New York 'or
the East. It is stated upon the highest
authority that these overtures have been
accepted. Railroad officials say that these
two deals are parts of a general harmony
scheme among the great trunk lines. As
soon as the contracts have all been signed,
the Pennsylvania, the Baltimore and Ohio
and the New York Central roads will at
once form a pool which will be strong
enough to command peace between thegreat trunk sve- t- ii;a tu6y furfhef as--
aot mat A policy of peace will follow, upon
a firmer basis than that on which any pre-
vious agreement has stood. -

The Pennsylvania People Profess Ig-
norance of the Jseal.

Philadelphia, Pa., September 28.
President Roberts of the Pennsylvania
road says y that he has no knowledge
of the reported agreement between his
company, the Baltimore and Ohio and the
Reading road. He denies that any papers
have been signed with that object in view.

Another official of the Pennsylvania
spoke to the same eQect, and added : "The
signs of peace that have lately appeared in
the railroad situation are misleading. Of
course such an agreement as you allude to
has not been entered into by the three
companies, for it would be impossible to
have done it so quickly. It is but a little
over a week since Mr. Robert Garrett of
the Baltimore and Ohio railroad reached
home. Mr. Roberts met him for the first
time at the trunk line meeting last Tues-
day. I believe they did not have five
minutes private conversation at that time.
Mr. Garrett has not been in this city and
Mr. Roberts has not been in Baltimore,
and they have not met since. Such a con-
clusion as is declared to have been reached
is not an impossibility, and I do not say
that the subject has not been discussed,
but it would take a week or two to carry
out such an idea. All oar information
from the West is that connections there
are in favor of advanced rates, and there
is every prospect that the trunk lines'
meeting this week will be harmonious.

Baltimore. Mo.. September 28. The

rumor of an arrangement between the
Pennsylvania and the Baltimore and Ohio
Kaiiroau. by which the latter will Eton
its new road at Philadelphia, appears to
be news in the Baltimore and Uhio office,
Mr. Robert Garrett wai absent this after
noon, but his chief counsel, Mr. J. K.
Cjwan, states positively that there ia no
truth whatever in it. He treated it more
as a joke, and intimated that the Baltimore
and Umo has no other idea but t j push its
road through to New York.

Os the Wikg, September 20. It 1b
twenty-on- e years ago since your corres
pondent participated in the late unpleas-
antness" and had some of the most favor-
able opportunities to get a taste of the
sweet and bitter of the cavalry service.

There are some good mer-
chants there, and while public spirit is,
doubtless, only moderate, the steady hab-
its and comfortable homes of its citzsns
indicate contentedoess. High np on the
banks of the lovely Tennessee, wilh a
firm foundation, it is pleasant, healthful
and picturesque. The raid on the Deca-
tur road aa well planned, for at Athens
and Sulphur Trestle we "gobbled" np
about 1000 prisoners. Col. Logwood's regi-
ment was detailed to guard them souto,
crossing at Lamb's ferry. Gen. Forrest
permitted the commissioned officers to
retain their horses, upon which they rode
until the regiment reached Tuscumbia
with its prisoners.

The Final Estimates or the "Farmers'
BeTiew" or Chicago The Total

Yield Sow

Estimated at 1,979,C3G,000 Bushels, or
Nearly 2,000,000 Bushels More

Than Last Year.

Wisconsin the Only Staf Showing a
Decrease la Acreage Carefully

Compiled Statistics.

Chicago, III , September 28. The corn
crop of the United States having passed
through the critical stage, and whatever
the danger that menaced the cereal from
frost being now ended, owing to the ma-
turity of the grain, the Fafmert' Review of
this city has called in reports from its 1403
correspondents, giving the area and proba-
ble yield in every county in the ten lead-
ing corn producing States, and has com-
piled from these a close estimate of the
approximate yield of the crop of 1885.
These estimates have been based on a com-
parison of the yield of 1S84, taking the fig-ar-

of the Agricultural Bureau at Wash-
ington for the yield of last year. The re
ports of the correspondents include not
only the approximate actual acreage, but
also the percentage of condition as oom- -
pared with that of last year, and the per

INCREASE OB DECBEASB IN ACBBAGE.

This was done to approximate as closely
as possible the actual output, the correct-
ness of which method waa demonstrated
very fully iu the estimate of the wheat
crop on Jane 1st by this bureau, and to
which figures all the recognized statis-
ticians, including the government bureau,
have gradually approached in Indiana,
Illinois and Kansas. The eronnd plowed
