Another Victory for tbe Chicago In the
New York Championship Series

A Great Game.

Louisville ftPi Brighton Beach
Kace-Tb- e Great Stallion

Race at Boston,

List Day of the National Sportsmen's
Convention Important Regolnlions

Adopted 0 nicer Elected.

Chicago, III., September 20. There
was an indescribable scene of tumultuous
cheering and hnt swinging at the White
Stocking Ball Park this afternoon at the
close of the ninth inning, when it was cer-
tain that victory had again perched on the
banner of the home team, giving them an
almost indisputed claim to the National
League pennant. They defeated the New
York ttal warts by thj "core of 2 to 1 with
an inning to ersie. The attendance was
113ft. an! this despite a sky which con
stantly threatened rain. The andience
was kept clear of the fieM, however, to
prevent any prjBrribrs inlarference with the
out-field- arid by this means no ground
rule! Were necessary. The Chicasos
scored their runs in the fourth and seventh
innings, both of which were earned. The
first was made by a two base hit from
Dalrymple's bat, followed by a one-bas- e

hit by Gore, bringing in Dalrymple. In
the seventh inning, with two men out,
Pff iler scored a clean home run over the
right-fiel- d fence. The New York learn
scored their run in the ninth inning, when
tne unaaows were inicxening very fast, on
two Bnccesaiva throws to Anson on firtt
br, from the infield, who was un-
able to distinguish the ball and
failed to get it. The game was a
splendid contest in every way, and
up to tbe ninth inning was perfectly
played, whatever errors occurred beins
creditad on the Chicago side to the bat-
teries. The contest was exciting at every
point, and the rcore was kept so low that
a clean base hit at four or five staires ol
the game would have turned the tide in
either direction. Five men on the New

ork side died on bases for the need of s
clean hit, while Chicago had only one.
Keefe, for the New Yorkers, pitched with-
out an error and was batted for five hits
for a total of nine bases, while the New
1 ork batsmen confine! themselves to five
hits for as many totals, and cleaner field-
ing than was exhibited by the team was

St. Locik. Mo.. Sentsuiher 30 The sec
ond day of the Sportsmen's National Con
vention at b Hall showed an increased
attendance of delegates. The committee
on the protection and propagation of fish
reported that the catch ol hh should be
prohibited in public waters in the close
season ; that the pronimtion season in all
the States should be uniform as far as pos
sible: namely, lor spring epawns. irom
February 1st to AuUHt 1st ; lor lad spawn,
from September 1st to April l3t; that the
fish commissioners of the variousrtji.es
should be the judges as to what con ti--
tutee the proper time.

The committee adjourned until - o clock
p m., after a majority and minority report
bad been submitted by the committee
having in charge the close season for
same.

That tbe twin interests of gams and fish
should be blended, and that to the duties
of fish commissioners in the various States
should be added the protection of game,
That game and fish wardens should be
appointed by Governors in ea h Congres
sional district, aniUleiJtity wardens in each
county. That theje olucers should be un-

der the direction of the game and fish
commissioners, and that they should have
authority to prosecute all persons for
the violation ot game and nsn laws,
The clause prohibiting the hunting
of deer with houuds was smcKeu
out, aud also the one protecting
rabbits. Tne report ot the Committee on
Protecting Fish was amended by the sdop
tion of cl.iuees prohibiting the uses of dyn

Of

amite and other explosives and poisons
for tbe destruction ot nib, and lor the ot-

tering cf bounties for the killing of preda-
tory fisb, such as gars, dOktUh and hard
shell turtlee. The Committee on Perma
nent Oiganization submitted a plan for tbe
organization of the national araociation
for the protection cf game and fisn,
the object of which shall be the
bringing about of the enactment
by Congress and the several btaus and
territories of uniform game laws and their
better enforcement.

At the afternoon session the resolutions
relating to the protection of game, sub-
mitted by the committee on that subject,
were taken up, and after a good deal ot
discussion, adopted as they came from the
committee, although there was a strong
effort made to modity the limits of the
close season as fixed by the committee.

The report recommends that close and
open seasons be adopted in all tho t tiles
and territories east of the Rocky mount-
ains for deer, wild turkeys and ad the
game birds; also rabbit and equirrel, an 1

that the close season should cover the
breeding period and such additional lime
as is neceesary lo prevent the reduction of
the nuu.ber of said anima s and birds.
They also believe that hunting deer
with hounds should be rohibited at
all seasons and in all Slates; that
song and insectivorous b rds ahou d be
protected the year rouud; that the rob-
bing of nests of birds should be protected ;

that catching of birds by night should be
forbidden by law; that no gun of larger
caliber than No. 10 should be used in
huntiDg any kind of gam.

A constitution and s were adopt
ed, and John D. Johnson of St. Louis was
elected president of the Association by ac
clamation, and Enoch Moore of Wilming-
ton, Del., was cboeen All
tbe clubs represented in the convention
wiU become members of the association.

Tbe following address was presented
amid great cheering:

THE ADDRESS.
To the eoloi-e- frf1! 6f Virginia:

Whereas, we, tbe colored people of Vir-
ginia, believing as we do that the time has
come lorns to call a halt in the unquali
fied support we have given the Republican
p&rtv, do here In convention assembled.
solemnly declare ourselves politically in-
dependent in all matters which pertain to
us as citizens and voters of this com-
monwealth. We. have for twenty-fiv- e

years adhered to our former
political associates with unparalleled
fidelity, because in those dark days
of reconstruction the Republican party
proved that it wa3 the only party to which
the Colored man of the South could con-
sistently ally himself. To that end the
colored voters nobly responded, and raised
to power and place men who grew wealthy
while administering tbe laws of the
United States government in the South-
ern States. We feel ever grateful for what
has been done, but now the time has
came for us to think, act, vote and speak
for ourselves, and especially so since the
Republicans have practically abandoned
us in former campaigns and in all mat;ers
where tb nejro ought to have had rec-
ognition in proportion to voting etrength
and intelligence. We know, too, that
many of our race have been murdered in
the Southern States, but tho causes which
led to these sad occur ences whicU have
spilled our blood and created a hitter race
antagonism, which now retards our prcg-tea- s

and makes it difficult tor us to live in
the land cf our birth, are laigoly traceable
to the mismanagement of Federal office-
holders in our section. These foregoing
reasons lead us to adopt such methods and
so to demean ourselves as to mr.ke
friends of those whose interests are iden-
tic;;! in every way with our own.
We therefore appeal to the colored pecple
ot our native state to look well to the al
tered condition of affairs, and in the i'ltun
to maw such poiitui iauce8 as will
most dviuce onr interests educationally,
nuanctany ana politically. We leel sure
that there is throughout the broad limits
of the commonwealth a disposition on tbe
part of the white people to accord us
all our rights before the law.
and to meet ns heartily in
every advane we make for the
upholding oi our people. It bahooves us
then to so use our ballots that we may
drive out all discordant elements in Vir
ginia, whether they be beaded by natives
or aliens to the State. We also condemn
tho raising of the race issue by any claps
of men who essay to lead the masses,
because it can do nothing but prove detri
mental to our causa and our interests. We
taurefore ask a hearty of our
people in Virginia to the success of our
movement. We have cause to be thankful
for the liberality of the present administra-
tion to our people in the South. We also
believe our relations to the State debt are
such as to justify ns in hoping that Vir
ginia will be relieved from her present
financial embarrassments by aid from the
federal government, which will enable
her better to provide for all the material
interests of her cit'zans and bring about
that universal good feeling which onght
to exist between tbe two races.

Tbe address was adopted, and the con
vrtition adjourned sine die.
