Now it is alleged that Gen, Garland owns
stock in a competing telephone company.
1 have no person al Knowledge pt ibis fact,
but if it ib true, and he had been in W ash--
ington and had refused permission to in-

stitute this suit simply because of his per-
sonal relations to another telephone com-
pany, it would have been act of injustice
to tbe public that would have reflected
severely upon the present administration.
It must be borne in mind that the courts
will not permit fraudulent issue of patents
to be made a defense in infringement suits,
and this question can only be taken up by
tne government. The bill ot complaint in
this suit shows that the Ball patents were
obtained by fraud, misrepresentation, false
suggestion, and deceit; that Bell's discov
ery ot the art of transmitting speech by
electricity is absolutely false ; that the de-
cisions obtained from the coorts in favor
of the Bell patents were obtained by col-
lusion and untruthful admissions. Philip
Reus discovered the art and gave it to the
world in 18b2, long before Bell was
ever heard of, as will be seen by
the accompanying extracts (which are
only a few out of many even more
poB.t'.ve) sent by mail. Tbe Rei&s in
struments, as made in 1862, transmit ar
ticulate speech freely, and I hold myself
in readiness to exhibit them in full opera
tion to tbe government. T he original Bell
patent shows no instrument that transmits
speech, and no instrument therein men
tioned or aa described by Bell ever did
transmit speech. I have proof to show
that the first instrument with which Bell
transmitted speech waa in no wite de
scribed in his pater t, but was the fac
simile of an instiument described in a
caveat filed by Elisha Gny for a speaking
telephone on the same day that Bell hied
his application for an improvement in
multiple telesrraobv. and which baa been
distorted by decisions of courts in collusive
suits to cover a speaking telephone. I
have an affidavit of the examiner who
passed Ball's application to issue, showing
that Dy a vioWUon cf the law and rules ot
the patent cftbe. Gny was deprived of
bisn.'bts. 1 nave an affidavit showing
that J ell or bia attorneys were made ac
quainted with the contents cf Gray's
caveat in violation of law. The firtt suc
cessful transmission of speech by electrici
ty Dy ell was a'ter his patent for an im-
provement in multiple telegraphy had
baen issued and was made with the fsc
simile o one of the instruments described
in caveat. The tran mission of
speech by Bell at the Centenuial w;s bv
tbe la of the o'.her instrument de
scribed in Gray's caveat, and it ia not at
all likely that Bell would have left oat of
his application for a patent all mention of
two instruments that would work success
fully and mention in his patents instru
ments that will not transmit speech. Gray,
under erroneous advice and in the belief
that Bell, having first publicly exhibited
successful telephone, entitled Ball to
priority, wrote letters that have been con
strued as an admission by Gray that Bell
was the h rat inventor. This Gray would
not have not done but for this erroneous
advice, as his (Gray's) caveat, its drawings
and clear description of a speaking tele
phone, gave him priority regardless of
wnat eeu aid alter this caveat was niea,

In conclusion. I bes leave to add that
the remarkable fact is also shown in the
interference cafes that they were ca ried
on witnout Liray s authority, and the ex
aminer s argument was all in favor ot
Gray, but tbe decision was in favor of
Bell because of the action of the courts in
the collusive cases. No greater wrong has
ever been perpetrated in any country than
has been perpetrated under the
"Bell" patents, and the strong arm of the
government should correct the wrong
done really through the wrongful acts of
its own agents. If the law had been car-
ried out Gray would have fi'ed hia appli-
cation in pursuance of bis caveat, and
would have exhibited successful sneaking
telephones. Bell could only show a "mul
tiple telegraph" apparatus (that cannot
transmit speecn;, tor wnipn ne would
have received his patent, while Gray
would have received a patent for a "speak
ing telephone. Your earnest attention is
necessary in this to prevent further wrong.
