by bulldozing and intimidation, when
the figures show that in the Southern
States where Blaine gained on Garfield's
vote there was the largest falling off in
the Democratic vote. To read the fig-

ures to which the Republicans refer one
would naturally suppose that the East-
ern, Northern and Western Republican
States cast as many votes as there are
voters. But the facts show that there is
the same sort of intimidation and bull-
dozing in the North, as the overwhelm
ing Republican States, like those of the
South, failed to poll a fall vote.

that in every Southern State where
Blaine guined on Garfield's vote, there
was the greatest falling off in the popu
lar vote. thug demonstrating that the
Femocrats failed to exercise the elective
franchise, and that there was no intimi
dation or bulldozing.

to go into the other ear, on account of the
crowded condition oi ths ladies' car, or

for any boieterou? or unbecoming conduct
In the ladieb' car.

Our company have never insisted on a
clofe adherence to the rule in practice on
most roads the Memphis and Charleston,
Mobile and Ohio, Louisville and Nashville,
Chesapeake and Ohio and others of re
quirin all men not accompanied by ladies
to ride in the front cars, bnt I am free to
sey onr liberality has been imposed upon,
and our desire to go beyond our neigh-
bors to accommodate the traveling public,
by throwing open all the cars alike to
them, has been misconstrued; and resulted
in disregard in many instances, by both
white and colored people, of the first rudi-
ments of politeness in the presence of
ladies and gentlemen and their fellow
passengers. I came noith not long since
on the passenger train, and npon its arrival
at Vaiden it was boarded by a large crowd
of colored people for Winona. The boys
had the girls' bats on and the girls had the
boys' hats on. They filled the ladies' car
first, as long as three could Bit on a seat,
before they would go into the forward car,
where there was plenty of room. Thejr
were very boisterous, halloed and yelled,
and finally fired off pistol i out of the car
window. There were a number of ladles,
whit" and colored, in the car who were
passengers from below w6rfi fcreaU '
'uwuea, and called for protection from
Ibe conductor. One colored lady in
front of me begged to have them
arrested for fear they would injure
her or her child, Now, these people had
paid their fare, and really had as much
right in the car as any one else; but un-
der such circumstances, what is to be done
to protect, as you say, our mothers, wives,
sifters and daughters t

We cannbt but feel that we should exer-
cise a little more care, and when a crowd
of this kind endeavors to fill np the ladies'
car, whether they be white or colored, we
should avail ourselves of the protection
for passengers the law allows us and keep
them ont the ladies' car, if we can do so
without provoking difficulty.

There has been no "orders issued at all
on the subject, except the train men have
been instructed to be more vigilant and
make the ladies' car more exclusive, espe-
cially when waypaa?engers are only going
a short distance, and had as soon ride in
one car as another, to give them a chaiica
ts rids in the forward Car. There is no
reason ih fact why the coaches Should be
called first and second class ; the only dif-
ference is, the newest coaches ont of the
shops are pnt behind as a ladies' coach. If
the older coaches were put behind lor the
ladies, all the passengers oa the train
would prefer to ride in the old coaches.

I do not desire this matter to assume a
disagreeable shape, as it is not designed to
operate against any particular class or
race, but some train men may not be able
to exercise the good judgment that should
be used in a matter of this kind, and dis-
satisfaction may arise, hut I shall advise
all train men to treat ai: passengers alike,
and in every instance protect the lady pas-
sengers, if it be necessary to put them in a
special car.

I trust you may see from what I have
written that our intentions are good, and
if any one.white or colored, has been mis-
treated I will gladly give such instructions
as will remedy the evil. ery respectfully,

Plan to Make the Indians SelMapnort.

IS.
Washington, October J; Father L. L.

Conrardy, who has been living among the
Indian tribes in the West for fifteen years
in the capacity of a missionary, is in the
city for the purpose of presenting to the
administration for its consideration a plan
which he claims, from his many years of
experience among them, will make the
Indians in a very few
years, and will at the same time restore to
the public domain millions of acres of
land now lying idle. Mr. Conrardy says
that the Indian tribes all through the
country hold too much land. The plan
which he proposes is to form on each of
the reservations a number of "colonies,"
to be composed of at least fifteen young
men, to each of whom should be allotted
160 acres of land. At the head of each
colony a practical farmer should be placed,
who, for the first year, would instruct the
Indians in farm w rk. The f jll iwing
year, although the work is to be continued
with another party of Indians, thofce ol
the first vear could be encouraged and as
sisted in their training so as to push them
further ahead to become efficient and skill-
ful farmers. Besides improving the claims
of the members of the colony, a large field
will be fenced in, plowed and harrowed by
the boys, where the old Indians, unable to
do hard work, will have ample ground to
raise garden stnff, hay and wheat with the
assistance of the young men. r
