Oldest I)n ky Now l iving in
Ihe Unitid SUUs.

A Van Who h Talked with Every
rrrsldeot Except Cievelaad His

Predictions acd Obserratioas.

Washington correspondent of the New
York Ileralii: "I may not be. as the
New York Herald says, the oldest man
on earth, but I am 125 years old. My

apers and documents show it, said
ihadra?k Nugent, the centenarian, to

the Herald correspondent yesterday.
Shadrack Nugent is a lieht skiuned mu
latto, who has lived in this city since the
war ot imz. lie was born, he says, in

GO. in Frederick county. Maryland.' is
near the present town of Frederick. He
owns a couple of houses and is rather
well provided for. He is universally re-
spected by both white and colored, and is

steady churchgoer, - Me uses a cane
only when he goes out at night, and
while rather shaky he walks well enough
lor a man nau nis age, wnaiever it is.
He cannot read or write, though he
sticks very carefully to dates and seldom
gets mixed up in bis reminiscences. II ;
is known as 1 he Moon Dlan tor the
reason that he has devoted many years to
observations of the moon and the rela
tion of the moon to the changes of the
weather. For a number of years he
sold od the streets- a collection of
rhymes on the weather, by which, he
said, if careful attention was paid to them
any one could, in four cases out of five.
foretell the changes in the weather. Ot
late years Shadrack has seldom gon9
very far from his home, which is on M
street, between Twenty-secon- d and
Twenty third streets. The.siiiht of one
eye has gone entirely, though the othir
is nearly as good as ever it was. He Ins
never worn any beard on his face, shav-
ing almost every day. His hair is some-
what longer than most colored peop'e
have. It is pure white and but little
kinked. lie talks remarkably well.
though he has lost most of his front
teeth, and delights in talking of Kinz
George's days and what he heard about
tbem in his boyhood days.

HISTORIC MEMORIES.
"I have seen all the Presidents since

James Madison and Lave talked with
them all except President Cleveland. I
am going down to see him soou. 1 saw
Mr. Madison when he had to drive away
from the White-Hous- e when the Brit
ish burned it, in 1814 to keep from be
ing captured. I also saw bim when he
retun.ed to it after it was fixed up and
Cainted white. It is a white house now,

was not one then. It was more
yellow sandstone color than anything
else. All of the front was blackened up
by the smoke when it was burned. That's
the reason they painted it. Before that
it was the same color of the Treasury
portico and was built out of the san e
quarry of sandstone. I have about
proved my case, and will soon get my
pension as a soldier in the Revolutionary
war, though 1 was not a soldier, only a
body servant.

J was free the vear
after, having been bound to him. "vus
freed wbtn I was twenty-on- e year- 1.

My mother first tave me. when I wa x
or seven years old, to Mrs. Caierei- :o
raise. Mrs. Caterer was a poor woman,
but she promised the would raise me s
as to play with her children. Four or
five years afterward it was fixed up that
I was to be sold to a Georgia planter. He
was going to kidnap me. The plan was
that I should be sent out to shut the
gate at night and this Georgia man was
ts catch me. I told about it. aud Mr.
George Graff laid an injunction on her to
keep her from selling me. The jude
then bound me to Mr. George Graff till
I was of age. Mr. Graff was a rich man.
My free papers are recorded at the
Montgomery county court house, but I
have lost them.

THE WAR FOR INDEPENDENCE.
"There was no voting in Montgomery

county when we moved in from Fred-
erick. The first voting was when Gen.
Washington was elected President. In
1781 we camped on Federal Hill, Balti-
more. We expected Lord Cornwallis.
We were there four month?. There
were no houses there then. Capt. Ptiner,
Lieut. George Graff and Lieut. James
McPherson were the first officers of the
first artillery company that had cannons
in Frederick. There were no bands of
music then, only drums and fifes. This
artillery com I any was ordered to Balti-
more to guard the place. Some of the
other artillery went to Yorktown. 3"he
officers did not charge for their services.
They volunteered free, though the pri-
vates got 8 per month. If I was a
young man I would not be a body servant
again, for a body servant is in as much
danger as a soId:er or an officer. Lieut.
Graff gave me orders that when he beck-
oned to me to bring him his canteen and
whisky and to give him a drink, and to
keep my eyes on him when his men were
loading and firing. He said if I did not
come he would shoot me on the spot,
and if he got shot I was to take him to
his tent and take all his iliiiisrs and silver
to my mistress, who was hi wife'. - Ad
miral Porter showed me one day ten
years ago a map oi federal mil, and I
pointed out where we were camped. He
said his grandfather was camped there
the same time we were, but I did not
know him.

"In the war of 1S12 I was living at
Brookeville, twenty miles from Wash-
ington, with the Quakers. The first war
I remember was Braddock's war with
tho Indians; Jhe second was a foreign
war wi'h King George an the French;
the third, Geo.' Washington's war; the
fourth wis the war of 1812; the fifth was
the Florida war; tho sixth was the Mexi-
can war, and the seytnth was Gen.
Grant's war.

"Lieut. Graff and myself were not in
Gen. Washington's war, but the second
year after the surrender of Lord Corn-
wallis wc were ordered to Baltimore ;o
do picket duty. I remember, in the
town of Frederick, when the authorities
were enlisting men for the old Bevolu-tionar-

War Gen. Washington's war.
That was ov JOO years ago.

NOT MUCH OK A BACKER.
Getting off the subject of war the old

man said: "I smoked when I was a boy
and for some time after I grew up, but
was never much of a smoker. I never
chewed tobacco because I wa3 not

ta. Mr. Graff said it did not look
good for a boy to chew, and 1 did not
chew. He ehewed, and the ruffles of his
shirt were dirty all the time with tobacco
juice. 1 believed that was the reason he
opposed me chewing. 1 es, 1 have drank
some liquor in my life, but very little. I
haven't touched a drop ot any kind of
liquor since Gen. Lafayette came to this
country. I was awful drunk the Dight
he afrifed, but afier that no more. My
experience lias been with white and col-
ored people that liquor causes more
trouble than everything else put togeth-
er. Light suppers, even if late, don't do
any one harm, but I have never believed
in eating great, y stuff at night. Icecream
should never be eaten an late as sun-
down. It is dangerous for night eating,
and is not healthy at any time. Regu-
larity iu everything is beneficial, and
especially so about paying all bills that
arc due. If you ain't got anything don't
fromise, only nay when you have money,

WEATHER PROPHECIES.
On the subject of moons Shadrack Nu-

gent talked very freely, referring to the
following history of the moons which he
had rricied in 187S the result of seven-

ty-five years' study, he says:
A HISTORY OP THE MOONS.

The three first moons in every newyear's almanac is the three first spring
moons the two first spring moons, al-
ways fulls cold, and they are the last
cold fulls.

And the three acxt will be the summer
moons for a hundred years.

And three next will be the three fall
moons for a hundred years.

And the three next will be the three
winter moons for a hundred years to
come.

And there is only twelve fulls of the
moon in every year's almanac for a hun-
dred years.

And it don't make any difference what
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months the spring moons ehange in. the
weather will be half spring and half
wiDter.

And when the moon changes with her
poiuts down she changes stormy.

And when she changes with her points
up, she changes calmer.

And every almanac has a date, and
when the date is later the moon changes
with her points up, laying on her back.

And when the almanac s date is earlier.
the moon changes with her points down

tormy.
The first moon in every new year's al

manac is March's moon, and the second
moon is April's, the third moon is May's
and the fourth moon is Jane's the first
summer moon which fulls for summer.
In every year you get an almanac: the
almanacs tell about the weather, and I
tell about the moons.

I have been going by the moons for
more than 100 years, and have made it a
special study. And I am 117 years old
in this vear ot 1878. '

SHADRACK Nl'GENT, the Moon Han.
"The weather comes by moons," con-

tinued the moon man, "instead of by
months. The moon is cold and the sun

hot. The moon chills the heat given
out by the sun at times and we have
winter. The springs will be later and
later when the summer moon changes on
the 20th of June, which won't be for
many years yet. The red sunsets of last
year and this year are in consequence of
being late." .

Speaking of his family, he said: "I

THE PRIKCE OF rYALKS,

As I.atMnrbere Knows Htm Alter
'1 nruly.Flve Years of Vxperienee.
The Prince of Wales has shown him-

self the worthy son of an august father,
the apt disciple of a great master. He
has grasped not only the. letter but the
spirit ot the paternal example. He has
pursued consistently, though often, so
tar as the eyes of the thoughtless multi-
tude are concerned, invisibly, with un-
flagging perseverance, with a tact and
patience that arc themselves the evi-
dence of genius, the social policy which
the Prince Consort initiated. Inheriting
the talents, he has accomplished results
which wete beyond the reach of his sire.
In his early life he was supposed by
some to be inordinately fond of enjoy-
ment and unconstrainedly addicted to
the chase of pleasure. He was, ludi-
crously enough, mistaken even for a
voluptuary. I)oubtless, his royal high-
ness had a healthy zest in existence,
but it is only the very thought-les-- ;

or the very ignorant who,
looking back ;to-da- y, comparing
the present with the past, forecasting
the probabilities of the future and ex-
amining a part of what his royal highness
has actually achieved, can fail to discern
a tenacity of purpose, a power of adapt-
ing means to ends, a penetration and pre-
vision, which are among the rarest of in-

tellectual gifts, and which are absolutely
incompatible with the role of the vo-
luptuary. The Prince of Wales has
been called the Bismarck of English so-
ciety; he may be described as its Brum-nicl- l.

Both reputations have been earned
at the cost of equal sagacity and effort.
Developing the social policy of the prince
consort, his royal highness has consoli-
dated society upon a plutocratic and
democratic basis. On the one hand, he
has made himself the center of all that
wonld, in a past generation, have be-
longed to Almack's; on the other, he has
compelled all that would be Almack's to
accept the gilded bourteoisie. No such
revolution has ever been experienced by
English society. It is more than a
modification, more than a reconsti-tutio- n;

it is a transformation and
transfiguration absolute and com-
plete. The process has neces
sarily been gradual. The Prince of
Wales has been met by many obstacles,
and has been even opposed by hostile
combination. A tactician less astute and
determined, le-- s indelaticable and cour-
ageous, would have prematurely aban-
doned the enterprise. But from the first
he intended to win, and henceforth it
only remains for him to enjoy the fruits
of victory. Yet it is not much more
than a decade ago that in the ranks of
his opponents were ranged the lady
chiefs the men never actively resisted
him of the great Whig and Tory fami
lies. Ihcse would lain have held no
parley with him. They attended, in
deed, the balls at Marlborough Housej
they entertained tho Prince and Princess
of Wales in return. But they did so
wi'h the air of persons performing a
duty of state, without the unction of
personal devotion, and without the
warmth of political enthusiasm. The
charm of the prince's demeanor was
admitted as unreservedly as the
winsome grace of the princess, and
in the case of both the smiles
of a veritable popularity were not
withheld. It was Marlborough house en
tourage, the personnel ot the Prince of
Wales' environment, and, above all. the
"tail" if the word be permissible of
the prince's court, to which exception
was taken. But the heir-appare- cared
tor none of these things, lie dropped
none of his friends because they were
not personally pleasing to certain high
patrican magnates; he made no change
of any kind in his way of life. His method
of dealing with the difficulty that beset
him was far different, far more dignified,
and a thousand times more effective.
With patriotic assiduity he won the
hearts ot the army. He acquired some
knowledge of military affairs; he added
many uniforms to his wardrobe. The
officers and men of her majesty's forces
were fascinated with his attentions, and
he became the cynosure of military clubs
and mess-room- s, Nor did his royal high-
ness take less pains to win the golden
opinions of civilians of all grades. The
death of the prince consort had devolved
upon him ahost of duties which otherwise
his father would have fulfilled. All these
the Prince of Wales took upon himself.
There was no function of importance at
which, within the bounds of possibility,
he omitted to appear. In this way he
rallied around him first the entire mili-
tary profession, secondly, each of the
more important sections of the English
Democracy. The consequence was what
might have been anticipated. The aris-
tocratic fronde, who previously cherished
tho notion that the Prince of Wales
would ultimately be obliged to make
terms, even to surrender to them,-ha-

now no alternative but to prostrate them- -
selves before him. It was the achieve-
ment of the prince consort repeated on a
more impressive scale. London Yorld.

Twice in the last two years have I vis-
ited the spot where Mr. Davis surren-
dered the last title to the Confederacy ,and
I wish to correct some errors and give
some correct information in regard to the
capture, givea me by reliable citizens of
Irwin county, who carried me to the spot
and pointed out the different positions of
Mr. Davis's camp and the positions of
the two bodies of Federal cavalry. I
took notes at the time of my visit to the
historic spot, but they are mislaid, and I
shall wiite from memory. Mr. Davis
was captured about two miles from lr-- .
winville (not lrwinton;, the county seat
of Irwin county, on the road leading fr ni
Abbeville, Wilcox county, to Irwinville,
and about twenty-fiv- e miles from the
former place. Mr. Davis and patry crossed
the Ocmnlgee near Abbeville, Wilcox
county, about twenty-fiv- e miles below
Hawkinsville, at a ferry called "Poor
Robin's." About 100 yards above this fer-
ry, and within fifty or seventy-fiv- e yards
of the river, is a remarkable spring called
"Poor Robin's" spring. I visited it
when ice was on the shrubs between the
spring and Abbeville, yet the water was
quite warm and the young man with me
went in bathing and said he often did so
iu winter. The spring is quite large,
twenty-fiv- e feet square, and there flows
quite a large stream from it. It is said
to have remarkable curative qualities in
skin diseases on man and beast.'' It is a
fact known to all old citizens that a horse
with scratches carried into the spring a
few times is soon cured.

From the ferry Jeff Davis and party
came by Abbeville and took the road to
Irwinville. The Federal cavalry got on
track of the party at the ferry or Abbe-
ville, and there they divided, the Michi-
gan regiment taking one road and the
Wisconsin another. The party ot caval-
rymen t hat took the river at House Creek
road, after goine. some little distance,
found out that Mr. Davis bad hot gone
that road, so they left it and came on to-
ward Irwinville.' This village, ahhouuh
the county site, contained only the court-
house, jail, one store and two dwelling?.
Finding at the village that Mr. Davis
had not passed, they then took the road
back toward Abbeville.

Mr. Davis and parly were unecuscioua
of being so closely pursued, and wheu
they came to where one of those little
piney woods branches crosses the road
and makes a little pond above the road.
selected that place for a camp, and
pitched their tents to the right of the
road, on the side ot the road next to
Irwinville. There, under the tall,
waving pines (for there were no, oaks at
that Place), upon the green s,

which at that season covered the whole
face of the country, tired and woYn out,
mey lay aown to sleep. K

Iht re was only one house near Mr.
JJavis s camp between there and Irwin
ville. It was at this house the party
wno came around Dy irwinville learned
where he was camped.' I do not reeolWt
whether it was the Michigan or Wiscon-
sin party. They approached' near the
camp and halted about davbreak or just
before the party from the Irwinville side
advanced. The party from the Abbe
ville side, who were some 300 or 400
yards from the camp, and, perhaps,
waiting for the attack, mistaking their
own men for Confederates, commenced
firing, which was kept up for some time,
until they discovered their mistake.
Several men were killed and one or two
horses.

Dayton (Nev.) Times: "Heretofore

coyotes have been regarded as harmless,
but the experience of Senator Walker
last week contradicts this theory, and
shows that when rendered desperate by
hunger they will not hesitate to attack
anything. The Senator left the Orcana
Mine, of which he is superintendent, late
in the evening of Saturday last, intend-
ing to inspect the road leading to the
coal pit ot the company on AValmsley
Gulch.

The
doctor gives a detailed account of the
cases in which he has employed it, and
finds, after an extensive experience, that
it is of great value in shock from acci-
dents, faintness after surgical opera-
tions, failure of the heart's action due to
chloroform, for opium poisoning, asthma,
and the collapse of fevers.

that the innocent cannot, by suffering
for tb.9 guilty, atone lor the guilt: satis-
fied that the doctrine that salvation
depends on belief is cruel and
absurd; satisfied that the doc-
trine of eternal punishment is in-
famously false; satisfied that superstition
is of no use to the human race: satisfied
that humanity is the only true and real
religiou. Ho, sir, I have not modified
my views. I detect new absurdities
every day in the popular belief. Every
day the whole thing becomes more and
more absurd. Of course there are hun-
dreds and thousands ot most excellent
people who believe in orthodox relitrion

people for whose eood qualities I have
the greatest respect; people who have
good ideas on most other subjects good
citizens, good fathers, husbands, wives
and children good in spite of their re-
ligion. I do not attack people. I attack
the mistakes of people.

"I do not believe in anv Sunreme ner- -
sonality, cor in any Supreme Being who
made the universe and iroveros nature.
I do not tay that there is no such Being

all I siy is that I do not believe that
such a JieiDg exists. I know nothing on
the subject, except that I know that I do
not know and that nobody elte knows,
Hut if there be such a Being He cer-
tainly never wrote the Old Testament,
1 ou will understand my position. I do
not fay that a supreme lieine doe not ex-
ist, but I da say that I do not believe buch
a .being exists, ihe univerje embrac-
ing all that is all atoms, all stare, each
grain of sand and all ihe constellations,
each thought and dream of animal and
man, all matter and all force, all doubt
and all belief, all virtue and all crime,
all joy and all pain, all growth and all
decay is all there is.

1 have no particular desire to be de-
stroyed. I am willing to go to heaven,
if there be such a place, aud enjoy my-
self for ever and ever.
