When, early this fall, there were indi-

cations of an improvement in business,

pression has fairly set in. There is les

disposition o haggle for low prices, and
espcially an increased proportion in the
Uemand for superior goods. Business
men will appreciate the value of this
latter feature in the present trade de-

mand. The only serious fear as to the
permanency of the improvement that
was met with in the wide range of the
JTerald't inquiries, was as to whether
Congress will or will not stop the coin-

age of the 80 cent silver dollar. It is
apprehended that to continue the coin-

age will be to continue alarm as to
coming panic, to the destruction of

present confidence. The New York
Chronicle enters into an interesting in-

quiry as to the probability of a gold im
port this winter. This depends, of

course, upou our exports, and they do
not present a favorable appearance
Taking the eight months ot the year
endins with August the totals for that
time are as follows: 180, l!l5,070,2lB;

The small wheat yield, dull summer
trade, and heavy stock of goods, should
have stimulated exports, but we see they
ranged low.

" lurcaten, an alarm that can be allayed
only by a repeal of the Bland bill; the
day for compromise with the impending
Janger is passed. The present decline in
the market value of silver is everywhere
arousing attention, and the silver coun-

tries themselves arc assuming the de-

fensive. In France', the principal
country using silver currtkey, as
a Paris telegram published in the
Appeal yesterday informed the
public, the government has ordered the
circulation of certain silver coins in that
country to be stopped, some of these
coins of the regular value of 5 francs
being now worth only 4 francs. Tho alarm
about silver coins is, therefore, not con-

fined to ourselves. Silver bars are now
vonh 47 to 471 pence in Loudon, making
the bulliou value of the silver dollar 80
and 37 hundredth cents. The wholesale
trade, as reported by iiradtlrett on Sat-
urday, ia fecliug a check, partly due to
unfavorable weather; boots and shoes re-

ported dull, woolen and cotton goods iu
less demand, less activity in dry goods,
the textile staple movement declined, and
a number of commercial cities report
decreased transactions. Saturday's bank
ing statement was a favorable one, with
a continuation of an increase in loans
and a decrease in reserves, all of which
indicates iucrcaso of activity in business.
Loans at New York are now larger than
at any time siuco May of last year, while
reserves are lower than since December
of last year. Since August 1 the surplus
baa bcos reduced over $23,000,000. The
JcwYork Indicator reports : "There has
been a decrease ot over S9,000,00J in
specie since July 18 last, and of about
$14,500,000 in legal tenders. Compared
with a year ago, there is an increase of
:$40,000,000 in loans, of $71,000,000 iu de
pooka, of about $9,400,000 in surplus, and
$29,000,1100 iu specie, and a decrease of
$2,000,000 in legal tenders. Compared
with two years afc-- loans show an in
eaease of $4,700,000, deposits $73,000,000,

surplus $30,000,000, specie $SO,500,000,

and legal tender $7,000.000."

HOW FHOTEtTIOS PstOTECIn.
A protective tariff is a delusion and a

snaTe. It gives to the laboring masses

that kind of protection which the wolf
stive a flock of sheep. Under tho op

eration of the present tariff the profits
(if the manufacturer are increased, and

they oppose any disturbance because it
will reduce wages. This is arrant
hypocrisy, for while capital is benefited
by protection it protects labor by dis-

charging American workmen, and fills
their places with the pauper labor ot
Europe, freshly imported for the occa-
sion. J. J. Whitacre has an' article in
the Million, published at Dea Moines,
Ia., which fully exposes the methods
by which the protectionists protect
American labor. Mr. Whitacre refers
to the various strikes of the past five
years and discusses the causes. He
shows that in several cases the protected
manufacturers imported Polish and Hun-
garian labor because it was cheaper
than American labor. This pauper la-

bor imported from Europe to supplant
those already employed was composed of
an ignorant class ot people. They were
strangers in a strange land, were without
money and were compelled to work for
any wages offered or starve. The manu-
facturers who advocate a protective tariff
on the plea that it protects American
labor, after importing this pauper labor
to supplant the starving masses at their
door, commence grinding the paupers.
Taking advantage of their necessities
the protective manufacturers commenced
catting down their wages, and they were
soon reduced 37J per cent below the
prices paid American labor cut down
to a point where men were trying to sup-
port their families on 2 cents per meal
per person, while the city infirmary
could not feed its paupers for less than
5 cents per meal per person ; cut down to
where the city had to doctor them when
they became sick, and bury them when
they died. Notice was given of a still
further reduction, and though the men
were wholly unorganized they struck at
once, and proceeded in a body to
forcibly shut up every manufactory
in which the company were sup-
posed to have an interest. The
men claim they were induced to come to
Cleveland on the pledge of steady work
at good wages for five years. This is the
way protection protects. It imports
pauper labor because it is cheaper than
American labor, and then tries to force
the paupers to live on 2 cents per meal.
Occasonally the manufacturers were
forced to bury their imported paupers at
their own expense, and as the clods fell
npon the grave it was said of them

Bat still the rich have kindnenK in rnfl.rve.
They helped to bury whom they helped to starve."

The purpose of protection is to impose
duties upon imports, so as to raise the
cost of the articles upon which duties
are levied that the home producers of the
same articles caa be assured a profit on
their production. And this protection
is justified on the plea that it gives em-

ployment to labor and increases wages.
But the practice of the protected manu
facturers does not comport with their
professions, for while protected them
selves they protect American labor by
supplanting it with pauper labor, which
it forces to live at 2 cents per meal.

If twelve workmen offer
where only ten are wanted, the competi-
tion among them to get work reduces
wages. If ten men are wanted and only
eiht can he found, the competition of the
employers, each to get at many of the
eight as he can, raises wages. That the
workingmen fail to see this and pay
higher for what they buy in order that a
high tariff may be sustained in whose
profits they have no share, ia proof tha'.
although the working people have ad
vanced in intelligence, there is need of
further advance. It is a pitiful exhibition
to see the mass of that great poi tion of
the rommunity willingly made the vic-
tims of a fraud, of which they are the
sufferers. They ceitainly ought to sus-
pect that something is wrong when the
very men who urge npon Congress to sus-

COUNT ZACHABOFF.

One of the Host Audacious of Foreign
Adventurers Brought to Bay at

' Rotterdam by a

Friend of Xis, Billings, the Latest Vic-

tim of His Bigamist Tendencies
Yerj Startling Disclosures

Following Upon a Hasty Wedding Wife
Number One Confronts the Scoundrel

and Puts an End to His Career.

The London Daily Telegraph of Septem-
ber 23d, which reached this city yester-
day, contained a narrative of much inter-
est to many New York people concerning
the marriage of Count Zacharoff to Miss
Jeanne Frances Billings of thi city, and
the flight of the bride and bridgroom to
Rotterdam, where tbe count was confront-
ed in tbe office of the American consul
with his lawful wife. The article in the
London paper is as follows:

The details of an extraordinary case of
alleged bigsmocs marriage of a pretended
Russian prince with an American heiress,
and the pursuit of the bride and bride-
groom from New York to Rotterdam,
where they were discovered only last week,
are so replete with sensational incident
that they read more like the imaginative
story of a three-volu- novel than epi-
sodes of real lite. A few years ago there
suddenly appeared in the city of Bristol a
young man of noble mien, handsome feat-
ures, an accomplished linguist and a pol-
ished man of the world. He described
himself as the Prince Zacharius Basilius
Zacharoff Gortschakoff. Garde Imperiale,
aide-de-ca- de sa Majeste l'Empereur;
and, though a prince, he was so affable
to all sorts and conditions of people
that he became very popular in many
circles, and eventually succeeded in win-
ning the hand of the dau. hter of a highly
respectable Bristol tradesman.
Prince's" wedding tour was unfortunately
interrupted by his arrest in Belgium on a
charge of fraud in relation to foreign
bonds, and he was brought back to Eng-
land under the extradition treaty, and
charged before the Lord Mayor with mis-
appropriating securities to the value of
upward of 1C00 from the safe of a M.
HephiBtides of Constantinople. In the
course of this prosecution it was alleged
that "the Prince" had, some time beiore
the fraud, planted npon the unsuspecting
Greek an iron safe, of which be himself
retained a duplicate key, and by means
of which he some two years afterward
succeeded in possessing himself of the
bonds. The next heard of "the Prince"
wss as plaintiff in an action tried in the
Bristol To:zay Court inO.tober, 1874, in
which he sought to recover damages irom
bis father-in-la- w and Alfred B.iiuble, a
constable of the British police force, for
false imprisonment nnder somewhat ex-
traordinary circumstances. It appeared
that his wife, having refused to live with
him any longer, was residing with her
father at Bristol, and "the Prince," by
way of asserting his marital authority,
was in the habit of knocking violently
at the father's door at all hours of the
night and disturbing the peace of
the neighborhood. This conduct becom-
ing unbearable "tbe Prince" was given
into custody, and hence the action. The
proceedings in the Tolzsy court were
chiefly interesting for the severe

as to his antecedents to
which he was subjected by Mr. J. F. Nor-ri- s,

the learned counsel who appeared for
the defendants, and now one of her
majesty's judges in India. The jury re-
turned a verdict for the defendant,
Briruble, and for a farthing damages on ly
against the father-in-la- and tbe recorder
refused to certify for cotti. After this
action "tbe Prince" appears to have
sought solace in foreign travel, and from
time to time he was heard from at Cy-
prus, Constantinople, and eventually a re-
port reached Bristol that he had been shot
by the civil guard whilst escaping from a
prison in Persia He was regarded, though
not mourned, as dead ; but about tbe
niidola of latt month a gentleman, whom
we will designate as Mr. P , now resi-
dent in Philadelphia, but formerly a citi-
zen of Bristol and an intimate friend of
ihe pseudo pi nee, observed in the New
York Herald the following announcement
of marriage :

The name of the' br'degroom revived

old reminiscences of his former friend,
"the Prince," whose bones he had sup-
posed were bleaching on tbe wilds of Per-
sia. In making inquiries he found tbat
hia surmises were correct that Zicharia
Zicharoff, who now describes himself as
a count, was no other than his whilom as-
sociate "the Prince." He alsj learned
that he bad obtained an entree into tbe
best of New York society, and with a
cheerful disregard of the laws cf bigamy,
had contracted a mesalliance with an
American heiress posseseed of $150,000 in
her own right and large expectation from
her mother. Mr. P at once put him-
self itto communication with tbe lady's
friends, and,' although "the Prince" as-
sumed an air of indignation, and pro-
fessed ignorance of ail his old associations
with Bristol, and asserted that his accuser

. was mad, and that there mast be a great
mistake somewhere, he ultimately sub-
mitted to an arrangement whereby, al-

though be had gone through the cere-
mony of marriage, be agreed to live apart
from his wife until he could furnish to the
lady's family satisfactory prnots of his
bona fide3 and of his claim to the title of
count, and to the estates of which he
claimed to be possessed. By some means,
however, he succeeded in eluding tbe vig-
ilance of the lady's friends, and having won
the confidence of his bride, he induced her
surreptitiously to leave her home and take
passage on board a steamer for Rotterdam.
The flight of the couple aroused the worst
suspicions of the lady's friends, who. at
once entrusted Mr. P. r with the task of
following the fugitives, obtaining proofs
of "the Prince's" treachery, and forcing
him to surrender the lady to hn mother.
Mr. P . after consultation with the firm
of Messrs. Crowe & Jensens, solicitors, of
New Yoik, started with Mr. Jenks on this
somewhat formidable commission which
they carried out with promptitude and en-
ergy, aud which 'esulted in unqnalibed
success. Leaving New York in the Servia
two days later than the fugitives they, on
arrival at Liverpool, wired to Mr. Benson,
solicitor, of Bristol, to ascertain the where-
abouts of "the prince's" first wife, foll-
owing their telegram in a few hours thev
with Mr, Benson's .prompt assistance,
soon procured abundant proof of "the
Prince's" perfidy. Mr. Benson had acted
for the first wife's family in the action
already mentioned, and thus having a
close knowledge of "the Prince's" ante-
cedents, he was in the possession of such
information which soon led to the finding
of the firit T1' ln London. From photo-
graphs in his possession of Mr. P the
Bristol detectives fully identified tbe
Brittol prince with the 'American count;
hut there was no time to be list, and on
Wednesday last Mr. P and his lawyer
crossed to Rotterdam, accompanied
by the first wife and her brother, Detec-
tive Iabpector Short, and tbe necessary
statutory declarations and photographs,
one of the litter being a portrait of "tbe
Prince" and his first wife. Arriving at
R nterdam tkey had the good fortune to
find that they had anticipated the arrival
of "the Prince's" steamer, which was not
due until Saturday. In the meantime
tftey laid the facts before tbe American
Consul and secured bis As
soon as the steamer arrived Miss Billings
received-- a polite message from the Consul
requesting her attendance at his chambers,
where shortly afterward tbe unsuspecting
"prince" and his bride presented them-
selves. After a few minutes conversation
with the Consul on general topics, the fu-
gitive couple, who bad taken the name of
Mr. and Mrs. Schwar, were astounded to
see Mr. P and Mr. Jenks enter the
room. "The Prince," equal to the occa-
sion, cried out in broken Knglish : "That
horrid man again! Take him away; he
is mad." But he soon became aware
that there was method in his madness
when "the prince's wife No. 1 ap-
peared from an inner room, lean-
ing on tbe arm of her brother, fol-
lowed by Detective-Inspect- Short. Words
would fail to describe the astonishment
and dismay exhibited by the adventurer
when confronted by these startling proofs.
For a few minutes only he tried to carry
matters with a high hand, but before such
overwhelming evidence he succumbed,
and, in his own words, had to admit that
the game was np. The unhappy heiress,
murmuring "Don't be too hard upon
bim," fainted away, and she ia now re-
turning to her friends in America, nnder
the charge of Dr. Jenks. Perhaps the one
morsel of consolation in the sad story is
the fact tbat Miss Billings's trustees bad
not yet parted with her fortune. As for
"the Prince," he hurriedly left the Con-
sul's boose, apparently not liking the
proximity of Inspector Short. .

The Count's Career In New York. '
New York Tribune: Inquiry in this

city yesterday fully confirmed the fore-
going account. It was ascertained that
the steamship on which the count and
Miss Billings sailed was the Leerdam,
which left here about September 8th.
MissB llings is a daughter of Mrs. J. H.
Billings of No. 272 Madison avenue. On
the day of their departure a cab appeared

1

at the dotir of the l Madison, driven
by one vt ZacharofTs detectives. The
count and Miss Billings were driven to
the Twenty-thir- street entrance of Le
Boutilliei's store. They passed through
the store to f irenty-eecnn- d street, and
were then driven to the steamship pier in
Jersey C; y. Their luggage had preceded
them, and the sseamsb p departed imme-
diately on their arrival.

Count Zacharoff had a varied career in
this country. His elaims to noble birth
are offset by the positive statement from
thoe in prsition to know that he was the
son of a Greek stevedore. He ingratiated
himself with some prominent New York-
ers, who introduced him in several New
York clubs. He picked up money in vari-
ous ways. He entered the employ of the
Mann Boudoir Car Company, from which
he was dismissed, acquiring thereby his
first newspaper notoriety in this country.
He gained other notoriety in connection
with Adelina Patti, whom he entertained
in an elaborate manner at the Hctel Ross-mor- e

aud afterward accompanied on her
tour across the continent. He wrote arti-
cles forhe New York World, and at one
time was employed by Leve & Alden's
Tourist Agency at $20 a week. He can ied
numerous credentials, alleged to be bona
fide letters from Lord Lansdowne, Prince
Orion', "his dearest friend," and many
people of high ntandin? in fashionable
circles. One of his principal escapades
waa his published intention to go abroad
to fight a duel wth a Prussian prince who
had insulted his mother, "a lady of dis-
tinguished and untarnished reputation
abroad." Unfortunately he was met at
the wharf by the inevitable cablegram,
whLh stated that the Prussian prince had
apologized.

A reporter from the Tribune called on
A. H. Hummel, who was counsel for
Count Zacbaioff. Mr. Hummel said: "I
had no right to inquire of him whether he
was a real nobleman or not, nor how many
wives he had. I did advise him that big-
amy is only punishable in the country
where committed, and that it would be
unwise for any bridegroom to remain here
and be confronted by other wives. I also
intimated, after a careful examination of
the map of the world, that if one had an-
other wife who frequented London, Paris
or any other prominent foreign city, the
climate of the Netherlands might be found
moat suitable, as that country was out of
the way of travelers and one migl t possi-
bly escape there from the annoyance of a
suit for abandonment and consequent

notoriety."

WILSON'S S10RT TRUE.

Drives to n Confession ot Mnrder by
fttemorse.

Chicago, III , October 6. The strange
and wild story of John M. Wilson, who
staggered into the Twelfth street station
Saturday night last proclaiming himself a
murderer, is true. Tbe following dispatch,
received last night from Philadelphia, con-
firms his tale:

"Held Wilson. He is wanted for the
murder of Anthony Daly, who disap-
peared mysteriously about tbe middle of
February, 18S4. from his farm, in Mont-
gomery, nesr Ivy Hill Cemetery. Will
send on for bim.

"F. R. KELLY, Chief of Detectives."
In bis drnnken talk Wilson told of the

horrible manner in which he killed An-
thony Daly, a farmer of Ivy Hill. Pa., in
18S4 How, after he had worked for him,
he asked for money, and nn being refused
vieited a neighboring village and got craz
drunk. Returning, i stealthily entered
the sleeping room of Daly, at,d picking up
a meat cleaver brained the s;eeping vie.im.
The detiils following are si nest too horri-
ble to relate. The murderer deliberately
h icked the body to piece?, sewed the se
vered membn-- s in a bag and dumped
them int3 tbe Wissahickon river. When
sufficiently sobered to realize the terrible
deed he had committed he fled the coun
try, arriving in Chicago after almost
two yea's wanderings. Wilson was seen
in his cell at the police station last
night. He is twenty-seve- n years of age
and a native of Nova Scotia, where his
parents and relatives now reside. He is a
man of small statnre and puny frame,
looking anything but the horrible mur-
derer he apparently is. Since he came to
this city he has woiked for a miikinanon
Went worth avenue. About two weeks
ago he met a child greatly tesemblirjg that
of the murdered msn. At the sight of
the little one the old fee ing of remorse
returned, Rnd be says drove him to a
treizy. Since then he has known no
peace of mind, and on Saturday night he
got drunk and hired a boy to tike him to
a police station, where he made his stirt-lin- g

confession. When told that his
story had been verified by the Philadel-- i

h a detectives, Wiison expressed no sur-
prise. If acythitig, be appeared pleased
at tbe informatiou. As to bis punish-
ment he appears careless. He says he
would rather not be hanged, but seems to
think that will be hi fate.

here quoted at length from the tenth cen-
sus, of 180, statistics in proof of tbe asser-
tion which be had rnadt, the principal
point bring that the colored people are in
the majority in but two of the Southern
S ates ficuth Carolina and Mississippi
and he cot fiaed his argument to the cen-
sus cf those two States.

CONTENTED UNDUE TBEIB GOVERNMENT,

Judge Thurman deu'ed tbe
of Senator Sherman that all eclored voters
in tbe South are Republicans and would
v te tbat ticket if not terrorized. He eaid
if it be true it would be a ..oils question
1 8 to whbo - people so servile and cow
ardly are tit to xercise the franchise ; but,
for one, I do not believe tbat they are so
u terly debased. I tbat, having
good reason for tot v. tir g the Republican
ticket, they abstain from doing so in great
numbers or vote the Democratic ticket. I
know very well tbat, nnder the manipula-
tion of Freed sen's Bureau agents, soon
after the war, the coloied people of the
South were, to a certain extent, drawn
into Republican Union Leagues,
and were taught to believe tbat if tbe
Democratic party succeeded they would
be once moie reduced to slavery. I do
not deny tbat a great effect was produced
upon tbeir minds by these false pretenses,
but we have giod reason to believe that
year by year these false impressions have
grown weaker aiid weaker, and that tbey
have to a great degree

LEABNKD THE TECTB.
The speaker here quoted at length from

a letter printed in the Cincinnati Enquirer
of (September 21st, from R. W. Davis of
Columbia, S. C, which gave a brief his-
tory of the can g government of that
State. He hoped that every one in tbe au-
dience could read the letter in full. Judge
Thurman then turned his attention to
Mississippi, and read from the American
Encyclopedia for 1875 the proceedings of
the Tax-Payer- Convention of that State,
held at Jackson on January 4, lSr-i- , when
it was shown that the last levy, which in
laOHwas 10 cents on the $100 of the as-
sessed value of land8,was four times aa ureat
in 1871, eight and a half times as great in
1872, twelve and a half times as great in
1873, and fourteen times as great in 1874.
At the same time the assessment of prop-
erty greatly exceeded its market value, and
the public debt had been increased over
$604,0U0 annually. The same extrava-
gance was shown in the management of
county affairs He stated that when the
Democrats carried Mississippi in 1871 it
was said it had been done through

This was false, and be read a letter from

United States Senator Revels to the Presi
dent in support of his assertion. He pre-
mised its reading by stating that Revels
was a colored minuter and a Republican.

The
speaker then read Grant's Ust message,
as read to his old companions in arms at
Neoga, IU., by Col. Fred Grant, and closed
his speech by sayin : "I have not time to
cpeak of Stats politics, except to say that
I believe a gocd licence would be the best
solution of the liquor question. In 1831
I voted against the provieion in the con-
stitution forbidding license, and I have
not changed my opinion since. A word
more. You have a Mate ticket composed
of competent men, a d one that was fair-
ly nominated. I earnestly appeal to you
to give to it your warm support, and I
think it is yonr duty to show by your vote
that you have confidence in the existing
administration of the Federal govern-
ment. In a word, do yonr duty and your
whole doty, and never despairof success."
