There is a growing disposition to sub

ordinate politics to the public good in
the election of judges and all officials
whose positions do not involve party
politics. This was emphasized in New
York a week ago when Chief Justice
Joseph E. Barnard of the Suprem
Court, a Republican, received the nomi
nation of two conventions Democratic
and Republi can as judge of the Second
Judicial District. The term was for
fourteen years and the salary $10,000 per
lotiuni. Although Judge Barnard
Republican, he was declared the unani-
mous choice of ue Democratic Conven- -

I tion by a rising vote. This is the kind
ot reform which Cleveland is trying to
inaugurate in the national administra-
tion. He is censured by the Democrats
of New York for holding fast to tried
officials who have proved thir honesty
tnd efficiency ; yet the New York Demo-
crats unanimously nominate a Republican
by a rising vote when the public interest
demands the retention of a faithful judge.
All the signs of the times point to better
politics and better public servants. A
few years ago, partisans seemed to think
that the chief object of government was
to distribute the offices among the blat-
ant partisans simply an eleemosynary
institution to disburse patronage among
the party workers without the least re-
gard to qualifications. But the people
have learned through teachings and the
practical examples of President Cleve-
land, that the science of government has
higher objects in View than to turn a
certain set of men out of office, and to
put another set of men in office. There
should be a sturdy partisanship in elec-
tions involving party principles. But the
old policy of dragging politics into small
elections which have no political signifi-
cation, and which concern only the busi
ness interests of the community
nas Had its day. The people
care nothing ior the clamors of
hungry spoilsmen. Thcr. too. believe
that office, ig a public trust, and they
CJre not wrio fills the offices
so the duties are honestly and efficiently
discharged. The nomination of Judite
ttarnard in rvew lork by the two great
political parties is a move in the right
direction. The day is not far distant
when in the States where an eleptiv-- e

judiciary prevails, the elections will be
n and made to depend upon

qualifications. The people are fast ap
proaching this "era of good feeline."
The Democrats of Tennessee are not yet
prepared for the political millenium, and
will next summer hold a convention to
nominate candidates for Supreme Court
judges, but the proposition to hold a
separate and distinct convention to nom-
inate Supremo Court judges is in-

spired by the desire to keep,
as tar as possible, the judicial
nominations apart from the struggles
of political parties. Whether the bene
fits to be derived will compensate for the
expense and trouble of holding two con
ventions we are not at present prepared
to say. But this we do say, if Cleve-
land's policy be sustained by the people,
in a few years political considerations
will be entirely eliminated in determin-
ing who shall sit in judgment of high
disputes under the law in no way involv-
ing political issues. The qualities which
lend respect to the judicial office and in-
spire confidence in its decisions are not
the qualities which commend men to the
working loaders of political parties. A
seat upon the bench is now regarded
as a legitimate pirt of the spoils
of political power. Candidates are nomi-
nated on each side with as much regu-
larity for these positions as for any other,
and the high dignity of the ar-

biter of justice is made dependent upon
the accident of a party majority. It is
not uncommon, therefore, to find the
highest judicial body in a State made up
of men whose elevation ia the result of
unscrupulous political serviees, while
occasionally we aro called to witness the
araaiin? spectacle of a judge who owes
his place solely t i having expressed an
opinion before his election on some sub-
ject of hot popular dispute, which it was
known would come before him later for
d.cision. The nomination of Judge
Barnard of New York by a Democratic
c invention is a move in the direction to
which the people are drifting, that party
ties in the selection of n off-
icials should yield to the claim of
acknowledged superior fitness. There
are few things in our public affairs more
healthful and promising than the policy
of the President in retaining in the
public service those who by their past
efficiency have proved their ability for
future usefulness, and the determination
of the New York democracy to cling to
an able jude, notwithstanding his well-know- n

Republican proclivities.

CYCLOXE AT SEA.

The Terrible Experience of the Crew of
an Italian Bark.

New York, October 1. Capt Oanglio
and thirteen officers and seaman of the
wrecked Italian bark .Taliemano arrived
here yesterday on the tterman bark Louisa
and Angasla, by whi h they were rescued
about 750 miles from Sandy Hook, on Sep-
tember 29ih. Capt. Oang'io said yester-
day, at the Italian toneui's office: "We
were forty-eig- days out from Pensacola,
bound to Port Glasgow, England, and on
September 23d the bark struck a leak.
We managed to keep the vessel compara-
tively free from water for four days, until
we were caught in a revolving hurricane
or cyclone. The outbursts of wind were
frightful and came from all points of the
Compass. The seas rose to a fearful hight,
to that We Were not only in danger of hav-
ing our masts twisted ont, bnt feared that
we should be swamped by the seas. The
leak increased, and for forty-eigh- t hours
the men worked ai the pumps to keep
the vessel afloat, while the unbroken
volumes of seas , swept the length of the
deck, threatening to carry everythlcg be-
fore them. Finally the gale broke bnt our
vessel was in a sinking condition, and onr
only hope was in being rescued. The bark
Louisa and Augusta rvas sighted about 9

am. itmi lueH' ay aau sue an-
swered our signals of distress. At noon
she was only about 200 feet from ns, but
the weather was so rough that to attempt to
tower a small Doat would be dangerous,
and as our only alternative was to attemnt
to rescue ourselves we put off in our long
ooat, ana in a lew minutes were on deck
of the German bark. Our own vessel was
a perfect wreck, and was only kept afloat
uy uer cargo oi lumoer.

One Rn!f for All,
Washington, Oct 7. Upon the request

of Gens. Sheridan, Schofield, Pope and
Howard, that their present personal aides
be made exceptions to the recently issued
order tending back to their regiments all
officers who have been absent therefrom
on detached or staff duty four years or
more, Secretary Endicott has had the sub-
ject brought to his attention and decided
that no exceptions shall be made to the
operation of the order. The order was
issued after long and careful consideration
bv the Secretary, who fully knew the
effect it would have. He had become
convinced that under the prevailing sys-
tem detached officers lost inteiest in their
regiments, and that its longer continuance
woutd be demoralizing to the service.

In addition to the cases above mentioned,
the Secretary's attention had been called
to the fact that three officers, Lieuts.
Greely, Craig and Dunwoody of the Signal
Service, might be affected by the order,
and reasons were given why they should
be continued in their present duties.
Lieut. Craig had, however, asked to be re-
lieved from further duty in connection
with the Signal Service, and his request
was granted. The other two officers are
regarded as performing necessary special
duty under the direction of the War De-

partment, and as such come under a pro-
vision of the original order making such
cases exceptions.

The Silver Safe.
Washington, October 7. The transfer

of the silver cargo of the United States
steamers Swatara and Yantic, amounting
to $10,400,000 in standard silver dollars, to
the United States Treasury, was completed

. The coin wilt be counted in a few
days. It is believed, however; that it has
all been safely delivered. It is said at the
Treasury Department that owing to tne
trouble and delay in transporting by water
railroad transpoitation will be employed
in the future.

An Important Declaion.
Washington, October 7. The Secretaiy

of the Interior has made a decision upon
the appeal of Lnther Harrison,

Commissioner of the Land Office, from
the orter of Commissioner Sparks deny-
ing him the right to practice as an attor-
ney before the Interior Department under
the act of June, 1872, which provides
that it shall not be lawful for any person
appointed after Jnne 1, 1872, as an officer,
clerk or employe in any department, to
act as counsel, attorney or agent in the
prosecution of any claim which was pend-
ing in the departments while be was such
officer, nor to aid in the prosecution of any
tuch claim within two years next after he
shall have ceased to be an officer or em
ploye. In his appeal Mr. Harrison held
that the act applied only to the prosecu
tion of claims for money, that it had no
application to practice before the Land
Office, except in cases involving the pay-
ment of money, and that in his case it had
no application whatever, because be was a
third-clas- s clerk at the date of the passage
of the act. He declares that his employ
ment was continuous till the 1st instant.
although his salary had been increased by
promotions, which were made by new ap-
pointments. In his opinion, after citing
the act, the Secretary holds that it applies
to all department and to claims of every
class, and its design is to elevate the pub-
lic service so that it may inspire public
confidence.

J n conclusion, the Secretary holds that
the act also applies to persons like Mr.
Harrison, who, although in office at the
date of the passage of tbe act, received
new appointments or commissions since
that date, or who have been nominated
by the President and confirmed by the
Senate. This opinion applies to all persons
wno nave either resigned or been dis-
missed from any department during the
present administration, and is a heavy
blow to a great number of persons who
have embarked in the business ot prose-
cuting claims before the department. It
was adopted, after consideration, in the
Cabinet, and it is to be presumed will af-

ford a precedent for other Cabinet officers
in regulating practice before their depart-
ments.
