AMERICANS IN GERMANY.

Minister Pendleton Negoliating a New
Trealy Regulating Thelr Statas,

An Interview With Assistant Secreinry
of State Porter,

New Yorx, Oclober 16.—A Washington
spicial says: A few days ago a cable dls-
patch from Berlin announced thet many
American Germans having lately been
molested by the German government and
pressed into the military service, Minister
Pendleton was taking steps to save them
from such anmoyance hersafter. If that
meant apything it could only be construed
inlo meaniog that our Minister is attempt-
ing either to pegotiste a new treaty regu-
lating the status of GermunsAmerican citi-
zens in Germany or to amend the Ban-
croft treatv. Fears having bean expressed
by some Mormon-A mericans that our gov-
ernment might take stops invelving the
abrogation of the Bancroft treaty, and
thus remove the oaly ssfeguard under
which a very large class of German-Ameri-
cans can visit their fatherland, an inguiry
was made of Firsl Assigtant Secretary of
State Porter, who is in charge of diplo-
matic affairs, about the matter, Mr, Por-
ter said that there had been many tom-
plaints of the inefficiency of ine Baneroit
treaty in proteciing German-Ameri-
can  citizens in their old homs,
but  that this government had
taken no @teps to nmegotiate with
the Geroian government in Fegard to the
miatier. He did not beli that Mr.
Pendleton had done anything, but inti-
mated that the Minirter is studying the
matter to find out what, if muyining, can

be done. Mr. Pl er also stated that it

seemed 0 be the genersl opinion of well
inlormed people that the Bamer it treaty
is very liberal ; that we could hardly ask the
German government to forbear from pan-
ishing Germans who have obtained citizen-
ahip here for what violations of tha law of
that conntry (including evasion of military
daty, they ma¥ have committ balore
leaving Germany, and that it would also
be uniair to both this and the German
government to ask the latier to perit a
Grerman to come here and become a citi-
zén only for the purpese of returning to
his native land, and thus evade the duties
of citizanship to both countries. Mr.
Potter thinks, however, that if the condi-
tions upon whicha German-American can
now return to Germany can be made more
liberal it will be done,

MURDERED BY TRAMPS,

Herrible Tragedy Reporied from Penne
sylvania—Two Men Hilled

In the Most Bratal Manner for the

Purpose of Robbery.

Hazrzrox, Pa., October 16.—Beotween 8
and 9 o’clock last night a terrible tragedy
was committed at Beibertsville, a smail
village tine miles from here. Four tramps
entered a small house some distance back
from the main rmjl_n in which lived two
bachelor brothers, John and William Kes-
ter, respectively filty snd fif~ f-==
yeare, and demsnded a large sum of
money which was known to be secreted in
the houre. The Kesters refused (o revesl
where the money was hidden, and the
trampe then bound them hand and foot
and beatdielr brivs out with n heavy
club.

The two brothers had lived in a frame
shanty abont one mile from Sei erville,
For thirty years they gained a livelihiood
by cultivating a small patch of gronnd
and doiog odd joba for the ne'ghboring
farmers, and by economy mansged to sc-
cumulate several thousand dollare, which
was generaily supposed to he secreted in
the house. With them lived John Kesly,
jr, an illegitimate son of the eldertwo
brothers, When the young man returned
to the house sbont 9 ¢'clock last night he
was horrified on discovering the dead
bodies of his father and nncle lying on the
floor., He quickiy alarmed the neiih-
bors, who hurried to the gcene of
the ¥, and an examination
showed that John bad been shot through
the head, and that William had been
beaten to death with a heavy club, his
head being horribly crushed by repested
blows. Severnl times yesterday fonr
tramps were noticed lurking in the vicin-
ity, and tha police authorities eay they
have convincing evidepce thut theyare
the parties who committed the crime,
Search is now being mude for them. The
drawers and trunks in ihe house had been
ransacked, showing that the object of the
murder was robbery, and it is supposed
that the tramps had bheard that the mney
was hidden in the house.
