like the sUver-wasp-s, the advocates of

fcigh tariff fight shy of plain, demon-

strative facts. We see an instance of 'the
way evasion is substituted for reasoning
In the Nashville Union. It boasts of hav-

ing two questions, answers to which oppo-
nents of high tariff will find impossible.
The first is: "Can protection to a manu-
facturing establishment give that estab-

lishment a monopoly in its business, when
the same protection extends to every man
in the United States in the same business,
or who will go into it T In other words,
can there be a monopoly with no exclu-

sive privileges?" The evasion of the
. Union on this question is the adroit way

of substituting the subject of monopoly
for that of protection. It is the old affair
of two boxes and one pea, "now you Bee

it and now you don't." As nigh tariff is
constructed for the vary purpose of giving
the residents of one country exclu-

sive privileges over those of an-

other, protection is monopoly and
intended to be such. The Western
Union Telegraph Company is a recognized
monopoly, but tbe privilege of buying
shares in it extends to every man in the
Vnited States, be his business what it may ;

but the moment a citizen holds a share in
the Western Union he is a monopolist.
Protection is constructed for the purpose
of preserving the protected from compe-
tition in some shape or to Borne amount
or other. One monopolist may compete
with another and be a monopolist still.
It was open for every man in the United
States to manufacture quinine; those who
did eo got $3 10 an ounce, but have been
aince making and selling the game article
under competition Congress haVics abol
ished the protective monopoly at 80

. cents an ounce. There was high tariff,
and high tariff created monopoly a fact
that is as open to the knowledge of tbe
Union as to ourselves, and after the tLim

ble-ri- g shuffle between "protection" and
"monopoly," it innocently asks wheiher
there can be monopoly without exclusive
privileges? As well ask can there be sun
shine without light? "Protection" c in
titutes especial privileges. As all who buy

Western Union shares, open to everybody,
are monopolist, so everybody doing
business , under .'protection privi-
leges are monopolists. What the Union
fails to perceive is that "monopoly" admits
of degrees, so that one man may be more
or less of a monopolist than another.
Blunders like this are the stock of what
iiiRh tariff people call argument, bat as
high tariff is a fallacy, founded on fallac-
ious considerations, only fallacies can be
uttered by those who find it to their inter-
est or are induced by their want of knowl-
edge to attempt to vindicate a system that
has robbed us of our mercantile marine,
that favors the competition of f.ireian with
our home labor, leaves Sjuth American
trade to England and Germany and is ruin-
ing our commerce by encunrnirinE mo-
nopoly and mill onaire'sm. Tae Union't
second question h es tare of cr,;u tentat-
ive weight as its fir t, but we have had
enough bube-pickin-g for to day.

THat AFRICA OF THK IITI Kf
t)ne of the most important eiemoms in

During the coming century emigration
will play even a still more important part,
but instead of the multitudes seeking the
Americas, Africa will be the sought for
Canaan. Adventurers are at this moment
threatening that vast continent in all di-

rections. Land and climate, as in this
country, vary greatly, with alternations of
mountain and va ley, woods and streams,
districts in desert solitude and fertile
spots rich with the choicest vegetation. In
one quarter the natives ate found manage-

bals who eat up all travelers and ex-
plorers that come among them. Tocr
natives! little Ho they know toward whst
the movements of the white man ate
tending; that their own grounds will be
measured off and sold by the acre, and
that they themselves must either work for
the white man or be exterminated by
him, as American Indians have been
exterminated. Civilisation will bo ex-
tended, but what will fall to the native's
hare?

COLONI AL COMl'EOEKATIOM.
Various reasons have led to the proposi-

tion that England and her more powerful
colonies should form one vast federation,
for mutual support in peace or war. The
proposition has now become a serious one,
as the Marquis of Lansdowne has ex-
pressed approbation of the scheme. To
have Canada, tbe Australian and New
Zealand colonies, the West Indian, Cape
of Good Hope and other regions federated
with her, would give England great power
in war, but on the other hand each one of

"those colonies would be an exposed part
of England, which an enemy could attack.
The colonies, we presume, would occupy
about the same position as our States do
with us. Up to a certain point action
would be independent, but there would be
matters of taxes and national and inter-
national matters where tbe necessity of
having to refer and defer to England
would become a burden and a hindrance
to the progress of a young nation
tied to an old one. That snrh
a project as colonial federation should
at all meet with consideration,
shows how England has advanced iu its
ideas sines it got into dispute with its
American colonies, and lost them. Had
She offered federation then, and had it

been accepted, would the United States
by this time have been the nation she is,
extending from the Atlantic to the Pacific?
Tied to mama's apron Btring, it would
scarcely ba lively; and tbe English col-

onies must become individual nations if
they are to develop all their powers and
employ all their resources. The London
Morning Post, when discussing our last
Fourth of July celebration, said: "We
had not realised then what we know now,
that this little island of England was
destined to be the mother of great na-

tions in every part of the globe, or we
should have acted then as we act now,
namely, as the parent, but never the
tyrant, of the young giants whom
we hare produced. There is indeed
a distinct gain to England in the
lesson which we learned at Each a cost.
Other lands, one at least even mightier
in extent thro- - the United Spates of

America, still own allegiance to the Crown
of England, and if we have lost one em-

pire we have since continued to develop
another, which ia of nnpara'.'.oled great
ness and splendor. Without that, at one
time, bitter experience, we should not
perhaps have learned the art of retaining
the affections of this last, while, as it is,
we are daily drawing closer the links
which bind us to worlds which will satisfy
our utmost capacity for development into
ages that are still unknown."

Pernecution of Christians In China.
Washington, October 16. A report baa

been received by the Secretary of State
from Consul Chas. Seymour at Canton,
China, enclosing pamphlets issued by the
Shanghai and Hankow committees, de-
scribing tbe persecution of Christians in
China. Mr. Seymour says the material in
the pamphlet is from the pens of eminent
American, English and German mission-
aries, and is published with the purpose
of dieseminating information that ma;
lead to better provision being made by the
wet-ter- powers for protecting native
Christians from persecution in CQina
The subject, he continues, is one of im-
portance, and although such persecution
is clearly forbidden by treaty stipulation,
there seems to be no prescribed mannei
for enforcing the prohibition or for obtain
ing indemnity for loeees sustained by its
violation. I have tried to avoid troubling
the department with the details of the
many cases of trouble in which mission
aries from tbe United States and Europe
and tneir native converts and

native preachers and helpers,
have been involved in this, the most tur
bulent consular district in China or in the
world, but have labored faithfully and
somewhat successfully in getting the diffi-
culties adjusted as fairly and quietly as
possible. The persecutions of which the
missionaries complain comprise robbery
or destruction of chapels, robbery, beating,
blackmailing and bovcotting of native
Christians, oftsn with the encouragement
ot local authorities, and the refusal ot the
authorities to punish the offenders, pro-
tect the Christians, or take measures to
secure restitution. It is not intended to
leave the impression that the Chinese au-
thorities have in every case been unwill-
ing to deal justly by native Christians. On
the contrary, the not infrequent aid ren
dered by local officials in suppressing out
breaks is gratetuliy acxnowledgec.

Bounty Decision.
Washington, October 16. Second

Comptroller Maynard has made a decision
on the case of Maj. L. Middleton, late
hreman in United btates navy, that upon
discharge of claimant the government
cannot retain any Pdrt ot tbe local bounty
received at time of enlistment. Middle- -
ton enlisted in August, 1864, for two years,
and received $300 bounty from the town
to which be was credited. He was dis-
charged in August, 1865, because the gov-
ernment no longer required his services.
When paid off the paymaster deducted
from his pay $150, being one-ha- lf of the
local bounty received. The Comptroller
holds that this deduction was unauthor
ized by law: that the local bounty of the
claimant belonged to nun by virtue of a
contract made with the municipality pay-
ing it. and that the United States could
not lawfully appropriate any part of it to
its own use.

THE HAILIIOADS.
The Union Depot.

President Hadden is very enthusiastic
on the subject of the Union Depot. He
says the meeting ot the railroad men at
the Cotton Exchange Thursday, which in
structed engineers to select the proper
site, has settled the matter, and that it is
now only a question of a few months
when the proposed building will bs erect-
ed. With a grand Union Depot and a
bridge across the Mississippi, Memphis
would take a fresh boom as a railroad
center.

English and American Railways.
Mr. Edward T. JeMery.the general traffic

manager of the Illinois Central railroad,
who has just returned from Europe after
an absence of three months and a half, was
recently interviewed by a Chicago Tribune
reporter on the result of his observations
in the old world.

"Of course," said he, "I bad a pleasant
trip. I traveled through Great Britain
and went the usual rounds upon the con
tinent.

"How do the railways of England com
pare with those in the United etatee?

"There are two or three roads in Eng- -

the Midland, the Great Northern,
and Great Western. There is a vast dif
ference in the methods of management in
that country. The companies give better
accommodations to the public and the
public is willing to pay for them. It has
Uken a great deal of time and a vast ex- -

of money to bring this about,
ut the companies seem to think that it

has been Juitittea. for instance, tbe lion- -
don and Northwestern is capitalized for
1500,000,000, while it only controls 1750
miles oi road. Xbey have perfect roadbeds
and their rolling-stoc- is always kept in
order. The puolic appreciates this, and
is willing to pay a little higher rate for
transportation. In this country the peo-
ple demand - hf- - MtM, -- Mwi are In-

clined to prevent the railroads from im-

proving the conditions of travel. On the
continent the railroads are for the most
part under control of the government, and
hence the rates are fixed. Affairs in Eng-
land were formerly in about tbe same
state in which they are here at present.
There was bad faith on the part of man-
agers, violations of agreements and cutting
of rates. They soon found out, however,
that business of that kind did not pay, and
put a stop to it. Now an officer who fails
to keep faith or violates an agreement
loeea caste to such an extent that he .is
practically ostracised."

"What is the average rate for passenger
traffic?"

"For first-clas- s passengers 4 cents a mile
and for second-clas- s 3 cents. On freight
the managers think that 2 cents a mile
per ton is about tbe right price for them
to get and for the public to pay. On coal
and other heavy material the rate is some-
times lowered to 1J cents per ton. When
I told them that the trunk lines in this
country carried freight for one-fourt- h of a
cent per ton they could scarcely believe
me. In England the functions of the
directors differ from those here.' They
take an active interest in the working of
the road, and strive to be conversant with
the minutest details. The great safeguard
which railroads have in that country lies
in the fact that they cannot be chartered
by Parliament unless it is shown that they
are a public necessity. That does away
with excessive competition, and enables
the roads to furnish travelers with excel
lent facilities, keep their rolling stock and
roadbed in good order, and at the same
time make a little profit. The stock of all
tbe large roads is quoted at about par or
above it. The highett stock was quoted at
170 when I left"

"How are American railroad securities
regarded in England ?"

"I am sorry to say that they are bandied
with suspicion. The English feel a little
sore over a deal that took place some time
ago. and which shall be nameless, and are
afraid to touch many railroad stocks. Some
American railway shares, however, are
well thought of and considered to be good
investments. These, of course, are tbe
old conservative roads which they know
all about and have confidence in."
