He saw the boys get into a
Bkiff without oars and tear up the seat
to paddle themselves across the river. An
other witness testified he saw Moses
Doyle, whom he knew well, and whom he
had seen vote a short time before in an
other precinct, come to this precinct and
oner t3 vote, witness protested, and
seized Doyle's arm as he held out his
ticket. One of the judges seized Doyle's
wrist, and the arm was palled toward the
front of the ballot-bo-x by these two men
until another judge took the ticket from
Doyle's hand and put it in the box.

The question to be raised in this case
attar the testimony is ended is whether
tbe court can compel the judges to sign a
return when they know it is tainted with
irregularity and fraud.

The official count has only reached the
Twelfth Ward. In one precinct the judges
returned a newspaper election return
blank with their signatures attached, but
did not sien the tally sheet.

In answer to a
question, he said that in the army they
were wen satisfied with the present ar
rangement with State prisons, but could
see that it was advisable to have govern
ment pr.sons.

These movements of the Presi-
dent producd the greatest consternation through-
out the Mouth. The Confederate leaders appealed
to Grant to protect them in the rarole he had
given.

and was treated socifUy with contempt by thit
proud aristocracy. When they plunged into the
rebellion he saw hia nnbortunitv. Da believed

the power of the srovernment. and tnought
that the time had come when he could
defeat his enemies, confiscate their
prouMtT. humiliate their orido. and. pos
sibly, destroy them. The absorbing ambition
and passion of his life had been to be
received and.tre&ted its one of them bv the oil
garchv. Havine failed in that and suffered in
sult and ind gnuy in tbe enurt, be became one ot
toe most vindictive ot men, lie saw them tmiea
ib xaer reCCThoa, de feu ted and impoverished
and now he wanted to kill them. Wh le he wai
devie ine means to overcome Gen. Grant's resist
ance to this last iarpos the leaders of the old
feudalism called upon him.
