GENEEAL WASHINGTOX NOTES.

Why the Mexican Govermment Failed
to Establish Quarantine Against Yel-
low.-Fever.

W asHsaron, October 22.—Senor R .me-
ro, the Mexican Minister, speaking to an
Associated Presa reporter to-night regard-
ing the failure of the Mexican government
to establish quarantine againet yellow-
fever, said: *“The Mexican government,
haviog been informed that the Governor
of Texas had issned a proclamation estab-
lishing quarantine on the Rio Grande
acninst passengers coming overland from
Vera Cruz or from places infected with
vellow-fever, ordered a commission of
medical exparia to invesligate and report
on the subject. The opinion of these gen-
tlemen, eapressed in their report, ia that
such precautions are considered unneces-
sary, because persons arriving at the City
of Mexico, or at any of the other Btates in
inteddor of the country, suftering from that
disense, have never had it develo there
or communicated it to anybody ¢ Itis
scarcely less possible that travelers from
Vera Cruz, arriving five or six days later
at El Paso, Tex., via Mexico City, should
carry the germs of the fever to the United
States without first spreading it in some of
the Mexican cities through which they
have psssed, which has never been known
to take place. That is the reason why no
precantions at all have ever been taken at
the City of Mexico against yellow-fever,
the government considering them wholly
nnnecessary and vexations."”
