FERD WARD'S TRIAL.

- -

The Young Mam to Have a Chance o
“ Explain™ Hiy

Unique Financial Transactions in Conrt
—Warner's Case,

New Yok, Oclober 22.—An inmense
erowd of ple filled the Court of Uyer
and Terminer this inorning to listen to the
roctedings in the trial of Ferdinand
Ward. The latter was pressnt in the cus-
tody of the warden of the Ludlow street
juil. His face was pale with his long con-
tinement, but otherwine h% :rpe.red well
85 neual. Whon the District attorney
called Ward's case General T y Ward's
counsel, stated that he desired to with-
draw the plea of not guilty which his
cliznt had entered. In presenting a de-
murrer the genergl called the attention of
the court o the Fith count in the indict-
ment. He said it was for the same offense
a8 that charged in the first count, larceny
and obtaining goods under false pretenses.
There were, therefore, two distinet crimes
charged in different counts of the same in-
dictment. Jundge Barrett replied that if
the two ecrimes were really bat different
aspects of the same facts they could prop-
erly be embraced under the same indict-
ment, a3 the court considered the crimes
a8 different aspects of the same facts. Tre
demurrer was overrnled. The prisoner
was called on to plead again, and his coun-
sel chianged his plea to not guilty. The
work of obtaining a jury was then com-
menced.

Up to the adjonrnment of the court for
the dey only four jurors were obtained.
The district attorney moved that Ward be
confined in the Tombs during the trial.and
the motion was granted by lge court, and
Wiard was taken to the Tombs by two de-
tectives. Fish was also handed over to
iwo detectives, who will have charge of
bim until after he is examined.

Mysterfous Warner's Trial,
New Yong, October 22.—Wm, S, War-
ner, the mysterions witness in the Grant
& Ward matter, appeared before a United
States commissioner to-day.
Reeeiver Johnston of the Marine Bank
was the final witness. The minute-hook
of the directors’ meeting showed that on
Janunary 4, 1854, Ward was elected a di-
rector of the bank. The book wasad-
mitted in evidence. Mr. Johpston stated
thut he could not prodoce Ward’s check
for the $81,000, asked for in the subpana
duces letum, as Distriet Attorney Martine
hud it, but he thooght he econld preduce
the check at a subsequent session of the
examination. The check came into the
castody of witness when he became re-
ceiver. In speaking about certain docu-
ments of the Marine Bank, the receiver
#aid he had not seen them from the time
af Fish's trial uotil last Friday, when he
aw them in Martine's custody, be having
received them from Elihn Root.
Nathan Daboll, formerly assistant cash-
ier of the Marine Bank, identitied the
ledger, and said that it contained Ward's
account from January to May 6, 1884,
Gen. Foster offered that portion of the
biook which referred to Ward’s secount in
onvidance,

Distriet-Attorney Dorsheimer said that
he charge was against Ward and Warner
jointly. An indictment was sought against
Warner a8 a principal and also against him
a8 an abetior.

Ward's counsel insisted that while the
evidence might be gnod as against Ward, |
it could not hold sgainet Warner. The
witness gaid that he did not know that
Ward had overdrawn his account at the
Marine Bank on May 3, 1884. The wit-
ness then presented an abstrabt of the ac-
count of Ferdinand Ward, extending from
April 19 to May 6, 1854, This was marked
for identification. Others of Ward's books
and accounts were identified, and the case
wius adjonrned until Saturday.
