In order that the Kastern opposition to
the improvement of the Mississippi river
may be met and counteracted, it is most
important that the whole valley of the
Mississippi should It is there
fore with regret that we sen anywhere
within the valley any sign of disloyalty to
a work of snch supreme importance to its
prosperity. That feeling not opposition
to the project to make the Mississippi im-

provement a distinct thing from the har-

bor bill, for we do not regard such a propo-

sition to be a present issue, whatever it
may be in the future led us to speak ot the
Nashville Inion aa being apparently in a
doubtful position as to the main subject.
It is with profound pleasure we recognize
that the Union is alive to the importance
and value of the improvement ol the Mis-

sissippi. In its issue of Monday last that
journal said: " We beg tJ assnre the Ap-

peal that we did not mean to signify eny
opposition to any scheme
for the improvement f the M'ssfesippi.
We believe the Mississippi interests will
best prosper on the plan which
we favored. At any rate there
is nothing the Union can say of a character
to aid the improvement of the Mississippi
that will not be earnestly and faithfully
said. Our suggestion of severance had in
it nothing of opposition to the graver in-

terests." We in our turn are "earnestly
and faithfully" desirous of seeing the im-

provement of the Cumberland and Ten.
neesee rivers earned out, as a work bene-

ficial to one of the most valuable portions
of ihfl State. To obtain all the advantages
those improvements can bring, however,
those rivers must have access to the whole
country from St. Paul to New Orleans, and
to obtain this at ail seasons fitted for river
travel, the channel of the Mississippi
must be permanently cleared of all shoals,
bars and other obstructions. This done,
every navigable con fluent of the Missis-

sippi shares in the vast gain that will
bring increased traffic, gain, prosperity
and population to the whole valley of the
great highway of Hates.

JUAN'S POWKB OVtK CLIMATE.
Has man the power to modify climate?

This question is an important one, for it
is clear that if he has such a power many
a hundred league of land that is now con-

sidered sterile way bo made fruitful, and,
by abusing the power, fertile lands made
sterile. That man's "improvements" have
in some cases had a deteriorating influence
is very commonly bel eved. We have good
reason to conclude that where the forests

re mercilessly cut down, the rains evap-

orate and flow from the soil with undue
speed, injuring its feitility, and causing
low water at one season and floods at an

. other, in the risers'.'' There is also good
yeaaon. that where, on plain and
prairie, trees are planted, there is an in-

crease of rains and an improvement, or
at least, a conservation, of the soil.
The West, with its vast plains and
waterless ileuerte, aflorda trood opportunity
to test whether iiiun has the power to
modi y climate, and the experience there
pi coming years will probably supply a
ful! answer to tl-- question. Already,
however, there are indications worthy of

attention. Pieideiit Perry of Doane Col-

lege, Nebraska, a graduate of Ya'g, went
to Nebraska in 1872, and he repAs that
at that time the climate in the south-

eastern portion of Ilia State, where he re-

sided, had a dry atmosphere, a tough and
stubborn sod that appeared unlikely to
produce corn or grass or fruit trees, and
there were interminable and torrrenting
wind-Btorni- At the present time a dis-

tinct change is perceptible. The atmos-

phere is so much moister that house-

keepers have to be careful against mil-

dew; there is an increase of rainfall, with
a more even distribution of it; wind-

storms are rarer; hot cninmer blasts that
used to wilt the oru no longer
nccar. The chauge, President ferry be-

lieves, is owiag ii: part to the soil being
made more porous by plowing, thus re-

taining an increase 1 quantity of moisture,
and in part to the shade of the very many
groves ao.d trees tha have been planted ;

the growing vegetation has also aided by
decreasing absorption, whiie all acting to-

gether have utihed incre .a of cloudings
and consequently cf rain. The air it
therefore lean volatile, and the trees di-

minish the force of the wind. This testi-
mony ia corroborated by similar aiate-merits-

from oUier portions of the Rocky
momtain territory. In some carta a lew
amount of irrigation i required and even
altogether dispensed with, and the "tireat
American desert" recedes as settlement?

THE MALLPV1 M'UIKUE.
Smallpox, previous to the discovery of

vaccination nearly 100 years ago, was con-

sidered the most loathsome and latalof all
diseases. But of late years this world
sweeping epidemic has luet much of it'
terrors. Science has divested it of much
of its borrois. The whole country fearee'

cholera and yellow-feve- but there was no
dread r,f smallpox since the discovery ot

methods for preventing it. But the fatal-

ity of this disease in Canada and its ap-

pearance on the border have produced
great alarm in the New England States
Without will again
spread over the muntiy ami be as fatal ae
ever. Prudent nations in time of peace
prepare for war, snd eeiy pi mini t com-uiuui-

when free frtin riuallpox should
prepare egainpt its ravugei. To be fore
warned is to be fori armed,' and the
fatality of tmiallpox .in tur bor
ders pnd its sdvei.t into the New
England States hIiiuiM be a warn-

ing to the whole coni.tiy, and in eveiy
city and town vaccination should In? en-

forced by the corporate authorities. "An
ounce of preventive ia worth a pound ol
cure." It will be too late to prevent the
spread of smallpor after it has become an
epidemic. At one time a:jial!pox was the
greatest scourge of the world, it was first
introduced into Europe from the East by
the Saracens. It was tiot accurately de-

scribed in the year !00 by Shoves, an Ara-

bian. From Europe it was carried to Amer
ica, soon after its discovery, and swept oil
the natives by thousands. In Europe it
spared neither high nor low. Few crowned
beads fell beneath the plague,but small-
pox did not spare them. In ltt4 Queen
JIary of England died of the disease; the
Emperor of Germany in 1712; the
Dauphin and Dauphinees of France
and their ton in 1730; the Em-
peror of Russia in 1741 ; the Queen of
Sweden hi the same year, and in 1774
Louis XV of France. Millions of
persons annually fell victims to the

- iisease, until the discovery ot vaccination
with kinepox in .ng and, in 1706, by Dr.
Edward Jenner. Inoculation was intro-

duced into that country from Turkey in
1721 by Lady Vary Worley Montague.
Inoculation putects the individual, but
spreads the disease among those who
come in contact with him. In Egypt i.
was found to increase the total number ol
deaths. Although Dr. Jenner has re-

ceived great credit and was highly hon-

ored for his discovery of vaccination with
" kinepox the discovery was really made

for him, and he appears to haa been a
long time in learning its value and intro-
ducing it. In 1765, when he was an apoth
ecary's apprentice at Hodbury, a young
woman declared in his presence that she
could not take smallpox, "for," said ahe,

"I have had cowpox." At that time
it was generally known to the country
people that kinepox was a preventive of
email pox, yet Jenner did not introduce
this knowledge until 1796, thirty-on- e years
after it came to his knowledge. May 14,

j796, may be set down aa the birthday of

vaccination as now known, for it 4 was on
that day that Dr. Jenner vaccina; ed the
boy, James Phipps. Dr. Baron, the biog-
rapher of Dr. Jeooer, admits that a farmer
by the name of Jest y had inoculated his
wife and children with cowpox matter in
1 774, and that a Mrs. Rendall had caused
her five children to play with the teat of
a cow to secure them from smallpox.
"But this," says he, "never advanced the
cauaaof vaccination beyond what popular
rumor had already done." '"

AKISIOCRATIC HAtE.
When "the progress of the age" sets in
particular direction it is interesting to

observe from what unexpected quarters aid
comes to impel the main current, as a trib
utary flows into the main stream and adds
to its impetus. England, one of the most
conservative of the progressive nations, is
at this time the most active and energetic
in catting loose from mischievous influ-
ences the legacy of past and unenlight-
ened times, and in throwing itself ardent-
ly into the race of advancement the na-

tions are now inoie or less participating in.
That a son-in-la- w of the Queen should
join the forward ranks of the advance is a
striking instance of the rank, power and
influence the advance has attained. Forty
years ago the political sentiments of which
the Marquis of Lome, husband of one of
Victoria's daughters, is y a defender
and sustainer, were brought into promi-
nence not by royalty, or aristocracy, 01

church, or the middle class, but by the
suffering, oppressed laboring ' class
These we nick-name- d Chartists, de-

nounced, ridiculed, despised and per-
secuted. ' Threo of the leaders of the
movement out of which chartism grew
Frost, Williams and Jones were "trans-
ported" as convicti to England's penal
colony. What has opened this man's eyes
to the evils that the inain'enance of feudal
institutions have entailed anon England?
The suffering he himself Aa undergoing
from the rancor, pr judice and arrogance
the feudal aristocracy and monarchy have.
poured out upon him. He married the
monarch's daughter and, because he was
not of "royal blood," the royal dukes and
princes must show him scorn and con-

tempt, descendants as they are of little
German princelets, such as the one who re-

cently married Beatrice, another daughter
of the Queen ; such as formed the court ol
the groveling George I, that came from
Hanover, and the obscene court of George
f II, which was so vile that when Victoria
was a girl her mother, the Puche?s of

Kent, would not allow her to be taken
within its coarse piecincts. The Marquis
of Lome has been in Canada for some
years, clear of the atmosphere of the court
He has seen democracy ruling there and
ia-th- e United States, and ruling well,
and as was the case with the Earl of Dui-ba-

Spite of court
etiquette and aristocratic bigotry, he has
the courage to avow his sentiments, and
that be might advocate them effectively
he offered himself as a candidate for a
place in Parliament.

peculiar way of showing gentleness.

Will he be usss aa advocate cf democ-
racy because aribtocracy has showered
upon him its hate, it heaiilefs wrath, its
arrogant vindictiveness? How often, in
limes when the people have risen against
tyrants, men who have been outraged, in-

sulted and Ijpje down upon, as the Mar-

quis of Lome has now, hays become thr
people' leaders and" avengers! The
feudal love of domination and arbitrary
rule inherent In tli- - customs and training
ol the British aristocracy ia . "scotched,

M. KarovelofT reaffirmed the sta'ement
that Prince Alexander had notified
Russia of the intention of Rinmelia to
unite with Bulgaria, and that Roumelia
was willing to continue Turkish tz jerainty,
but would not cede an inch of territory.
In conclusion, the Bulgarian Premier said:
"If Turkey declares war we alone are ablo
to raise Macedonia in th ee days. A
European war is nona of our business, and
we are not alarmed at the armament of
Greece, as her army is far from being ter-

The
Jersey was 3 years old, weighed JWU ponntfs,
calved February: the Ayrshire was 4 years old,
of 1V0 pour ds weight, calved Janusry, and the
liolsUin, three years old, weighed pounds,
calved January.

The first series of tests was for the months of
Febrnary, March and April, or eighty-nin- e dajs.

In other words, the Jerseys weighing 830 rounds
and three years om gives Z4U pounds more
milk than the A; rfhire four years old weighing
l.l"0 pounds and 2V pounds less than the Hol-
stein of 900 pounds and three years old, but the
Jersey gives 243 pounds ef batter for the InO days
to lfil 14 pound of the Ayrshire and 108 pounds of
the Holstein. nearly 100 pounds more than the
Ayrshire and more than double the iuantity
given by the Holstein. 'When we turn to the
ground essentially claimed by tbe Ayrshire and
Holstein, here too the Jersey leads by a large
majority," namely 420 pounds of curd to 3&3of
the Ayrsh're and 303 pounds of the Holstein, or
to add the products of the milk (other than
water, which ean be added in a less expensive way
than through good food taken into the stomach),
namely, butter and card, the Jersey gave
0i9 pounds; Ayrshire. 534 pounds; UoUtein, 471
pounds. Verily a wide and very material differ-on- ce

in favor of the Jersey, especially when it is
borne in mind th;it one of the greatest fortes of
the Jersey is to hold most persistently to her
milk. Indeed, so much so is this the ease, that
it would appear to leave little to decide as to
which is the best all around eow, if these figures
can be relied upon. And why not?

By a series of weekly tests conducted by Prof.
Brown, from Dnceuiber, 18K4, to July, 1885, we
Had the following results were arrived at as to
those three breed;) out of twelve.

Some might contend that the Jersey was an es-

pecially good one. In my judgment she wait not
above, but rather below, the average Jersey.
Granting that this is not sufficient proof, as arule
the best are brougnt ont at our Provincial snd To-
ronto exhibitions. At the Provincial Exhibition,
just finished, the Holsteins were represented in
large numbers, about three Holsteins to every
Jersey, many of tbe farmer with very large re-
ported tests of m il k .

At this exhibition tests were made by Prof.
Brown and Prof. Barre of the Ontario .Experi-
mental Farm Sot milk, butter and cheese com-
bined, according to the plan and count of points
adopted in Kngland and Scotland at the dairy
fairs, as follows: (1) Wripkt of milk: One point
is allowed tor every pound given in twenty-fou- r
hours. (2) Q nani it u of bntir.rt' In England the
standard is three pounds to every 100 pounds of
milk. In Canada the standard is 3.5 pounds to
efery 100 pounds ot milk. Add or deduct ten
points for every one above or below. (3) i heene
curd, j r l(s pound itmiik: Allow one point for
every pourd. (4) Turn tiice cahinp; Add one
point for every ten days. AU' the cow
were judged by the same count of points
and under similar circumstances, but in
different classed : Eight Holsteins entered
in their class, three Ayr shires in theirs, two
grade Shorthorns in theirs, and two Jerseys in
their c1u?s. The Jersey cow Hose of Eden led
them all, making the largest score ever made by
any cow of any breed in the world for a similar
contest, namely, loy points, and this for buttry
mitk and chew emnhind. Ayrshire 2d (K3.8,
Shorthorn grade d (81.52), the other Jersey 4to
'78.10), Ayrshire 5th (08.27), Holstein 6th
Holstein 7th (5V,07), Shorthorn grade 8th (55.57),
Holstein 9th, 10th, llta, i2th, Mtb, 15th sou
10th U0.22 and Ayrshire l'tth (49.42).

Aad Declares that Nothing Wa Fur
ther from His Purpose than

- to Adrocate ar

To Threaten Schism His Defense of
His Position as a Minister and

a Christian.

To the Editors of tha Appeal:
Dr. Whateley, in his logic, refers to the

toy called thaumatrope, and thence de
rives a name lor a particular kind of
fallacy. In this toy two objects e. g., a
bird and a cave are nainted on nnnnmte
sides of a card, and then by skillfully and
rapidly twirling the card one picture is
fonnd and it appears ts be a bird in a cage.
I would suggest tbat it is by just such a
fallacy the attempt has been" made to pre
sent me in the light of a schismatic.
Schism is on one side of the card, I am on
the other; this has been whirled before
the public eye so as to make the desired im
pression. Had I written your editorials
of September 6th, et tequende, as well as
my article of tbe Uch ot September, there
might have been some ground for the
charge of schism. But if you will re-
member, as doubtless yon will, that my
manm cript, printed on the 13th, was in
your hands before your editorial of the
6th was published, and therefore that my
words are in no sense responoible lor the
interpretation which may be put upon
them if expounded in the light of your
editorials, it seems to me you will consent,
that those who infer schism from my
article have been misled by the sophistry
of others.

I do not abate one jot or tittle of the
statement made in the card published in
your issue of October 13th, to which,
j jintly with Drs. Bnggs and Daniel, I ap
pended my name, it ls'possible, however,
tbat some may not agree with me in the
suggestion tbat it was by a skillful com
mingling by others ol your editorials with
my aiticle that my meaning was misappre-
hended. It may honestly seem to some
that my words, apart entirely from yours,
are justly interpreted to convey the idea
of schism.

Nothing was farther from my purpose
than to threaten or to advocate schism.
I have just read the article over carefully.
I see nothing in it to justify the charge. I
can see no word that even now I would
alter. I have uttered no sentiment which
I do not even now reiterate with empha
sis and cherish in the profoundest depths
of my heart. That I am for "war" is true,
yes, "war to the hilt," but it is defensive
war : war in detense ot my liberties wnicn
have been invaded, of the constitution
which has been violated, and of tbe
Bible which has been traversed : war in
defense of liberty of thought and liberty
cf speech ; war of defense again3t the in
vaders and innovators, who have placed
our church in a new and in a false attitude
toward natural science. But it is war all
the time under the literal provisions of
our constitution, "until the last constitu-
tional remedy has been exhausted" (Sep-
tember 13th). Certainly there is no
schism tum far.

But is there none in the "appeal from a
fallible general assembly to tbe great head
of the church Jesus Christ the final
Judge of all." (September 13th.) Let us
Bee. If "appeal" and schism are
equivalent termp, if appellant and schis-
matic are synonyu s, then there is noth-
ing left for me "but to plead guilty. If
they are not synonymous, then tbe simple
fact of an "appeal" is cot equivalent to
schism. That they are not is manifest
from t e fact that our constitution caie-full-y

guarcs tbe liberties of even the
humblest member by providing for bis
"appeal" from the session our lowest
court to the presbytery, and tbe synod,
and the general assembly our highest
court So far, then, there can be no
"schism" in my language.

But to appeal from the General Assem-
bly, which is recognized in the constitu-
tion aa fallible, to the Great Head of the
Church, who is recognized in cur consti-
tution as infallibU, and 83 declared in tbe
Holy Scripture, is that schism ? To this
question I answer (and none, I think,
will Bnccesefully controvert it), if that ap-
peal is accompanied by separation its
schism, otherwise it is not. Now, I chal-
lenge the question of any sentence, or part
of a sentence, or any single word tbat con-
veys a threat of separation. Schism,
then, dees net belong to tbe essence of
appeal, otherwise every appellant from a
session up to the General Assembly would
be a Bcbiematic. Appellant becomes
schismatic only when associated with the
accidental concomitant of separation. Add
separation to appeal and yon have schism ;
tike away separation from appeal and you
have taken away the very essence of schism.
Now, in my article, there is not a word
about separation, therefore not a word
looking to schism.

From the very nature of our system of
government, this final appeal to Jesus
Christ .8 net only its crown, but 'its safe
guard pgainst schism. "What are these
successive appeals from session to assem
bly, but appeals from onecqurt to another
of the church, which is Ubrist's body, of
which He in the head ? Now. shall them
be these gtadationslof relief by appeal from
one part of the body to another part of the
body, and none to the head of the body ?
If there be no schism in the lower, ho-- j
caa there be in appealing ti tbp highest
the head ? Tt)us is this the crown of our
system of government. Bat what relief
sttall be glvei to him who stands face to
face with a deliverance of the Aseembiy.
which contravenes his conscience enl:ght--
ened by the word of God T Two avenues
of relict are opened to him : Appeal from
the body to the head, or seoaration from
that bedy. Deny him this right of appeal.
and you force him into schism; grant hm
this right of appeal, and you relieve him
of (hat dreadful alternative. ThuB in this
appeal tuj saieguaru, in our system ot
government, against schism. He who ad-
vocates appeal is providing against sch'sm.

Who is lord of tbe conscience? Let the
constitution auswer : "Gnd alone is lord
of the conscience and has left it free from
the (tojtrines acU commandments of men
which are in anything conbary to His
word, or beside it ia matters of faijb or
worship." (Confession of Faith, chapter
20, paragraph 2 )

Does tbe jurisdiction of our church
courts extend to the conference, or Include
questions of natural science? Again let the
constitution answer: "The jurisdiction of
cburcb conjts is only ministerial and de-

clarative, and relates ta tuo doctrines and
piecep's of Christ, to tbe order of the
church aud to tbe exercise of discipline.
First, they can make no laws binding tbe
conscience," etc. (Form of Government,
chapter 5, section 2, paragraph 2.1 To-- much,

therefore, as tnere is nothing in tbeword of God which contradicts the hy-
pothesis that God may have mediately
created the body of Adam (namely, the
hypothesis of ' evolution), then they,
who are bound by the constitution
to handle and conclude things only
which "relate to the doctrines and

of Christ," are by tbat
very constitution prohibited from hand-
ling aud concluding this hypothesis cf
evolution, seeing it does not relate to the
doctrines and precepts of Christ ; but to
the method of creation as taught by the
finger of God not in Scripture, but in
nature. And if the church shall insist
upon the infliction of ecclesiastical pains
and penalties by going ontside of the
limits of her constitution, then what is
left, at one and the same time, as a protec-
tion to the comcience and as a taeguard
against tchitm, but an appeal from the fal-
lible body to the infallible head .

Farther: The words immediately fol-
lowing this announcement of a determina-
tion to appeal Bhould have served, as they
were intended, to prevent any misappre-
hension. The whole sentence reads thus:
" and then, if we fail to recover
these lost liberties lor ourselves aad our
children, we shall take our final appeal
from a fallible General Assembly to the
great head of the church, Jesus Christ,
the final judge of all, and calmly and con-
fidently abide the consequences." This
is certainly not - the 4 language of
one " who threatens ' damage - to
tbe church, but of one who
apprehends the possibility of damage to
himself ; two at least may be mentioned,
e. g: 1. The "church" may "cast me out."
2. The final judge may not "sustain my
appeal." These were some ol the possible
consequences before my mind, which were
intended to be covered by tbe expression
which I have italicised above. Leave ont
the first clause of the of the first verse of
the 14th Psalm, and you can prove from
the very word of Scripture, that "there is
no God." In my case the last clause was
omitted.

One of the courts of the Jewish church
adopted this resolution: "That if any man
confess that Jeeus ia the Christ he should
be put oat of the synagogue," i. a, excom-
municated. The man blind from his birth
was, under this rale, "cast out." Heap-peale- d

to Jeeus. Jesus received him. Was
this secession? . Pilate's court condemned
Jesus to death under a charge of treason
against the Bom an government. Jesus
appealed. Was this appeal revolt against
the jurisdiction of Home? the highest
court of the Jewish church, in solemn
judicial session, because ho claimed

to be "the Christ,, tiiu Son of God,"
pa&ed this eei.ience upon hiui : "He is
guilty of death." And this sentence was
passed unanimously, for "they all con-
demned him to be guilty of death." Yet.
is it noMarriliarly known-- to very Bible
reader tnat Jesus appealed trom these de
cisions ot the church?. But He did not se-

cede from the church. With Him it was
not succeea or schism, but success or "ap-
peal." I humbly crave the privilege of
following His example.

When the cry is made for peace it mav
be well to ask, Wbat is meant by peace?
We might Kuppoee that the real sword was
in tbe hands of one side, and trie other
side a set of scampering, frightened sheap.
mieriy witnont oeiente. rnus tcey would
reem to view it. But how is it in reality T

They began tbe war; their invasion forced
us to take up arms in our defense. Still
we took up no real sword, out they now
want the war to cease. What do they
mean? Is it that we shall ttop dis-
cussing, writing, debating, memori-sizin- g,

overturiog, complaining, ap-
pealing? Why should we stop?
Does the constitution prohibit these meas-
ures of ascertaining or promoting truth?
Does the Bible? They called for tbe use
of Dr. Woodrow's pen, for the delivery of
his address, for the publication of it, for
its condemnation by the church courts;
and now, because they ate getting too
much of their own weapons, and because
through the pen and tbe speeches of their
adversaries light is breaking upon the
public mind of the church and the com-
munity at large, and the tide of battle is
beginning to turn against them, they cry
lustily, "Hold, enough!" There should
be no such exhibition of panic-stricke- n

ranks at the bare mention of "war even
war to the hilt." What does "war"
mean? It means the clash of minds, not
of swords; it means the conquest of truth
over error, not of man over man ; it means
the shedding of the life-blo- not of a fel
low, but of his prejudices and of his
sophistries.

1 shall not be surprised, ol course, U
my language in this article shall canse an
other resott to misrepresentation. I can-
not forget tbat not even Paul, though
writing words inspired by the Holy Ghost,
could escape this; no; nor even Jesus
himself escaped it. The servant is not
greater than his master.

l snail not torget tne scriptural oasis oi
peace "First pure, then peaceable." Let
them purify themselves, then let us have
peace. 1 shall not forget the inspued in
junction' "Contend earnestly for the faith
which was once delivered unto tne saints.
Nor shall I forget tbat libertv of con
science, ngnt ot private juagmenr,
right of war (in the sense defined), and
ncht of snneal to the bead belong to tm
faith once delivered to the saints." I shall
not forget tbe statement of the Prince cf
Peace, "I came not to send peace on earth,
but a sword."

A HORRIBLE STORY

Of Vlre and Loss of Life from Delaware
C'onnlj, Hew York.

An Insane Mother Cremates Her In rant
and Herself Alive.

Nkw York, October 27. A horrible story
of fire and loss of life comes from Hobart,
Delaware connty, this morning, which is
best told in tbe words of Martha Jibeci, a
twelve-year-ol- d girl, wbo gave the follow
ing details to the coroners jury: "the day
before the fire," she said, "my mother and
the baby and myself were up in the hi 1".

Mother laid baby down on the ground and
piled a lot of dry brush together. She
took same matches out ot her pocket and
said she intended to burn herself and
baby on the brush-pil- e, and that if I
wanted to go with her to heaven she would
put on more brush and I could lie down
and burn too. I snatched the matches out
of mother's hand and took ths baby up in
my arms and would not let mother have
him. and I coaxed her to go home with
me. On the morning of tbe fire I woke up
hearing babv cry. The house was a 1

smoky. I jumped out of bed end called to
mother. Sne did noi, answer me. I ran to
her door and it was locked I could hear
her soothing baby and crying. I ran back
to my room and waked my little brother
and dressed myself quickly. I then started
to get them out of the house, as I saw it
must be on fire. When I got them to the
front door I found that a barrel of flour bad
been placed against it so that it could not
be opened. I heard fire crackling, and
was almost choked wi h smoke. I do not
know how I ever moved tbe heavy barrel
of flour, but I got it far enough to open the
door so we could get out. When I got my
brother out of doors I ran to a window in
my mother's room and looked in. I could
hear her baby screaming. The room was
black with smoke, ant u,other was lying
on tbe floor.' She had firewood piled
around her like a bird's neet. It was
bUzing high. It was so ewful that I tbink
I must have gone crazy, for I don't re-

member anything more. When Mr. Han-for- d

asked me where mother and baby
were, and I told him they had gone to tbe
hill, I think the scene with mother and
the brush pile and what she said there
must have been on my mind. We all
lived happily together always."

Furniture Manufacturing Company, aud

FISH'S STORY

Or His Relation with Ferd Wara and
the Flrni of ttrant ft' Ward

Coatiaaed.

The " Government Contracts " the Bait
which Lured Him to His Ruin

A Little

Scene Over the Mention of (Jen. Grant's
Name la the Coarse of the

Evidence.

Nbw Yobk, October 27. The county
court-hous-e was crowded this morning
with people anxious to gain admittance to
the court-roo- m of Oyer and Terminer,
wnere f etdinand Ward is on trial. Ben
jamin Fish, the paying-telle- r, was recalled
to the stand, and Ward listened attentively
as he read on the amount of deposits
made by himself and the firm of Grant &
Ward. Some of the deposits ranged in
the hundreds of thousands. Gen. i'rarv
demanded that certain books be produced,
and tbey not being at hand he asked for
time to examine tuem.

"I don't propose to delay this case," was
tbs answer of the judge, "and you will
have to get the books the beat way you
can.

fish's testimony.
In his testimony Paying-Tell- er Fish

said : "On April 28, 1884, Grant & Ward
had a balance of $46,000, and on the
morning of May 2d the balance was $804,-70- 2

62. On May 2d Ward was raising
monev lor the bank and be managed the
deposits." By consent of tbe counsel the
sheets from which these statements were
given by the witness were admitted as
evidence, thereby excluding the testa
mentary evidence in regard to overdrat's.
Grant & Ward had two accounts, one spe-
cial and the other general. Ward had an
individual account, and drew against tbe
three. I The sheeis of the accounts were
also admitted in evidence. Ward had
spoken to witness about tne purpose ot bis
special account, but testimony on that
point was ruled out upon objection, and
the oitneis was excused.

BAMUBX D. CORNELL,
book-keep- of the First National Bank,
testified that Ward's balance on May 1st,
2 1, 3d, 4th, 5th and 6th was $2213 98.
There were no deposits made on any of
these days. Ward's account was opem d
in June, 1881. Three checks drawn by
Ward came through the Clearing-Hous- e

on the mornicgof May 6th to the amount
of $215,008.

FISH

was next recalled and bis
was resumed by Gen. Tracy. "I do

not know," he said, "how many letters
I received from Ward on May 5th. It ia
not true that my bank was in financial
difficulty since January, 1882, and thst
Ward kept hel ping to save it. We pressed
Ward to return to us the money which he
and his firm bad borrowed."

Ward handed Gen. Tracy a number of
letters to examine the witness upon.

Mr. Fish was examined at length upon
tbe meaning of the letters and also upon
the testimony given by him upon his own
trial in the United States Court. Mr. Fish
continued : "On May 5th I had no donbt
tbat we could have gotten relief from
other banks bad the government contracts
been true, as I believed them to be. A
refusal to certify Grant & Ward's checks
would have caused rumors which would
have broken them up and then our bank
would be forced down. 1 am now staying
at the Murray Hill Hotel and I believe
the distiict attorney resides there also.
We have had frequent talks together but
not much about tois cue."

A recees for thirty minutes was taken.
AFTER BICESS.

Oa his ridirect examination Fish said:
"I knew of Ward in 1876, and was per-
sonal! acquainted with bim in the sum-
mer of 1877. On January 11, 18S2 I was
associated in business with him in the
firm of Grant A Ward, the latter alone
conducting the business. In January or
February, 18S2, there was a change in the
relations between the Marine Bank and
the firm of Grant & Ward. Mr. Ward
told me that the business of Grant 4 Ward
would be changed so that they would give
up the stock business, and, through the
influence of Gen Grant, Senator Chaffee,
Stephen B. El kins and others, they had
beeu offered government contracts for
corn, hay, feed, etc., and that if Gen. Grant
received the nomination for the Presi-
dency the business would be more lucra-
tive."

Ward's counsel moved to strike out all
about Gen. Grant, "It was my hope,"
said counsel, "that the dead hero's name
would not be dragged into this caaej nj
that he wou.d be allowed tc rest quietly
in his grave."

"I have had enough of that," said Judge
Barrett, "he name you mentioned is
not besmirched at all, but the evidence
given is competent,"

Mr. lisu continued: "While in Cuba,
in February, 1882, 1 teceived a letter from
Ward, stating tbat he had procured Gov-
ernment orders, on wbich be hoped to
make a profit o $150,000, but that he did
not wish it to be known, as it might in-
jure the prospects of the General in secur-
ing his pension, and then he would not
act with the firm. In order to raise money
to fill these orders notes were
made by Grant and Ward and indorsed
by me and discounted at the Marina
bank and other places. Ward told me the
money was used to buy beef, corn, wheat,
etc., with which to supply the govern-
ment with its orders as given. The special
account of Grant & Ward kept at the
bank related only to government accounts,
Ward stating that tbe business would be
so targe that it would be as well not to mix
up tbe moneys received from it with the
gbneral acconnt of the firm. I received a
lettar dated March 6, 1882, from Ward,
btiting that he would need money to sup-
ply tbe government wi'h a large number
of busbela of oa'B for out of town stations."

Other letters were offered that were pub-
lished on tbe trial of tbn witness.

HOSE MISSIONS.

Cloilua Sessions of ftse Wwmen's Board
at rhiladvlphla.

Phil&dklphia, Pa., October 27. The
closing sessions of tbe fourth annual con-
vention of the Grand .board of Managers
of tbe Woman's Home Missionary Society
of the Methodist Episcopal Church were
held At the mornirg session the
president, Mrs. Rutherford ft.

struction in the South. J. H. McCartj ot
Pen Yan, N. Y.t gsv? an account of tbe
mission work among the descendants of

the Montrsamas in O'd and New Mexico.
Mrs. Conegill, the society missionary at
New Orleans, told of the work in the
Crescent City, and Mis Frances E Wit-lar- d,

president of the Woman's National
Christian Temperance Union, spo'e of
the coidial relations existing between tne
union and the society. Miss Quinton,
general secretary of tbe Woman's National
Indian Association, described tbe wietched
condition of the Pawnees in the Indian
Territory, the women of whom are noth-
ing but slaves, being sold as wives to the
highest bidder.

The Corn art tee on Mite Boxes presented
its report, which was accepted. It recom-
mended that "in each conference organ-
ized for home mission work there be ap-
pointed by the president and correspond-
ing secretary an officer to be known as the
'mite box agent,' whose especial duty
shall be to enlist the district officers snd
those of auxiliaries in the matter of dis-
tributing mite boxes freely among tbe
people; also, to order from the chairman
in Cincinnati, in numbers to meet the de-
mand of the field under her superintend-
ence, such officer assuming obligation for
the price of boxes so ordered, not to ex-
ceed five cents each, the district and auxil-
iary officers in torn assuming obligation
to ths conference tgent." The report of
tbe committee on work in Savannah was
read and accepted.

JEWISH DIMM ERS.

Meeting or tbe Association at Baltimore
Intr reeling; froeeedlnaa.

Baltimobs, Md., October 27. The Jew-
ish Ministers' Association of America met
this morning at the residence of the Rev.
Benj. esold. Dr. M. Gastrow cf Phila-
delphia presided.

A resolution was adopted to hold a Men-
delssohn celebration on tbe 4th of January,
1886. Addresses will be delivered on the life
of Mendelssohn in the synagogues on that
day, and on ths following Sabbath the
children will be addressed on the same
subject.

Dr. Mendes introduced a resolution pro-
viding tbat tbe 24th of October be observed
annual y as a Mcntefiore day.

Considerable d scussion was created and
the resolution was finally laid on the table.
Among those who opposed the resolution
was Dr. Szold of Baltimore, who said
that he was not in favor of canonizing any-
body; that the practice had never been
introduced, and that it would be unjust to
tbe illustrious men who were so plenti-
fully strewn through Jewish history. The
meeting then resolved i teif it t i a Com
mittte of the whoiu on the Sund
question. It was decided to form a Jew-
ish School Union under the auspices of
the Jewish Ministers' Association.

A committee is to be appointed to draw
up a constitution for the union and to re-
port the same to tbe neat meeting of the
Ministers' Association, to be held next
April, probably in New York.

THE WALalP TRIAL.

Evidence Showlns the Bad Cbaraater
or the Dead Han

Empokia, Kab., October 27. In the
Walkup esse this moining Dr. Charles
W. Scott of Kansas testified regarding Mr.
Walkup's call upon him in December
last. Witness identified a man present in
tbe court-roo- as tbe one who called with
Walkup. During that visit Walkup de
scribed hi i ill health, and said he had
been using arsenical and mercurial prepa-
rations, tonics and vital stimulants, in-
cluding Fowler's solution.

Nathaniel B. Morton of Vida'ia, La, an
elderly and ckly-looking mao, editor cf
the Sentinel of that place, who was identi-
fied by Dr. Scott as bavin called aiih Mr.
Walkup, corroborated the dector's testi-
mony regarding the inte't'iaw. Witness
also related alleged debaucheries carried
on by Walkup and himself at Kansas City
and elsewhere, at various times in 1S84,
reciting them with evident gusto. He
claimed to have made Walkup'a acquaint-
ance at Kansas City in the winter cf 1883,
to have been consorting with him in
houses of ill repute in that city last De-
cember and April : that he and Walkup,
with two girls, had gone from Dodge City,
Kas., on a jamboree to Kansas City; that
be saw Walkup tike arsenic on the cars,
after leaving Emporia. He said be took
it for a venereal disease; that he saw bi.n
sick on the boat going down from St.
Louis to New Orleans, in December; saw
him in New Orleans in April ; was with
him in Dr. Scott's office in Kansas
City; saw bim take arsenic the last
Sunday in November in a house of ill
repute in Kansas City, and in the parlor
of the Lindell Hotel; saw him take
arsenic three times in all. Tha first he
heard ot tha Walkup cr-s- was by reading
the testimony of Mr. Bililwiu before the
cor-ner- 'j jury, and h at or.ee wrote to
Mrs Walknp that be was with Mr.
Walkup on the boat.

This wi lirg witGess was severely cross-examin- ed

by Mr. Feighan, and he was
almost entirely et a loss to give an account
of himse;f. Except wbat be stated with
greet prsitivenees in it g ird to the thaiac-terofh'- a

ae- cia'ious i;h Mr. Walkup,
he failed to give eny account of his where-
abouts and for to rears past.

Other vvitneffes also testified to Walk-up'- s

general bad charrcter.
