In the early French settlement of this
country, es early as 1718, New Urleans
was selected by Bienviile, eommissioner,
us the capiial and intended future me-
tropolis of all the French poseessions here,
including all this conotry—Arkansas aod
Missouri as well, and more. This selec-
tion was hastily made, and was not ap-
proved by the Supreme Council of the
colony, because the location of New Or-
leans was mnot cousidered a port the moet
advantageous for commereial purposes,
and as being & point too far irom the cen-
ter of the great valley. Burveys remarks-
bly correct were made of all the import-
ant and favorable poinis on the Missis-
eippi. Hubert, commisaary-general of the
colony, with many others, two or three
vears after the loeation of New Orleans,
made strenucns efforts to have the chief
city located at Natchez, It wasthought
th:s place was as good a port as New Or-
leans, was free from overflow, combived
all the advantages of sald c¢ity, and
was much suoperior to it, both as a
commercial and agricuitural center. It bas
been congidirad from then until now, by
those who have reflected well, that Natches
would have been by far the better location.
Memphis is not very iar {rom this place.
The Chickasaw blofl, then a wilderness,
and where Memphis now is, was then one
of the pointa spoken of as befog eligible
for the chief city. So it is thought by
many now that Memphis at po distant
day will be the great central metropolis ol
the Misasissippl Valley, includiog all which
this valley expresses, So many consider-
ations recommend it for such great lature
entrepol, In the heart of the richest agri-
enitnral distriet in the world, elevated,
healthy, pictareeque, surrounded by the
richest alluvions marls, clays, coal, and
oflering the nearest approsches to the high
landa east, north and west—1 mean the
coal-fields of Alsbama as being contiguous
to Memphis under our present speedy rail-
road systams—it is not too far from the
Gu!f, Ttis near enough for all commer-
cial purposes.
