The Proposed Plan of Improvement

Wasmscron, November 2.—The report
of the Mississippi River Commission, cov-
ering its operations from October 1, 1884,
to the end of the fiscal year (June 30) is
made pablic. The works at various points
are briefly described in general terms in
the report pmref, and the detailed reports
Réthe officers in charge of the work are

ded &8s appendie & The commiesion
cites the acts of Congress nander which it
acts and quotes from itz own previouns re-
poris statements of its plans and pu z
which it comments upon. The plan, it
says, contemplates the closing of outlets,
both lower river outlets and crevasses, the
concentration of the waterway of Lthe river
where the widths are éxcessive and the
navigation bad,and the thiaintenance of the
banks. In the execution of the plan thus
briefly ontlined, and in strict accordavce
with 118 orlginai iatent, and for no other
objzet or purpose, the money appropriated
by Cobgress has been expended, The to-
tal cost of bank revelment between Cairo
and Vicksburg up to June 30, 1885, has
been $£2,240,000, and of works for contract-
ing the channel 3250 000. A very comsi-
erable portion of the sam expended for
bank revetment was designed to give pro-
tection to certain cities, sites and harhos,

lorm depth or any veiy near approach to
it i practically esttainable npon the Mis-
sissippi or upon any large silt bearing
slreawms fowing throngh an allnvial bed
and having & difference of forty-five to
fitty feet bestween its high sad low water
steges. In its low slage the obstructed
portions of the river presett a series of
shallow crossings, or where the width is
excessive and which there is frequently
only about six feet depth of water alter-
nating with coneave bends where there
are depths of eighty-five feet, and in some
cases ninety to ninety-five feet and up-
warda.

Astor and Gens. Shaler, Cochrane, Slocurn,
Bank®, DMbyoiincux, Cartelin, Sweyne,
Graham and Wainwright. George Wash-
ington Post, G. A. R, of which the de-
cessed was a member, was erlso present.
The church was without decorations or
emblems of moarning save & few flowers
at the altar. The services were of the
simplest deseriplion, not occopying half
an hour. “Jesu=, lover of my soul,” and
40 mother, dear Jernsalem,” two of the
hymns which Gen. McU.ellan bast likad,
wera sung, efter which prayers were
offered by the Rev. Dir, .I'.xrk!mn,t..asd the
filteenth chapter of First Corinthians was
read by the Reyv. Dy Whittaker. The
final ritea were conducted in the simplest
manner. When the servicis were ended
the undertaker's assistants placed the
coffin on their ghoulders and marched
slowly down the msin sitle lo the door,
The congregation remained standing un il
the pall-besrers and the membes of the
bereaved family had leit the budding.

Qutside the chnreh the street was lined
with people, The police maintained gpood
order, The famiiy, the delegation of
neighibors from Orange and the committes
of the Loyal Legion took carrisges and
were driven to the Pennsylvania railroad
depot, where a special irain etood waiticg
ta receive the party. The train steamed
out of the depot for T'renton at nocn,where
the burial will take plsce.

LYANSYILLE BOND CASES.

An 'mporianct Huling in the Federnl
Court at Indianapolis,

Ispraxaronis, Isp, Novamber 2,—In
the Fedsral Comt this afterncon Judge
Wood gave an important ruling in the
Evanaville bond cages, which have excited
general gt‘ention on scecunt of tho aliega-
tion that the city of Evansville was trying
to repudiate ber just indebiedness, Al
varions times dariog the last fifleen years
the city isened bonds to aid in the baild-
irg of railroeds, wharves and other lm.
provements snd also redemption bonds,
the total amsunl of them all being abont
$1,500,000, which, in sddi'ion to the ac-
erned interest, pow amounts to shont
$1,500,000. The interest was paid regularly
for ten years, up to 1883, when further
payment was refused end suit brooght to
enforce it. There were threa cases in_all.
Aungustus D. Post aund the Portland Sav-
ings Bank, whoee bonds were issued onter
similar circumstances and conditions each
brought enit, as did also Wm. H. Monlton,
who holds $600,000 of the bonds issued
faor subscriptiona to the stock of the
Evansville, Henderson and Nashville and
the Evansville, Cairo and Padocah rail-
roads. Payment was resisted on tle
ground, first, that the ralway company
was =@ foreign corporation: second, tha:
the road did not touch Evaneville, and
third, that the subscription was nofmade
in aceordance with jthe law—that is npon
the petition of the resident freeholders.
The judgs overruled ail thess points and
d-ecmjed against the city. In the Post and
Ssvings Bank cases, in which the right to
jesne redemplion bonds is qunestioned, the
Court holds that the city has such a right,
and sustains the demurrer to the answer
to the conplaint The amonnt involved
in the Post case is about §175,000, snd in
the other $000,000.
