The Cincinnati Maadauina Cases.
Cincinnati, November 5. The Circuit

Court room was crowded for nearly an
hour this morning awaiting the ap
pearance ot the ludges to render
their decision in the election man
damus rase. When tne court ap
peared there was the closest attention to
everv word ottered. Judge Ccx read the
decision. He said it was a petition for
mandamus, filed by Amzie McOill for him-
self and three other candidates for election
as State Senators, averring that the

board was proceeding to do its
work illegally, and asking the court to
cooipel it to count the returns according
to law and ti issue certificates to them in-
stead of to the Democratic candidates. To
this the dejendants had tiled a motion to
strike out the material averments of the
petition as irrevelent and insufficient to
support the demand in the petition. In
tbe argument this motion had been treated
as a demurrer, and the defense claimed
that mandamus was not the proper
remedy because the canvassing board's
duty was not ministerial, but quite judi-
cial, and becau the proper remedy was
by contest before the sens' j.-- The court
held otherwise; that this court could
direct the canvassing board by mandamus,
and that mandamus was the proper
remedy.

The distinction made by Judge Buch-walt- er

was followed by this court by de-
claring that this is not a contest for the
office, but for the certificate, wbich cannot
be given by the Senate, and which has
a value distinct from the l ftice itself. The
court then considered in detail the aver-
ments which the defense asked to have
stricken oat, and overruled tbe motion in
all cases except one, where tbe allegations
were as to irregularities in counting the
vote. In the progress of tbe decision the

court stated that it had the right to direct
the clerk to omit from his canvass returns
which did not comply With the mandatory
provisions of the law. Among these were
that the returns should be delivered to
the clerk in the manner and within the
time named in the law, and that the num-
ber of votes shall not exceed the number
of names on the poll-boo-

The defense asked nntil to
enable them to decide what further steps
they shall take. It is understood they
will appeal to the Supreme Court.

First Annual Report of the Governor
of Alaska on the Condition of

A flairs

In thut Country The Gold Deposits on

DogIas8 Island Represented to
be Truly

Phenomenal, and the Outlook Most

Promising The Demand of the
People for Education.

Swineford of Alaska has made bis first an-

nual report to the Secretary of the Interior
on the condition of affairs in that district
He arrived at Sitka September 19th, and
was cordiallv received, save by a very few
persons who, in the language of the Gov-
ernor, preferred the old order of affairs,
nnder which, presumably, they had per-
suaded themselves to believe they might
individually profit much more largely at
the expense of the general government
than nnder the new. None of the appro
priations made for the support of the civil,
government or for spec' lie purposes appear
to have reached the Treasurer.
Consequently, he has no record of the dis-

bursements; all of which, with a few ex-
ceptions, the Governor says, were made
by tht; collector of customs. An

Increased appropriation for schools
asked. The children are said to mani

fest more than the average aptitude in
Btndy, and the adults are especially anx
ious for the establishment ot
schools.. Reference is made to the disagree-
ment between tbe general agent of the
Bcbools and the people of Sitka, including
the late officials of tbe civil government,
but the Governor says he has not been in
the Territory long enough to decide tbe
merits of the case impartially; still he
feels, constrained to .say that the general
agent, notwithstanding his recognized
ability, is exceedingly unpopular (whether
justly so or otherwise he is not prepared
to say) with the people, whose

is essential to the success of the
schools. A careful estimate of the popula
tion of Southeastern Alaska places tbe
number of whites at 1900 and natives at

000.
THE NATIVE ALASKANS

are said to be educated to some extent in
the elementary branches, and to be mem
bers of tbe Greek, Presbyterian and Cath-
olic Churches. They are not Indians, and
differ in appearance, habits, language and
in otber respects from the Indians of tbe
United States. The Governor dwells at
length neon the great natural resources ot
Alaska, and severely arraigns those gov-
ernment agents who bave represented tbe
country ,as inclement to a degree that pre-
cludes 'the cultivation of crops or
the keeping of domestic animals.
Nowhere, he says, in his home
travels, from Lake Superior to the
Gulf of Mexico, has he seen a more lux
uriant vegetation than in Southeastern
Alaska. The hardier vf c?tahleH all erow
to maturity snd to enormous siza, and the
cattle are sleek and in tbe best possible
condition.

THE GOLD MINES
on Douglass Island, opposite Juneau, are
in full operation. The deposit is repre-
sented to be truly phenomenal, and the
Governor says the mine promises to figure
more largely in tbe mining history of the
world than any ether on record. The
curing and canning of cod and salmon has
assumed large proportions, although the
bnsinesp has not yet been largely remun-
erative by reason of the sharp competition
ot the ucfumbia river fisheries.

The Indian police system is highly com
mended. Attention is also directed to the
needs of tbe Territory in the matter of
mail facilities, etc.

The law prohibitins liquor traffic is said
to have been disregarded. Defects in tbe
laws governing the Territorial organization
are discpssed at lencth.

Deeree of the Plenary Council
Which Is Anxiously Awaited.

New York. November 5. The arch
bishops and bishops of the Catholic
churches of the United States at the close
of the third Plenary Council held at Bal
iiniore in December, twi, issued a pas-
toral letter to the clergy and laity of their
charges. The pastoral letter, as usual,
contained a nummary of the decrees on
mlea passed by the council, and when
published one parairaph attracted consid
erable attention. J t read aa follows :

There is one way of profaning tho Lord's dar
wliich is so itrolifie of evil result that wti rnn- -
sidered it our duty to utter aff.inpt it a special
condemnation. Tais is the practice of sailing
beer r other liauors on hunday, or of frequent- -

places wuere tbey are sold. Ibis practice
Hs mora thnn anv nthar tn turn th. Hav af tha

.Lord into a d.y of dissipation, to use it as an oc
casion lor breeding intemperance, w bile we
hone that Sunday laws on this ooint will not be re
laxed tiut even more rigid y en'oroed. weimplore
all uainoucs. ior tne luve 01 trod und country
nevor lo uiKepari in sucn tramc. nor to counten-
nancs or patronize it ; and we not only direct the
attention of alt pastors to the repression of ibis
abu e. but we also call upon them to induce all of
their flocks that may be engaged in the sale of
liiiuors to abandon as soon as they can the dan-
gerous traffic and to embrace s more becoming
way ot making a tiving.

rhis straightforward admonition from
the Bishop placed tbe liquor tre flic in a
new light in its relation to the Catholic
ChurcD. Up to this time it had been the
general imprea-io- u among thote who were
not memDersol tne enured, tuat wnuesne
did not in any way encourage the liqnor
trallic, she was not directly opposed tu it.
When the pastoral letter appeared, how
ever, it became evident that tbe
Catholic Church in the United
Siatea had resolved to declare itself
opposed to intemperance and the grog-
shops. There were some who shrugced
their shoulders when they read the above
paragraph, and declared that they did not
believe it would have any perceptible ef-

fect upon the liquor-sellin-g members of
the church. The matter has not been so
thoroughly brought out before the several
congregations by the priests as it will be
should the decrees which were forwarded
to Rome be returned with the indorse-
ment of the Pope. As is al-

ways customary, the decrees adopted
by the last Plenary Council were
forwarded to Borne ; the Eev. Dr. O'Con-ne- ll

rector of the American College and
procurator for the Archbishop of Balti-
more, acting as messenger and ambassa-
dor. On his arrival at tbe K'ernal City
the decrees were delivered into the hands
of Cardinal Simeoni, prefect of the Propa-
ganda, by whom the decrees were handed
over to the congregation of the Propa-
ganda, a body of caidina's, and the Ola-gian- s,

who examined tbem carefully. The
congregation of the Propaganda submitted
a report upon the decrees to the
Holy See. The Rev. Dr. O'Connell, who
has been absent nearly a year, is now on
his year, is now on his way back to tbe
United States with these decrees, wbich
bave been duly examined and passed
upon by the Holy See. There is now
much speculation in ecclesiastical circles
as to the manner in which the decrees re-
lating to the liquor traffic were received
by the Pope. If the Pope has given it
bis approval and indorsement, it is ex-
pected there will soon be inaugurated in
this country crusade against the liquor
business cf an exceedingly fffective char- -
acter. The organization ol tne uatnolic
Church ia such, a distinguished clergy-
man eaid that it can, with the as-

sistance of the Pope, do more to cripple
the business of the grog-sho- p than any
otber religious body. Dr. O'Connell
is expected to arrive at Baltimore within
a few days. The decrees will then be
published, and the priests and bishops
and lavmen will then be able to know
the attitude of the church to the liquor
traffic. Archbishop Comgan last evening
said that it would not be politic for bim to
aav anvthine whatever concerning the de
crees. He did not know what action had
been taken by the Holy See in regard to
