of the New Orleans Board of Health,
has iflBuod a pamphlet in reply to Dr. Bell
that brings out matter of interest to all
commercial cities in the Mississippi Val-

ley, from its i elation to health and com-

merce. Discussion upon each subjects is
vsaally dreary reading, bnt not in the c

of "A Reply to a Letter Entitled 'Dr. Jos-
eph Holt and Steam as Disinfectant.' "
Dr. Holt's lively wit, ingenuous avowals
and indomitable good humor give a charm
to his style that is thoroughly enjoyable.
He avows that "There are some sinners in
this world, and cf them I em the chief,
who just glory in a row." The row in the
present case was caused by Dr. Bell's ad-

vocacy of marine eanitation by steam,
which was conveyed in a tone of con-

temptuous ridicule, and Dr. Holt says cf
that tone, "No incentive lends such zest
in a fight," yet his respect for
Dr. Bell will not allow him
to remain in permanent hostility
toward him. Turning to the matter in
hand, Dr. Holt declares that "steam can-
not be applied as an effectual disinfecting
agent in ships." Steam can disinfect
ships, but ia not fitted to do so. It blisters
paint, melts the glue of furniture, requires
the ship to be unloaded, boils the coffee,

oaks the sugar, boils the codfish, and
plays general havoc at great cost and long
delay. Dr. Holt therefore applies to in-

fected shipping in quarantine sulphurous
acid gas and the solution of bichloride of
mercury, which are not irjuriooo and are
applicable in all cases. In a second ai ti-

de the effect of unnecessarily extended
and unscientific quarantine as a quencher
to commerce is exhibited. The best rule
here, we suggest to Dr. Holt, is, "don't
have need for quarantine." Keep your
city clean, it will cost less than to have
filth and ill odors. A city that will not
keep off epidemic that is preventable es

to lose its commerce, and New Or-

leans' skirts are not clear. It is desirable
that quarantine, if possible, be so applied
as not to obstruct commerce, but when the
question is "human life or commerce,"
commerce must go to the wall. New Or-

leans must effectually sanitate or remain
in a depression that is often laid to the
war, but is mainly due to high port
charges and yellow-feve- r.

KUS9I A FOR BieH LICENSE.
The prohibition system of temperancs

works so ill, because it does not carry the
sentiment of the community with it, thet
the high license system is gradually but
steadily growing into favor in preference
to it The latter has given a degree of
satisfaction where tried not obtained by
the other plan. On some paits of the
continent of Europe where it was adopted
before we had thought of the plan for this
country, it has been found a powerful dis-
couragement of intemperance. So clear
are its advantages that even

Russia has just adopted a new excise
law of which it is a main feature. The
new law closes all saloons, amounting to
S0;0, where the retailing of intoxicating
liquor is the only business carried on.
Licenses fir such sale will be granted only
to hotels and restaurants, the number of
these licenses will be limited, and the
fee for them high. The Russian govern
msnt, in iesuing this new regulation, says
with much good sense: While experience
proves that legislative measures will not
put an end to intemperance, it does prove
that it can do much to diminish the evil
and to contribute to the moral advance of
the people. Among ourselves, if the num
ber of licenses granted were few, and the
amount paid for them what lViaor dealers
would offer at pub.ic auction, there would
be an amount of practical gxid done far
beyond what "prohibition that does not
prohibit" has ever done.

INJUSTICE TO WOMEN.
There are things done every day in

public business that are so absurd, so ut-

terly contradictory to all common sense,
that i( it was proposed to extend the same
practices to other things beikla those
with which cere stnpid custom has con-
nected them, we fhould laogh at
the folly and denounce the stupidity that
broached propositions so utterly Eeneeless.
Take the pay of women teachers, for in-

stance, as compared with that of men.
The New York Board of Education bail
been revieicg the teachers' salaries, and
among other things pi res to women teach-
ers 1500 a year for leaching a ceitain
grade. For leitjrming ihs same uutics
the male teachers a-- to receive $'.K0 a
year. This sort of it justice and wrong-heade-d

discrimination is not cibuued
to teachers women in other de-
partments are subject ta the same
outrage, for outrage it is. What should
we think if the buyer of a chair refused
to give the regular price for it because not

man, but a woman, had put in the cane
back and seat ? How ehou'd we regard a
buyer at our Co'.ton Exchange who should
refuse to tiva the S3ins price for cotton
picked by womsu that lie wts willing to
give wheu picked by rm n? Yet such dis-

crimination woi 1J be no more absurd than
to refuse for any other service of the same
quality and amend tbe Sixe price. Such
a difference as the New York board mak-- s

is an absurdity and a wrong. When will
mankind get better brains?

It fABXISHT ON TUB MISSISSIPPI.
The hostility of tbe Eist to the work of

improving the Mississippi river is s'eep-lns- a

and untiring. This hostility comes
partly from railroads, that fear a check
upon extortion, much of it trora a mis-
taken fear that a navigable Mississippi at
all seasons will diminish Eastern com-
merce; but principally it arises from a
desire to monopolize for Eastern schemes
the money Congress appropriates for na-

tional improvement, or as much of that
money as g will spare. The New
York Star has just turned its accumula-
tion of venom upon the Mississippi Com-
missioners and their work. The Missis-
sippi river has great peculiarities. The
laws governing its fluctuations and
changes of depth and direction wire
never understood until Eda made known
the relations between the width i f the
stream, its rate of fl w, and its depth.
The application of these laws was at
first experimental, necessarily, and, as
experiment cannot be carried out
with unvarying success until the
knowledge sought from experiment
ia gained there must, at first, be failures
as well as triutrphs. Tbe .star says the
experiments are costly ; so are the experi-
ments by which we have secured elec-
trical lightning; and the present striving
after a mode of running electric railroad
cars is expensive, but when the end to be
secured is worth the expense that expense
mult be incurred. Tbe Star objects to the
commission that since it began to work
there have been more ovei flows and more
destructive ones than at any tituiUr period
previously. As the commission did not
manufacture any of the calamities, and as
the floods were the result of causes exist-

ing before the commission was created, it
is clear that there was strong need of their
experiments and their work, for if the
fijods were increasing in number and
violence, the need of improving the river
had increased in proportion, and the
commission was organized at the very
time its services had become more than
ever before necessity. The narrow
spirit New York is manifesting in this
matter is not to its credit. The West and
Southwest do not act with tioiilar petty
selfishness toward its Hell Gate and other
loprovements.

CUT DOWN IN MID-RIVE-

La wrbnci bcrq, Ind, November 0. Be-

tween 2 and 3 o'clock this morning the
steamers James W. Giff and Mountain
Girl collided at Split Rock, two miles from
Aurora, sinking the lattsr, and carrying
d iwn to a watery grave seven men and
between thirty end forty horses. The
Mountain Girl was leased by a poition of
the John Robinson ' show, traveling as a
cheap-price- d circus and variety concern.
It was exhibited at Lawrenceburg last
night, and was on its way to Rising Sun
when the disaster occurr d. All the
drowned men, with the exception of a
young man named Harrel, of Lawrence-
burg, were connected with the show.

Details of the Disaster.
Cincinnati, O., November 6. The col-liai-

between the steamer James VV. Gaff,
eu route from Memphis to Cincinnati, and
the steamer Mountain Girl, going down
the river to Vevay, Ind., happened at 1
o'clock this morning aoout a mile below
Loughery Ieland, eeventeen or eighteen
miles bilow Lawrenceburg, Ind. The
Mountain Girl was chartered to convey a
circus exhibition along tbe r.ver, and had
left Lawrenceburg with its people, horses
and circus property after 11 o'clock. Its
next appointment was at Vevay or Rising
Sun. The show was in the name of Hol-
land & McMahon. Capt. J. L. Thompson,
who was in command I the Mountain
Gir', was at the wheel when the boat start-
ed down the river. He tells the etory of
the accident iu this way :

capt. Thompson's statiment.
I s arted out to pilot the boat myeelf but

I was sick, having a kidney affection, and
could not stand at the wheel. The mate,
whose came is Smith, took my p ace and
I sat iu tbe pilot-hous- e with him. We
had no trouble, as the water was ample,
rnd Smith handled the boat a'l right. X

heard the GftT whistle to pass tt the left,
which would put us on the Kentucky side
of hfT in passing, and I noticed that
Smith acswered properly. I got np and
looked and found the tnats were about to
pass all right. I sat down again, when I
was astounded to bear three shrill blasts
from the Gaff, which meant imminent
danger. I sprang to the wheel and found
that the Mountain Girl was apparently
trying to pa$s over to the Indiana or right
side of the channel and the Gaff was com-
ing full head Fgiinst her. I did my be3t
to 3tcp tbe engines, and did get two or
tbree revolutions cf the wheel for back-
ing, when the blow came. Tbe Gaff's bow
struck as in front of the boilers about
thirty feet from our bow, and the crash
broke in our hull so that we immediately
took water. I turned the boat's head to-
ward the Iodiaca shore and went as far as
I could, but we sink in twelve feet water.
This brought the water about a foot
above the cabin floor. The Gaff
immediately came alongside and,
so far as I know, everybody was taken off
an 1 put on the Gaff. I don't bolieve any-
body was drowned. There was no occa-
sion for drowning unless they jumped
overboard outright. I think the two men
missing are stilt with the Mountain Girl.
I did not speak to Smith to ask him how
the boat got turned across the Gaff's bow."

the gaff
arrived here this morning with the men
and women belonging to the circus. The
nutnber is between thirty and forty. Two
are said to be missing, the canvas man
and lampl'ghter, but nobody can tell
whether they were drowned or were left
in the contusion aboard the Mountain
Girl. The circus men lost ten valuable
trained horse?, and a number of snakes.
Their circus property is nearly all left on
the boat, where it will be injured by
water. Many of the people arrived here
this morning withont bats or shoee, and
others without other articles of clothing.
The Mountain Girl .was a email np river
steamer, built for the Big bandy trade,
and was owned by the Big Sandy Packet
Company. Sne was valued at from $5C00 to

siHX. It is thought she can easily be
raised.

TWO HEN DROWNED.

that John KiDg of Cincinnati and Richard
Html of Lawrenceburg were drowned.
Some of the men say they saw King in
the water.

Petty Malice of Removed Fonr.h.flass

Postmasters.
Washington, November 6. The Post-offic- e

Department has received letters from
all paitj of tho country which indicate
that many of the fourth-clas- s postmasters
who have been removed are endeavoring
in all possible ways to reduce the salaries
of their successors. Their method has
been to purchase Etimpa in large quanti-
ties and sell them to their former patreni
at a bargain, depositing the letters them-
selves in tbe postal car. In cilices where
the annual salary is regulated by tbe
amount of business transacted such an
operation has a very serious effect. One
postmaster in a Western State baa bad the
income of his office cut down $300 by
what, he reports to the department, as the
malice of his predecessor. Many of these
outgoing pott masters have kept within
tbe Btrict letter of the law, but some have
violated the law, and the department pro-
poses to prrsecute them. Prosecution in
a number of cases will at once be ordered.
The story seems improbable, but it is
given as a fact. It is stated at the Post-offi-

Department that a number of fouith-clae- s
postmasters have received their ap-

pointments upon forged indorsements. A
special inspector is to be assigned to the
investigation of these cases.

The Carson Mint.
Washington, November 6. On the re-

commendation of Dr. Kimball, Director of
the Mint, Secretary Manning has author-i- z

d the suspension of a:l operations at the
mint at Carson, Nev. Since the suspen-
sion of coinage of the standard silver
dollar at Carson, last June, this mint has
been conducted as an assay cllicd. The
deposits, however, have been insignifi-
cant during the last few months. Tbe
reason assigned by Director Kimball for
the present action is that the "yield of
tbe mining industry once centering at Car-
son, is now practically reduced to nothing,
so that whatever reason there once was
for the existence of the Carson mint,
is no longer in forre."

Complaln's ABalnst Hasen.
Washington, November 6. Congress-

man Butterworth and Mr. Henry Wise
Garnett, a lawyer of this city, who were
employed as counsel for the Signal Service
men recently tried by court-marti- at
Fort Myer, called upon the Secretary of
War this morning and eubmitted to him a
complaint in writing of the conduct of tbe
trial and the action of the conrt. They
asked that the matter be clfijially in-
vest gUed.
Progress of the New Public Buildings.

Washington, November 6 Col. Tbcs.
Casey, United States Engineer, in his re-

port to the Secretary of War upon the
progress of work npon the State, War and
Navy Departments buildings, says that
during the present year he expected to
complete all the masonry of the west and
central wiogi (which alone remain incom-
plete), and that much of the interior work
of these wings will be finished. With
seasonable and sufficient appropriation, be
SJiys, the building may be entirely finished
in about two years. It is a thoroughly
fire-pro- building, and will furnish when
computed a safe depository f jr the valua-
ble recoidi of the War Department, now
in an unsafe building. He asks an appro-
priation of $500,000 for the next fiscal
year. The total amount required to finish
the buildings is $783 793.

Comptroller Kayaard's Report.
Washington, November 6. The report

of Second Comptroller Maynard shows
that during the fiscal year ended October
3Jtb 37,150 claims and account! were ex-
amined and settled, amounting to $120,-137,14- 8.

The number examined and set-
tled during the previous fiscal year wai
27,780, and the amount $102.o50,412, being
an increase of 33 per cent, in the number
of claims and accounts examined and set-
tled during the Ducal year just ended,
while the average increase of clerical force
was cne and two-third- s clerks. The
Comptroller states that the work of the
accounting officers is greatly embarrassed
because of tbe presentation of old S:ate
demands and the difficulty of determining
the truth in regard to the transactions out
of which they arose, and suggests the
enactment of a statute imposing a reason-
able limitation of time within which all
claims, either in f vor or against the gov-
ernment, should be presented to the

officers. This would, he says,
facilitate the transaction of public busi-
ness and promote the ends of justice.

THE TRUNK . LINES.

A Cast-iro- n Agreemeat Entered Into by
Tthich It Is Proposed to Prac-

tically

Control the Entire Railroad BaMaess of
the Country Fall Details or

the Plan.

Heavy Penalties Provided for Any Vio-

lation of tbe Compact by Any of
the Boads.

Naw York, November 6. The Timet
this morning has the full details of the
proposed contract of the new trunk line
plan. The plan contemplates practically
a central bidy which shall have control. of
the administration ot the railway business
throughout the United States, provision
being made in the committees to be formed
with power to enforce their decrees, for a
representation of each cf the eight trunk
lines. The presidents will constitute a
committee with authority to select an
arbitrator and commissioner. This com-
mittee will settle only broad questions of
policy, the details being le ft to other com-
mittees. The commissioner, who will be
chairman of the president's committee,
will have the naming of the Trunk Line
Executive Committee, which will consist
of the This joint Execu-
tive Committee will aDDoint a Freight and
Passenger Committee, which will be made
np of the traffic managers or general freight
and passenger agents. The commissioners
irom the will selec a
chairman, and to these will be given au-
thority to act as commissioners, one for
freight business and a second for passenger
traffic JNo one will be appointed to a po-
sition either upon tbe passenger tr freight
committee who has not full authority in
his own company over the department
which he represents in the committee.
Prompt action is provided for on any sub
ject that may be broogbt to tne attention
of the committees.

C3MMISSIOKKB PINK
will probably be selected as arbitrator,
and the chairman of the passenger and
freight pools will also probably act as arbi
trators, besides acting as chairmen of their
respective committees. Whenever any
complaint cf a breach of the contract for
the strict maintenance of rates is made
tbe committee of tbe department affected
will be convened at once. Should the
representative t f any company be absent

j the chairman may act in his place, and
wnatever action is taken shall remain in
force until such company shall be present
by its authorized agent. The arbitrators
selected shall devote all their time to the
work of the commission, and in case cf
disagreement on the part of their re-
spective committees they are authorized,
upon an agreed statement oi fact?, to arbi-
trate at once, their decision remaining in
force until a reversal by a higher commit-
tee. Tbe Executive Committee will there-
fore have no cause for action except on
such matters as may be outside of tbe
question t f tariffs and division of traffic,
except npon appeals from the acticn of
the Freight or Passenger Committees, and
the President's Committee will not have
any special business, except over such
questions as the Executive Committee fail
to agree upon, and the action

or ihe subordinate abbitratoks
is appealed from. All this provides for
carrying matters np to the highest author-
ity, the arbitrator himself, but the action
of tbe majority is to stand in every caf e
until reversed by the higher authority.
Each of he trunk lines is made responsi-
ble for the acts of its western connections,
the New York Central being held for what-
ever infringement of the contract may
be traced to the Lake Shore. The Michi-
gan Central, the Canada Southern or tbe
Nickel-Plat- e, and the Pennsylvaciiforthe
Fort Wayne, the Chicago, St. Louis and
Pittsburg and the Pittsburg, Cincinnati
and St, Louis, and so on. All roads con-
necting with the trunk lines and their con-
trolled roads are classed as aftilia'ed roads.

: and are entitled to representation in the
joint committee, which is made up of rep-
resentatives of these roads and of the mem-Der- s

of the trunk line Executive Commit-
tee. This committee will have authority
over the classification of goods, the fixing
of through rates, and will appoint special
committees on certain classes f goods,
such as cotton, tobacco, or any through
freight which is carried over long routes
and a nnmberof lines. In cased a failure
cf the joint committee to agree npon any
queatioD, the appeal shall be to tbe Exec-
utive Committee, thus holding the con-
necting lines to whom cutting is usually
traced entirely at the

MERCY CF THE TBUKK LINE.
The contract was drawn up by Commis-

sioner Fink, aid frequent reference is
made all through it that it is to be ob-
served in spirit as well as in letter, the
primary object being to provide for uni-
form and regulated rates on business pass-
ing over the trunk lines and affiliated
roada. Rebates of any kind, term con-
tracts, special rates, agreements or given
amounts of freight and all subterfuges by
which the spirit of the union may be vio-
lated are forbidden, and the transfer of
cars and use of through bills of lading or
the making of through rates with any
road refusing to be bound by the trunk
line agreement are also prohibited. The
business to be governed by this contract
is, first, east-boun- d dead freight and live
stock coming from, or beyond the
western termini of the trunk lines; sec-
ond, west-boun- d freight from the seaboard
cities to the western termini of the trunk
lines; third, competitive passenger traffic
of the first and second class and emigrant
trtftic Eich party ti the contract is to
deposit a stated sum with the commir-sione- r,

from which shall be deducted suth
fines as he may impose for violations of j

the agreement when proved, and tbe j

mernod ot detection ana conviction is
fixed.

Later. The Trunk Line Committee has
signed the new pooling agreement at Com-
missioner Fink's office. After the Agree-
ment has been signed by tbe cfficials of
the Western roads the new pooling ar-
rangement will go into effect.
