The most favorable sign as to the

7reent and future prosperity of the
United States is the rapidity and prompt-
itude with which the national debt is
being extinguished. While other nations
are financially embarrassed, struggling to
maintain their public debt, the United
States government promptly meets its
engagements, and has a surplus in the
Treasury of $10(1,000,000. There was a de-

crease in the national debt in October of
over $13,000,000, making a total reduction
in the last four months of nearly $38,000,-0!)- 0.

001. Over 4,000,000 silver dollars were
put in circulation in October, showing

universal activity iu business, or else
great cnercy on the part of the govern-

ment. The cash balance of the govern-

ment is gradually rising. At the end of
October it stood at about j7,ihm,HM, an

increase in a month of nearly 3.0HI,(MKI.

During the month there was an increase,

as compared with the previous Octo-

ber, of about $l,iHHl,ll:H) in customs re-

ceipts, and of about 2,0 HI.OOO in internal
revenue, the latter being attributed to
the large withdrawals of whisky from

bond for consumption. If Secretary Man

mane people arc opposed to indiscriminate
charity because it increase the hordts
of lusty besrgars, pauperism and idle new,
until they become a plaguo to the com-
munity. The mission of tho Women's
Exchange is n it to sccrv'h out auj re-

lieve do titats women, but t famish a
market for the si!e of the produc's of
woman's labor. It is n imply an effort to

oien all the avenues for the employment
of women. Few people now concur iu
the old degrading belief that woaicn are
lit for nothing except to dress litllo girls
and spaDk little boys. But women aro
pressing to the front in every walk in life.
The wreck of fortunes has been a
great lcvcler, and women of the South
have beep forced to cugage in the rough-aud-tuuib-

pursuit for bread, and year
by year the number of working womcu
increases and the rango ot things she can
do grows wider. There are numerous
avenues open for women to cam a liveli
hood, which but a few years ago were
only open to men; but there are stilt nu
merous employments filled by men for
which women arc better suited, and for
which they ought to be ffivea a prefer
ence. If women were made more indc

ndent, if they were given a fair, square
show in the struggle of life, Uie opportu
nities men have for eupporting thorn
selves, and receive lor the same lalior
the same compensation, their condition
would be greatly ameliorated. The
Women's Exchange is a move in
the right direction. There will be
no suffering among the laboring
women of Memphis so long as they
can find a market for the salt; of
the products of their labor, and the
Women's Exchange proposes to furnish
the needed market. Every dollar given
to this organization is given 10 aid some

struggling woman to dispose of the
products of houest toil. It deserves the
cordial support of the community. The
Committee on Finance will make a
thorough canvass of the city, and it is
hoped their labors will be eminently suc
cessful.

BOTCOITlXa AS A KEIICUT.
When bad men conspire to accomplish

wrong and injustice good men combine
for protection, and when capital unites
to oppress labor it is not surprising that
oppressed millions should combine to pre-
vent starvation. The position of the New
York Tribune toward the Typograph
ical Union, lost Davenport several thou-
sand, votes in the election on Tnesdav
ast. The labor unions espoused the cause

of the printers and refused to support a
candidate championed by a millionaire
who had no sympathy with the laboring
classes and who wasat'war with the labor
unions. The boycotting process has lost
the Tribune thousands of dollars, as the
immense mass of people who constitute
the labor unions not only refuse to pat
ronize the Tribune, but every branch of
business that advertises in its columns.
People denounce boycotting as though it
were something new, when in fact it is
older than the government and has been
practiced in all ages. Boycotting was the
first gun of the American revolution, fired
in New York and Philadelphia ten years
before the adoption of the Declaration
of Independence. The Boston tea party
was composed of earnest boycotters, and
George Washington advocated boycot
ting when he said: "If England will not
listen to reason, let us starve her mer-
chants and close her factories." Thus it

ill be seen that Washington was the
first boycotter during the Revolution,
and during the late war between the
States the Federals boycotted the rebels
by starving them into submission.
Twenty years ago the business men in
the South who opposed the enfran
chisement of tbe people
while enfranchising the negroes and
using them to rob the whites and enrich
themselves, were boycotted by the in-

sulted and disfranchised rebels and their
sympathizers. Hundreds ef Republican
newspapers started in the South have
been boycotted to death. Boycotting is
nothing new. Nations, races and tribes
have been boycotting each other for
thousands of years, and will continue to
do so to the end of time. Ireland has been
boycotted by England for 701.) years, and
because the Irish have engaged in the
same business they arc called outlaws.
Boycotting is not unlawful. It is simply
a refusal of the unions to patronize their
enemies. Financiers seek to control the
market in which their money is in-

vested. Workingnien have an equal
right to attempt to control the market in
which their labor is employed. They
seek to do this through trade unions
just as bankers and manufacturers have
associations in which to protect their in
terests. Capitalists seek to control legis
lation; they secure the passage of cor-

rupt laws; they scheme for government
bounties; they extort subsidies from the
people, and all this is considered fair and
legitimate. But this same class call it
an outrage for workingmcn to boycott
those who would starve them and their
children, or to combine to secure a fair
price for honest labor. When working-me- n

combine to destroy the property of
capitalists they arc outlaws. But they
certainly have the poor privilege of com-
bining and boycytting all who would
grind labor, by preventing a just re-

muneration for honest toil.

Washington, November 7. Each day

bvings its small quota ot Congressmen.who
are principally engaged in securing winter
quarters. They are giving no attention to
the organization of tiie House. Carlisle is
expected shortly. No important legisla-
tion will be attempted before Christmas.
A fight will occur on the rules immediate-
ly after the assembling and a strong effort
will be made to break the back of the Ap-
propriations Committee by distributing
the appropriations to tbe committees to
which they relate. A committee of three
to investigate this subject was appointed
last session, and thev have canvassed
the ground thoroughly and believe
a sufficient number of votes can be secured
to accomplish the result desired, and strip
the Appropriation Committee of tbe power
which they now hold of dictating legisla-
tion to the House. Their power is almost
absolute as the rules now stand. Mr. Ran-
dall has many strong supporters, and the
rule reformers will lock horns with him.
The contest will be long and bitter, and
beyond the appointment of committees no
legislation is possible till January.

THE INDIAN BUREAU.

An effort will be made this winter to
take the Indian Bureau from the control
of the Interior Department and place it
under the War Department Gens. Sher-
man and Sheridan favor the plan, and it is
even stated that the President will recom-
mend the transfer in his message. The
Indian Bureau has long been a fruitful
source of fraud. Contractors all around
have stood in for "division and silence,"
and millions have been squandered. Bid
material has been supplied.and the people
have been taxed to enrich fraudulent
agents. It costs $2,500,000 to feed our
army of 2,000 men, and about $4,500,000
is expended annually for 200,000 Indians.
So the discrepancy is in favor of the civil
agents, but prominent army men will ad-
vocate the change anyhow.
