Declines the Honor of Having Proposed
the Abolliion of Slavery to Save
the Confederacy.

He Gives the Dae de Moray the Credit of
It—An Interesting Personal
Hetrospeet.

Washington correspondence of the
New York Times: An anonymous para-
eraph oing the rounds of the press is
stiracting considerable attention. It
says that the Hon. . Lamar, now
:'wcretnr; of the Interior, relumed from
Europe in 1864 bearing assuranoces I‘mm
Lord Palmerston and the Emperor )
poleon thag if the Confederate (m\'eru—
ment would abolish slavery its recogui-
tion by LEngland and France would be
possible. It also asserts that Mr. Lamar
dilizently sought to 1mpress upon the
members of the Cabinet of the Counfed-
erute Siates the importance of such a
step. It was intimated that he had
probably urged Mr. Davis to take steps
in the matter by asking the Contederate
Congress to pass an sct for the gradual
abolition of slavery

If the desire of those classes—
the wealthy, .ln suaeratie and powerlul—
wis alone to be covsulted they would
declare for the Counfederacy at once.
But the pessants, 'esclavage—they were
against the Confederacy. To them the
jiden that a canse was to be espoused
that was not favorable to liberty was
intolershle, and not to be harbored for a

moment. Lf the Confederacy, seeking
indepe ndenea not alone on the ground
that its cause was one of resistance to

appr-ssion, could also appeal to common
Frauee for i suppurt in an effore to en-
large buman liberty, then the Emperor,
who bad grest regard for Cesclavage as
well as the nobles, could extend assist-
nn"u \\it 1 the assurance that he would
upheld.
