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TBI COLORED VOTERS DISSATIS-
FIED.

It is evident that the Southern whites
in the end will become the steadfast
friends of the colored people friends on
whom the blacks will lean, not only in
miflfortnne bat in the maintenance of their
civil and political rights. The negro was
enfranchised, armed with the ballot, not
to protect the rights he had acquired, but
to elect white Republicans to office and
to augment the Republican majority in
Congress and the Republican vote in the
Electoral College. The whites, having
triumphed in the South in spite of the
negro, whose enfranchisement has added
to the strength of the Democrats, the Re-

publicans boldly proclaim that the blacks
must be robbed of the ballot, because,
Iirsooth, the count of their vote in the
electoral college elected Cleveland Presi-
dent of the United States. Such a
damnable proposition shows that the Re-

publicans care nothing for the negro
only bo far as they can use him for sellish
purposes. If the Democrats were to pro-
pose to disfranchise the Germans of the
North because their vote increases the
strength of the Republicans in Congress
and in the electoral count, there would be
a howl of indignation. The Irish vote in
the South is cast for the Democracy, but
the Northern Republicans do not propose
to disfranchise the Irish. But the negro
having failed to 6ubserve the purposes for
which he was enfranchised, and there be-

ing no negro vote in the North to offend,
it is boldly proposed to rob him of his bal-

lot. Things have come to a pretty pass
when a race is to be disfranchised because
its enfranchisement does not work to the
advantage of a political party. The shame-
ful proposition of Blaine and Sherman to
degrade the colored people by depriving
them of the ballot for no fault of their
own is an outrage upon the blacks, and in
future elections they will resent the insult
A special dispatch from Washington to the
Baltimore Sun saje :

The announcement lv Senator Sherman of tbepurpose of the Kepul.lican party to insist upon
the dtpfranchifment of the colored rotors of theSouth, unless their votes are all credited to theRepublican party, is having an effect most prolia-bl- y

not at all foreseen by Mr. Sherman. This
new Republican policy, as outlined by Mr.bherman, has attracted the earnest attention ofrepresentative colored men here who are in com-
munication with the leaders of their race in thetouth. They say that the increased Democratic
majority in Vira-ini- and the carrying of Republi-
can counties in .Southern Maryland by the flenio-cra- ts

are due in no small degree to this threiit of
.Senator .Sherman. They are indignant that they
are out in the attitude of life chattels of theparty, and express the belief that Mr.Sherman, by this declaration of his, has done
mora to divide the colored rote than all other
causes combined since the date of enfranchise-
ment.

The Atpbal, speaking for the Southern
whites, tells the negro that he shall not
be disfranchised merely becamse the Re-
publicans are disappointed in the uses for
which he was given the ballot. This mon-
strous proposition, for such a monstrous
reason, cannot be accomplished without
revolution and bloodshed. The Southern
whites and the National Democracy op-
posed negro enfranchisement as an origi-
nal question, for reasons then given. But
when they acquiesced in the reconstruc-
tion acta, pledged themselves to submit to
accomplished facta and the results of the
war, they did so in good faith, and will
oppose the reopening of the re-

construction acts with the view
of disfranchising the negro. It
is easy to enfranchise a race,
but difficult to disfranchise a race or class.
Such a thing cannot be done without
revolution, and if the blacks should re-
volt at such an outrage they would find
the rebels and the whites at their back,
protecting them in the rights which for
selfish purposes aspirants for office would
rob them. Revolutions never go back-
ward, and there will be no retrogression
in the revolution which freed the negro
and invested him with tbe ballot. Our
government w ill lapse back into chaos and
anarchy if it becomes the policy of parties
to make the right of suffrage depend npon
the use which parties can make of the en-
franchised race. The Republicans will
not be permitted by the Democrat by the
solid, united white strength of the
South, to accomplish what Sherman
proposes, because negro enfranchise-
ment has not only ceased to serve
Republicans, but has been turned
against them to ench an extent as to elect
a Democratic President. The Republicans
can never regain poorer by depriving color-
ed people of the privilejt which wa3 con-
ferred npon them, not for the betefit of
the negro, but to s?cur a solid Soirb for
the Republican pjrly. It is not only silly
but infamous for the Republicans to talk
about depriving the colored people of tbe
right of suffrage. They might as well talk
about returning him to slavery, and this
Blaine and Sherman would do to promote
their Fresidential aspirations. The South-
ern people once owned the negroes as
their slaves, and . since the Repub-
lican party cannot own them as its slaves,
it would deprive them of their liberty,
make them slaves without master. We
tell the colored people that they are se-
cure in their right to vote. If the Republi-
can proposition to disfranchise them was
made an issue before the people, every
Southern Stale wonld cast a solid vote
against it The negro is as secure in his
right to vote as he ia in his freedom.

new voters will exercise their privi-
lege for the first time, there are some who
give prominence to subjects not yet gen-
erally taken up by the Liberals, although
it is wed understood that when such sub-
jects of immediate moment such as the
land laws, for instance are disposed of,
they will be. The effect of mentioning the
separation of church and state by a candi-
date here and there was not likely
to bring on any present agita-
tion of that matter in Parliament,
but the Tories thought they saw in it a
good election cry. Their speakers began
most vehemently to denounce what they
called an attack npon religion, under
guise of separating the things of the
church from those of the state. The
church clergy for a long time back
reckoned the most efficient of the Tory

np the cry of "religion attacked and
the church in dangei," and bishop and
priest are y using language so un-

measured in its vituperation that even
their principal church organ, the London
Spectator, has uttered words of remon-

strance and warning to bishops, priests

and deacons. The bishop of Peters-boroug- h,

one of the church's foremost ora--

tara. denounces all who are vor epara

0

tion of church and state as guilty
of imprudence and malignant ingenui"
ty producers of a crop of future
schisms. The Bishop of Winchester de-

nounces the attempt at disestablishment
as a great national sin. The Bishop of
Durham declares it to be a national crime,
"a wholesale alienation of property, a dis-
regard of personal and corporate rights,
and such a violation of all the most sacred
associations end feelings as would leave
England a Macerated and bleeding mass.' "
While this is done by the clergy, the Tory
election speakers are calling npon all who
do not sympathize with these horrible
thing?, but have a regard for morals and
religion, to vote in defense of the church
whatever their opinions may be, and re-
gardless of any other subject of national
politics. The Baptists, Congregationalisms
and others who dissent from the chnrch,
while acknswledaing that the clergy are
more active than formerly, object that the
activity is in behalf of "sacerdotalism,"
not of Christianity, and the backing of the
church by Roman Catholich bishops
and priests adds to their objection to
church injustice and church ritualism.
They have not shown a disposition to
make the subject a present question, how-
ever; the excessive agitation of the ques-
tion that has most unexpectedly arisen
has come from the manner in which the
Tories haVa seized upon it as "an election
cry." In doing this they, and the short-
sighted clergy who are helping them, have
done sad work for their church. Instead
of the quiet way in which the people were
regarding church matters, they have
aroused excitement and provoked discus-
sion, and the immense wealth cf the
church, how that wealth was acquired,
the persecutions of Wesley and the quak-er- s

and dissenters generally, the arrogance
of church officials, and the claims of tbe
clergy, ta "lord it over God's heritage,"
are all aroused by Tory and chnrch im-

policy, and the result will be that the
church will be separated from the state
years earlier than it would have been, by
the shortsighted tactics of its supporters
Once more the old Latin proverb holds
good, "whom the gods would destroy they
first make mad."

GRAPE HXTl Kt.
If there is a supereminent point, over-

topping all others, for Southern considera-
tion, it is that of forsaking the old South-
ern routine of "all cotton" and growing a
variety of products. To learn what arti-
cle will prove most valuable and produc-
tive is very desirable at this period of tran-
sition, and the Alabama Department of
Agriculture has made a useful contribu-
tion toward this desirable kind of knowl-
edge by publishing a thoroughly interest-
ing pamphlet npon grape culture in the
South, from the pen of the Hon. James E.
Saunders of Lawrence county, Ala.
From that work we learn that thare is no
special soil for the grapo. Within the
climate allotted to it by nature "there is no
fruit that is so much cf a cosmopo-
lite. Provided water does not stagnate
about its roots it is not choice
as to the character of soil." In the
South, without excessive heat there is a
long season for the grape to mature, sav-
ing many difficulties endured in the North.
Prof. Maury pronounced the natural irri
gation of the Mississippi unsurpjsssd, and
the native varieties of grapes and their
crosses prosper in it so well that when the
French vineyards were ravaga d by phyl
oxera, resource was gladly had to them to
replenish those vineyards. The peroral oi
French woiks shows the excellence of orr
climate, for we are not d. iven to tbe ns9 of
sulphur to keep off mildew, as the French
do. Plant the rows seven feet EDart. tend

pruning, for selecting good qualties.
and ' for making wine. His remarks
upon fermentation especially deserve
attention. The culture of the grape, he
says, fits in well with that of cotton, as tbe
vintage begins about the time that crop is
laid by. The towns will prove good cus
tomers at satisfactory price for good fruit
put on the market in neat order, and the
pamphlet shows how this is to be done.
The grower's family will be benefited by
using the wholesome fruit, and good, un-

adulterated wine is the best friend to tem
perance. If in the North, with frosts
early and late, money can be made from
grapes, what may not be looked for in the
South? Much money is now made an
nually by shipping Southern fruit North;
well matured grapes would be a profitable
addition, taking the fine bunches. What
the market did not take woulj pay well in
the shape of wine.

THE TELEPHONE CASES.

Mr. 8 tor row's Argument in Behalf" !

tne Bell Company.
Washington. November 12. In the

telephone cases before the Secretary of the
interior, una morning. Mr. etorrow con
tinued the presentation of the case for the
Bell Company. He read a letter Written
by Prof. Bell to his parents from Salem,
Mass., March IS, 1875, containing a report
of the telephone tests made by himself
and Prof. Henry. He then wrota that
Prof. Henry advised him to proceed and
try to wort out the idea himself. Prof,
Bell explained that be did not have tbe
necessary knowledge of electricity. Prof.
Henry's answer was: "Get it." He was
encouraged and upheld in his investiga-
tion by those words, and in one year d

his patent Mr. Storrow read the
complaint in the Dowd case to show that
it was a fair test of the ments of the claims
of the different inventors. He proceeded
to read a letter tnat was written by W. V
Baldwin, Gray s counsel, to Dr. White,
Gray's partner, notifying him that Gray's
caveat conflicted with Bell's application,
ana that as the application had been filed
earlier in tbe day than the caveat, the
Commissioner of Patents had decided that
Bell's patent should issue. That was con-
fidential, but if Gray would come down to
Washington the next day, an interference
could still be had. A second letter to Dr.
White informed him that Bell was will
ing to compromise on the bar
monic teiegrapn Bystem. uray re
plied that he would come to Washineton
Referring to the Pittsburg case, Mr. Storrow
says it was brought by a branch of the Is a
tional Improved Telephone Company of
Louisiana, one of the promoters of this
case.

GENERAL WASHINGTON NEWS.

Revlaloa or the Honse Rnlea.
Washington, November 12. The sub-

ject of a revision of the rules of the House
at the comins session is attracting general
attention, and that Congressman Springer
of Illinois has spent a considerable part of
the present summer in devising a system
of rules. His view is to simplify them and
concentrate power in the hands of one
committee that on appropriations. He
proposes to reduce the number of commit-
tees to fifteen, and to provide that after a
measure has come from the committee of
the whole, or has been before the House
for three days, it shall be in order to cut
off filibustering by moving the previous
question, thus enabling the majority to
lorce a vote.

Cien. Sheridan oa the Indian question.
Washington, November 12. In speak-

ing of the address made to the President
by the committee from the Lake Mohonk
Indian conference, in which they required
him to ask in his message to divide the
Indian lands into severalty, bo the tribal
relations might be destroyed, Gen. Sheri-
dan said last evening: "I have been ad-
vocating that thing for nearly twenty
years, and if my recommendations had
been adopted when I first made them
many thousands of lives and millions of
dollars might have been saved. My plan
is to give each family 320 acres, and have
the government buy the remainder of the
reservation at $1 25 an acre and pay for it
in 4 per cent, bonds.

The inteieet on these bonds wonld be
enough to support the Indiana, educate
them, civilize them, buy them cattle and
agricultural implements, and hire good
men to teach them farming. Like the
Crow reservation for example, where we
have so much trouble keeping the Indians
on. It embraces abont 5,0i'0,000 acres of
the beet land in tbe world, owned by
about 500 families. Give each family two
sections and from the proceeds of the sale
of the remainder of the land wonld be at
least $6,000,000. The interest would give

about $500 a year to each family and that
would give them all the money they need.
The saiae ia true of all the Indian reserva-
tions. It cost the government $200,000 to
keep the boomers out oi the Indian Terri-
tory last year to keep settlers off from
lands that are idle although they are valu-
able, and bringing their owners nothing.
These lands if sold, just like the Crow
reservation, wonld bring a fund the inter-
est of which wonld support the Indiana
permanently. The Indians are the richest
land owners in the country bnt their
property is not bringing them anything.

The Bferenant JBIarine.
Washington. November 12. The seven

tieth annnal list of merchant vessels of the
United States, as prepared the Commis

The claim made on behalf of Gen. Raum
is that he accepted his commission as
brigadier-gener- March 2d or 3d, and is
therefore entitled to compensation for the
intervening time between that date and
March 31st. The Comptroller says he
finds no proof to support this claim, and
he holds that even ilit is shown that uen
Raum accepted the appointment March
3d he would not then be entitled to com-
pensation for the period named, because
be was absent without leave and per
formed no military service. He therefore
concluded that Gen. Raum is chargeable
with the amount in question.

A Mild Reprimand.

Washington, November 12. Tn his

annual reDort to the Postmaster-Genera- l,

Superintendent C. F. MacDonald of the
Money Order Bureau points to the growth
of the business from its inception in 1866,
when there were 7titt money order offices
that issued S4 UOO.UtO in orders, to the last
fiscal year, where the 7335 offices
itemed orders amounting to about
$120,000,000. The fees now aggregate
about $1,000,000 per annum. During the
fiscal year 767 money order cilices were es-

tablished and sixteen discontinued. Since
the close of the fiscal year 303 offices have
been added and four have been discon-
tinued. The total amount of payments
and repayments of money orders was
$117,996,205, and the excess of payment
over issues $137,283. The gross amount of
fees received by postmasters from the
public for the issue of domestic money
orders was $923,930. These figures exhibit
a decrease in the amounts of orders issued
and paid, and of fees received. This
alight falling off, says the Su-

perintendent, may be attributed in part
to the general stagnation cf business during
the past year, and perhaps in smaller
measures to the increased use of the postal
notes. The total amount of payments and
repayments of postal notes was $9,948,023,
and the excess of issues over payments
I48.3o0. The aggregate amount of fees re.
ceived from the public was $152,018. The
increase in the amount of postal-not- e

business was about 14J per cent. Tbe
total number of erroneous payments of
money orders alleged to have been made
during the year was mty-tnre- or in the
ratio of one to every 145,527 money orders
paid. Perhaps one of the best indications
of the stringency and general business de
pression of the times, says superintendent
MacDonald. is the decrease in the amonnt
of money transmitted by means of money
orders during the past nscal year, rue
decrease ia the amount of international
monev orders issued points to the conclu
sion that the foreign-bor- n workman, who
habitually remits a portion of bis surplus
earmnzs to needv relatives in his native
country, has fonnd it more difficult of late
to accumulate smau savings.

The superintendent refrains from re
newing his recommendation made last
year looking to a reduction of the fees on
domestic money orders, lor tne reason
that the domestic revenues have decreased
to a degree that would make it inex-p- e

ent. He does, however, recommend
a reduction of the fees on foreign orders
from 1J per cent., as at present, to one per
cent. In conclusion the superintendent
gives at some length the reasons that
impel him to renew me recommeuuBuona
male in his pending report that postal
notes be made payable to beaier npon re
ceipt at any office.

Cost of Mall Transportation.
WasHiNOTjN. November 12. Second

Ass-'stan- t Postmaster-Genera- l Knott has
submitted to the Postmaster-Genera- l his
annual report of the operations of the
bureau during the past fiscal year. It
appears that the cost of mail transporta-
tion for the fiscal year ending on the 30th
of June, 18S5, was for 12,371 Etar routes,
aggregating 232,222 miles in length,

for mail messenger service, sup-
plying 5335 offices, $879,218 ; for 116 steam-
boat routes, aggregating 11,997 miles in
length, $5,663,002; for 1621 railroad routes,
aggregating 121,032 miles in length, as ad-

justed to September 30, 1885, $14,758,495;
for railroad postcttice car service, $1,869,-48- 8,

making a total of $23,485,006. As
compared with the cost f r the year ended
June 30, 1884, there is shown to be an in-

crease for star service of 642 routes, 5443
miles in length, and $324,863 in cost; for
mail messenger service an increase of forty
offices, and of $15,804 in the annual
cost for steamboat service, a decrease of
one route and 3594 miles in length and
$233,571 in the annual cost; for the rail-
road service, an increase of forty-eig- ht

routes of 3872 miles in length and of
in tbe annual cost. The sum es-

timated as necessary for the star service
for the next fiscal year is $5,850,000,
slightly less than the appropriation for the
current year. The reductions effected by
orders in this class of service from April
1st to September 30, 1885, aggregated
$148,696. The reductions in steamboat
service effected from April to September
30, 1885, by discontinuances and curtail-
ments of routes, amounted to $74,256, and
the sum deemed necessary for the current
year is $870,646. The amount estimated
as necessary for the next fiscal year is
$900,000, being 7.69 per cent, less than the
appropriation for the current year. The es-

timate for railroad service during the next
fiscal year is $15,725,432 ; for railroad postal
cars, $1,88S,.'78, and for railway postoffice
cletks, $4,877,000. The reductions made
in the star and steamboat service are vin-
dicated by Mr. Knott on the ground of
the want of necessity for the service when
viewed from the light of postal necessi-
ties, and he also takes the ground that the
expenditure of the postoffice appropria-
tion should be limited exclusively to the
provision of adequate and efficient postal
facilities, and not as an aid to the estab-
lishment or maintenance of. commercial
intercourse, except in bo far as a full and
efficient mail service is cf itself an instru-
ment oi commerce.

The
stomach and intestines of Mrs. towers
were placed in the hands of Dr. Johnston
for an analysis. In his report at the cor-onor-'s

inquest he states that he has no
hesitation in asserting that the cause of
Mrs. Bowers s death was poisoning
from phosphorus. Dr. Bowers treats the
matter indifferently, and says he will have
no difficulty in exonerating himself lrom

The remaining juryman finds simply
that Mrs. Bowers's death was caused by
poison administered by her husband. The
coronorJias not vet signed either, but it is
believed he will sign the first mentioned
verdict.

Funeral of the Late John HcCnllough a
St. George's Hall, Philadelphia

The BuUdlnr

Crowded with People from All Walks of
Life, to Look Upon the Feat-

ures of the

Dead Actor Impressive Burial Services
at the Hall and at the Cemetery-Flo- ral

Offerings.

Philadelphia. Pa, November 12. A
guard of honor composed of the members
of the Benevolent Order of. Elks watched
over the remains of John McCullough
during the night, and this morning at 8
o'clock the doors of St. George's Hall,
giving entrance to the spacious room in
which the body laid, were thrown open
and the public admitted. Among the
throng were many faces familiar to the
patrons of theater. But there were
enough men in other walks of
life to demonstrate that John Mc
Cullough counted as many friends
out of his profession as he did in it. The
Bmall stage was hidden almost by the flo
ral cuenngs which were flanked with
ferns and palms. The coffin
