music and the brilliancy of a
thousand flattering banners. A trip to

the Crescent City and a participation in
the festivities gcing on there, will be a de-

lightful resource for thousands during the
gloom and --dreariness of the coming
winter.

THEBAW AS A WARRIOR.
King Thebaw has been so successful in

murdering his relations by scores that be
esteems himself and his empire invulner-
able, and has declared war against En-

gland. .He engages to lead his troops to
victory, himself at their head. A a pre-

liminary to coming triumph, Europeans
remaining in bis country when the invad-

ing English enter it are to be killed. To
fight England and reduce it to sue to him
for peace, this warlike monarch has a conn-tr- y

which covers about as much territory
aa Louisiana, Mississippi, Tennessee and
Alabama combined ; yet it has but about
4,000,000 people, and many estimate! are
below that figure. The King's revenue
was about 14.O0O.COO. With a $4,000,000

revenue and 4,000,000 men, women and
children to reduce the English to terms,
the mighty Thebaw, who objects to the
ambassadors of monarchs entering his
presence with their boots on, hardly ap
pears like'y to be a successful hero. Kill
ing relations is an easier undertaking than
driving out an invading army.

LABOR'S TaEJCXDOU FORCE.
Capital has sought riches in high tariff,

because tariffs are supporters of monopo-

ly. Monopolists naturally seek to apply
to labor the kind of policy they use e'se-wher- e,

and Ubor naturally resists, and its
means of resistance lie in union and the

of mutual effort to bt flla and
conquer the efforts monopoly makes to
add to ita own profits by lowering the
share due to labor. The New York Bulle-
tin, a staunch organ of the capitalists,
while complaining bitterly of the action
of the Knights of Labor at Galveston,

enough to acknowledge that "in
Baying thia much, however, it is impossi-

ble to lose sight of the fact that the growth
of thia new power in the guise of Knights
Ot LnlJor ts a noao tluar than a conse-quanc- e.

prising the Latin Union, France, Belgium,
Italy, Switzerland and Greece, have no
present idea of abandoning their silver
money. France alone has something more
than double the sum of legal tender silver
now in the United States. Occasionally
there is a small premium on gold in the
French and Belgian exchanges, but it din't

"u imw uHuuton ui viiuav countries."
There is a little leaking in this bright sil-
very boat not very encouraging as to the
prospects of silver coin. The nations
mentioned above are said to have no pret-m- i

idea of abandoning silver money, which
throws a doubtful hue upon the future.
"Occasionally there is a email premium on
gold ;" in plain English, this means that
silver is, at times, at a discount. The
same article says that the opponents of oui
present silver coinage "talk as if a fraction
of a cent premium on gold (that is a dis-
count on silver, for the gold neither risrs
nor fal a,) would at ones plunge the Uni-
ted States into a gulf of financial compli-aiijna.- "

THE POPE A LIBtRtL.
The world moves, and the Tope moves

with it, and now stands forth a proclaimer
of liberty and the rights of man against des-
pots and arbitrary governments. The Pope,
we are informed by the Rome correspond-
ence of the New York Herald, has been for
eighteen months engaged in composing an
encyclical letter to his church, and had
amended and rewritten the entire con-
tents twenty-on- e times. Encyclical writ-
ing ia evidently no easy task, but as it is
infallible when done, that is a matter of
course. The encyclical has reference to
Christian civil government, and declares
the church not incompatible with modern
civil government; that participation
by the people in ..Hate government
should not be blamed but encouraged;
and that the church is not the enemy but
the friend of healthful and legitimate lib-

erty. Although the church does not tole-
rate the various sects as on a footing of
equality with the true religion, it does not
blame governments for permitting anch
sects to have icfiuence in government pro-
vided some good obj-- ct is to be attained
or misfortune avoided. In the words of
St. Augustine, the ehnrch patronises tone
liber y, especially that of nations and In-

dividual against despotism. Also, it cor

dially accepts what contributes to prosper-
ity, and it encourages all researches of the
human brain, accepting with joy the con-

quests of science, of natural science es-

pecially. The church encourages modern
discoveries and inventions, and pro-
gress that adorns life or makes
it more comfortable, and all arts
and industries." We proclaim this
cheerfully 8Dd openly," the Pope says,
"without any ulterior design of profit from
the actual political situation." The church
is in harmony with modern progress, and
leaves intact the legitimate liberty of the
people. Catholics should rigidly adhere
to the teachings of the Roman pontiffs,
especially in the matter of modern liberty,
which already, nnder the semblonce of
honesty, leads to error and destruction.
The following will set many minds think-
ing, and we copy it as translated from the
original Latin: "We exhort all Catholics
who would devote careful attention to
public matters to take an active part in all
municipal affairs and elections, and to fur
ther the principles of the church in all
public services, meetings and gatherings.
All Catholics most make themselves felt
as active elements in daily political life in
the countries where they live. They must
penetrate wherever possible in the admin
istration of civil affairs ; must constantly
exert the utmost vigilance and energy to
prevent the usages of liberty from going
beyond the limits fixed by God's law. All
Catholics should do all in their power to
cause the constitutions of States and legis-
lation to be modeled in the principles of

the true church. All Catholio writers and
journalists should never lose for an instant
from view the above prescriptions. All
Catholics should redouble their submission
to authority, and unite their whole heart,
soul, body and mind to the defense of the
church and Christian wisdom." That the
cause of modern ideas and modern liberty
has such august sanction under the prog-
ress which has affected other minds as
well as the Pope's, is a matter of gratifica-

tion, especially as it will aid in the ad-

vances making in Italy and Spain, and es
pecially in England, where liberty is win-

ning overpowering strength and seeking to
rescue the church from nnholy alliance
with the state. The new advocate of
modern science and the spread of liberty
against despotism is most welcome ; his aid
can do much to forward progress and se
cure the rights of man.
