The souree of

THE BALKAN WAR.

tween Servia and Bulgaria—Sharp
Battle at Tein, in

Which a Number were Killed on Both
Sldes—Kiog Milan’s Manifesto,
Setting Forth

Prince Alexander’s Reply—Enthusi-
asm at Philippopelis.

Losvos, November 14.— Dispatches
from Belgrade this evening state that Kiog

Sarvia has declared war against Bulgaria
bacause Bulgaria arbitrarily attacked a
pogition which the Moravia division ol
the King's troops held in Servian territory
opposite the Baolgarisn frontier. King
Milen hLas also iesned & proclamsation
which ja in substance as follows: Bervia
cannot a'low Bulgsria, which has already
rrovedn herd neighbor, to disturb the
alance of power in the Balkans to her
exclusive advantage, He thea alludes to
what he calls the unjnstifiable Bulgarian
enst yms dutiesfon the frontier,the nnlawfal
se'znre of Bregovo, and the enconragement
Ly Bulgaria fof the Servian rebels
condemuned for high treason. King Milan
here refers probably to Peko Favolich,
the Herzegovinian chief, and Pashico, the
Sarvian Hsdieal leader, who was ex-
pelled by King Milan from the Skupt-
echine. Uopies of revolutionary procla-
mations aigned by these men, and distrib-
nted throughont BServia, wers recently
fmnd by the Servian officials, snd the
latter claimed that they were disseminated
by the revolutionists, under Bulgarian
protection. This Bu'garia denied, claim-
ing that the men were many miles
distant from the Servian f{rontier,
interned in @& fortress. Kiog Mi-
len  also allades to the alleged
ill treatment of Servian emi-
granis in Bulzaria, the blockade
of the frontier by Bulgaria and aileged at-
ticks by] undisciplined Buolgarian volun-
teers on the Bervinn people and troops. In
cond lnsion, the Kiog saya: “I cannot sul-
far these intentional provocations, and I
tlierefore adopt the poliey of open hostil-
iiv, which has been forced upon me by
Balgarin. Servia'a jast cause now reats
o the arbitrament of arma, the h.-a\mrr
of her army, the protection of tha Al-
wighty. I rely upon my people’s patriot-
iem.”

The Seryians commenced operationa hi,'
a vigorous attack on the Bulgarign posi-
tisn at Bewskedol. The cannonading still
continnes,

Later.—The Bervians, desrendinf from
the hights of Dasteheni and Kladenetz,
occupied the Bulgarian villages of Milo-
siowiz', Zalens Gaid and Zvontzi in the
Tien distriet. They met with no opposi-
tion. No seriona gction hes yet cccurred.
Eulgar an troops have left for the frontier,
while others sra advencing by f{arced
marchea from Fastern Houmelis. The
S.rvians have made no hostile move in
the direction of Widden. Prince Alexan-
der has telegraphed to the Soltan asking
Lis intentions in regard to the mainte-
nance of the integrily of the Oltoman em-
pire,

The Nervian Army Across ibe Frontler,

Brrarang, November 14.—The Servian
army crogseed the Bulgarian frontierat 1
o'¢lock this morniog, in three divisions, at
Tiaribrod, Klimars and Bregova. They
met with no resistance in crcssing. Sharp
{i rhting oecurred at Tein, ¢n the Viasina
raad, and at Kustendil. Many were killed
and wonnded on both eides. The Balgu-
rians retveated st all points. The whole
Servien ermy is now in Buolgarian terri-
tory. The various forces of Sarvia
gra as follows: Field army, 60,288
men, with 264 gnvs; reserve formae-
tions, 12.8°6 men, with thirty-fonr gnos;
regarve army cr landwehr, 52,270 men,
with 120 gans, Landstrum, 45,000 men, or
& ltotal of 170,412 officers ana cen and 418
gang, The ijofentry is mwrmed with the
Mauser rifle, improved by M: j. Mecovanc-
viteh, which is of a caliber ot 10.15 milli-
weters, The artillery is varionaly armed
with muoszle-loadera and Kropp guns, The
t-11l eavalry foree included in the above
rumbers 4600 men. The Bulgarian field
grmy consists of 24,000 infantry, 14000
cavalry, Iwo regiments and one company
of ariiliery, 2340 men, 2 balislion of en-
ginsers, 830 mep, a detschiment of train,
~000 men, and a force of gendarmerie, 1600
men, or a total force of 44,520 men,
with 104 guns. The infavtry is armed
with Berdan rillas and the balteries
have Ktupp guns and guos of the latest
Itussian pattern. The reserve force con-
sigts of 24,000 men. There arealas twelve
L:attalions of Landstrum of 600 men each,
or 7200 man, making a total fores of 62,000
men.

It msy be well to add that none
of the al'eged interviews gaid to have been
held with him lately ever took place, and
correspondents of certainAmerican and Ca
nadian papers have been ruaringas hqzﬂ'tl
news boresn for weeks back. Riel's
relations and friends st £t Vital, five miles
from here, ere aware that Mondsy will end
al Theyare paturaily very much broken
down. His poor old mother breame crazad
anme months ago, during the 1ebellion, so
that to-day she is unsble 1o realiza tho
dreadfnl ‘positi-n in which her son 18
placed. Juseph, his brother, who is a
most respectable man, is in s dresdfnl
stite of mind. Riel's wifs, whom he did
not treat well during the rebellion, laav-
ing her exposed to danger and hunger, is
reported t» be nearly heart broke:, but
the priests are with her and the other
relatives, and everything that can be done
to comfort them will be done. The Riel
family have from the fisst scounted the
ides that the fr'mnner was insane. They
say he had delosions on religion and on
tho subject of his own importauce, but
that on zll other matters hs was not only
sene, but exceediogiy intellipent and
clever. They have been deeply pained at
the publication of the bogus interviews.

A Number of Men Killed by an Fx-
ploslon of

Glant Powdsr In a Colorade Mioe—

The engineer and several
others in the bnilding at the time of the
explosion, were slighily icjured bot none
seriously, All the debris hes been re-
moved from eround the month of
the shaft, and the fira in _the
shaft timbers near the sariace
extingniched. Fo:eman Armsirong has
been let down by ropes into the mine 222
feet, Ha found the air good there, but got
po lidiogs from the men Dbelow.
He had to be brought up con secount of
the caving from near ti’m surface. He
found cne cage stnck securely at a depth
of fifty feet from ibe surface, and & large
quantiiy of debris piled up on it. The
shaft near the surface bas now been
cribbed and Armstrong will go down very
soon by a rope to the bottom of the mine

T. C. Lask, jr., of Norvill & Leak, Rich-
mond, Va.

Repart of Esginecer Memocnl of the
United Niates Navy.

Estimnticd Cost of the Euterprise -The
Prupoesed Romte.

Wmmma;. November 14.—The re-
port of Qivil Eogineer Menocal, U, S. N,
upon the Nicaragnan cansl route, recently
surveyed by a party of which he was the
head, has been made public. The expedi-
tion sailed from New York December 20,
1884, aud arrived at the scena of opera-
tions January 22, 1885, The pro
route extends from the harbor of Grey-
town, on the Caribbean sea, to Brito, on
the Pamiic. Its total length is 160.8 miles,
of which 3598 miles will be excavated
canal and 130%2 miles navigation by
Lake Nicaragua, the river San Juan, the
basin of the river Ran Francisco and seven
locks

It is estimated that a ship uuﬁpm
from Greytowa to Brito in twenty hours
The estimsted total cost of the canal ie
