xue Eev. S. A. Steel pteached the sec-
ond sermon of his special course Sunday
morning, his subject being the "Casting
Oat of Devils."

I know I am doing right
Don't eo to giving me any advice nnless
you first pray over it, I've been at this
business of fighting tbe devil long enough
to know what I am abont. I have a high
sense of what the pulpit should do, and I
want you to understand ,

Matt ewiiriith Terse. "Cast out devils.'?
ne wili let the ancient devils alone and

talk about modern devils. In the time of the
apostles some devils were beyond their power,
and it was because the apostles were not as good
as they might bare been. Do you know why it

modern devils are not east oat of Memphis?
Because there is not Enough religion. Some
people don't know whether they belong to God or
the devil, and arts on the fence. To eradicate the
devils .'row Memphis there must be a power of
religion. The press is not going to oast out any
devils, for newtpaier9 serve the devil. They are
run to make money. When a notice of a woman's
temperance meeting is sent to a newspaper to
publish, it is put where no one can find it until
the whole paper is looked through, and then it is
found stack between an advertisement of Koko-Tu-lu

or something of that sort. V ou can't depend
ijtk the press to east out the devils any more
than you can tbe publio schools. In the
matter of education the Roman Catholic Church
is profoundly right. Now don't go away from
here and lie about anything I've said. There
are powerful devils, arrogant devils and aggres-
sive devils. I don't see the use of casting devils
out ot the world as long as they remain in the
church. As long as they are in the church there
is no use trying to cast them outof the world. Ifyou don't repent you will go to perdition, even if
the church goes with you. JSo man san serve
iod unless he is an honest man. A bsolute Tight-
ness is the bssis ot all morality- - If you are dis-
honest you are damned. There is a dishonesty
that paste all right among men socially and in
business that is as deep in its rottenness as if born
in hell. A man or woman who will violate a
principle of honesty io business whether it be for
a nickel or a hundred thousand dollars, has no
power to cast out devils. The fact that a man is
a Christian ought togi.e h:m credit, but it is just
the opposite. If a man is a Sunday-scho- ol

they say, 'Keep your eye nn him.'
If he has been a preacher they say, Lst him
alone.' Many men. ostensibly Christians, run
head over heels in debt. How a man has no right
to make a debt unless he is morally certain that
he can meet his obligation It ia true that there
are many in debt that are not morally culpable.
Business misfortunes or unseen events olten
pull down the most honest, but there are too
many who run in deht who are u. embers of the
church. Ii any of that kind are here, and what
I sav hurts. I am orlad of it. I hone it will cut to
the bone. I have Mushed for shame when I've
found that there were men in the church who
were not Day mar their tust deb Let. A man is dis
honest who comes here and pra s wHIe he give
no thought to what his boy is doing, 'locome
here and take the sacrament and pray is sheer
hypocrifc if you do not know what your boy is
doing, lie may be stealing a ride on a horse-ca-

I know some mtshty nice Deoole who wink
at such a piece of dishonesty. There is a vast
deal ot dishonesty going on in tbu country in
the Shane of courtinsr. A vounsr man or woman
who is enraged with more than one nerson at the
same time is dishonest. This trifling with one's
feelings is the worst kind of dishonesty. No
Christian man or lady should trifle on this Ques
tion. You may call me an old fogy, or a relic of

barbaric asre. but I ii sav its a, mn to
do that thing. Many a match made has
come from false appearances. Don't put
forth one foot encased in a kid slipper
while the other is hidden with no simper
on at all. Appear what you are. There is an-- o

her devil; a very sly devil. That is the devil
of slander. He is in tbe church, lie is in the
hearts of many Christians. Isn't it curious how
people will catch an evil report and tell it. saving
at tne same time. "Don't repeat it?" The person
tt whom it is told repeats it to another and with
the same expression, "Don't tell it." Then a
reporter gets the thing and it goes into the press
If you hear an evil report seal it up in absolute
secrecy. Charity hides sin. it does not uraar it to
hfiht. It seeks to conceal things which make
unhappiness. W hen you come here and take
the sacrament I cannot tell whether there is
devil or an antral in your heart. If you look in
tho back yard of your neighbor, cr through the
blind, or in the door and see something, and in
stead of sealing it up, you goand te 1 it. Another
deeilis hypocrisy. That is in tbe clim eh. You
oome here, and when lass you if yon will re
nounce the Uesh and the devil, you say "Yes.'
louthenero right down Alain street, o no soma
