Inoculation Practiced with Highly Bne- -
eesafal Results.

New Orleans, La., November 18. The
State Board of Health is in receipt of a let-

ter from Dr. Domingo Freire of Bio de
Janeiro, Brazil, giving tbe results of in-

oculation against yellow-feve- r as practiced
by him. Dr. Freire stated that he bad
this year performed nearly 5000 inocula-
tions with absolutely successful results,
for none of those who were inoculated
died, whereas over 400 persons who were
not inoculated auoenmbed to the disease.
The inoculated persons lived in an in-

fected portion of the city, and great num-
bers inhabited houses wherein deaths had
occurred from tbe disease.
