This
bureau was organized as recently a
lfcfTO, when for the first time the busi-
ness of registry of copyrights and the de-

posit of copies of books and other pub-
lications was transferred from the olerks
of the United Stste District Courts to
this one oentral office at W asliiunton
At the same time the original records of
copyright, winch were previously scat- -

tered in about sixty different offices all
- over the country, were, by law, placed in

charge of the Librarian of ('oogress.wl.o
is now solo custodian of all coiw- -

fight records, and whose signature is
necessary to perlcct a copyright
The advantages of a central place

; registry and deposit for copyright pub
' hcations are uiinilulil. In the first

' place, any question of 1'terary property

can be settled by ;i roli rvnec to iho file,
as a complete and exeellent systom ol
indexes has been carried out by tbe
Librarian. Ilcfirc 1870 it was almost im
possible to establish any fact as to the
ownership or validity ot copyright
crty, on account of the widely scattered
records which cotitaicrl the only evi

I dnnce of copyright. Now, by a triple
astem of indexing, first by authors, sec
ond by puonsnors anu iniru oy hubs or
subjects, any publication can be traacd
in a few moments, and aoy question eon
cerninir it satisfactorily auswered. An
other great advantage J r.mi the dopoit
ot copies of publications in Wahiugton
is seen in the rajid accumulation
in the library of ('ir.pr.ess (which is
open to all the people) of the entire
product ot the American press so far as
"a embodies books, periodicals, niuaical
compositions and works of art, protected
by the copyright laws. The rapid growth
of these copyright deposits account for
the enormous size of many of the great
government libraries in Europe, but our
Consrosional library is destined far to
surras them iu a not very remote futuro.
The literary activity of the 1'uited States
is increasing every year, and as the
Library of Congress receives two copies
ot every book copyrighted, within ten
days after, its publication, it can be
readily seen that the accessions from
this source alone will form a good-size- d

library in themselves. One of these copies

Tk Besth-Ra- t that Carries Or Call- -

rra Vader Fire Years at

t'earrul Rate Tbe Flcares aad FrsFaralcaed fcjr Dr. Thornton.

To the Editori of thc'Aopeftt:
Some time since an important leader

in the Appeal drew attention in general
terms to the high relative death rate of
the colorod people of this city. I trust
) wui jjeruiu mo to nonce certain
points which a more minute discussion
of the published statistics of the past
year suggest to me as worthy of publio
recognition. Figures tell truth; the
larger the collection of figures the more
exact and nearer to the truth is the
probability ol the conclusion arrived
at in any given inquiry by tho sta
tistical method. Fairly probable re-
sults can, however, be obtained by
the study of even moderate amounts
of figures. Taking, therefore, the
sixth annual report of the Board of
Health of the city of Memphis, as exact
in an its comprehensive details ot mor-
tality, arranged in tables according to
age and sex, for successive months of
he year, it is startling to observe bow

certain groups ot tacts lorce themselves
upon the attention by their portentous
significance. If the mortality table for
the different aces be dissected, it will be
found that the death rate of colored in
bints under rnc year is three times that
ol tbe white lnlanta, calculated on a
population ratio of twenty white persons
to eleven colored. But we find a still
further increase in the relative propor-
tion of deaths when wc eonsider those
occurring between the ages of one and
five years it is three or tour colored
children to one white. Consider
ing uow the number of deaths
between live and fifteen it is seen that
tbe death rate as calculated also shows a
ratio of tour to one. After that it begins
to decline, and were it not tor the seeds
of disease latent in the systems of those
not already killed off by the frightful
conditions which determine such a high
mortality in ohildhood, the decrease
would undoubtedly prove to be more
rapid. As it is the rolative death rate
from fifteen to twenty-fiv- e has fallen
from four, as seen in the previous de
cade, to two and a quarter: while for
adult life, including both sexes, the
calculated ratio is that of one and
a half deaths among the colored
people to one amonii the whites. The
key to this extraordinary state of affairs
is easy to hud. 1 urning to the tabulated
doaths par month tor sex wc find that the
colored adult mala has, man lor uiau, al-

most as good a life as the white citizen,
his calculated death rate being only
eleven per cent, higher, whereas the col-
ored female shows a calculated death
rate 31)0 per cent higher thau that ol tho
white female!

The death rate ol early childhood still
clings to the colored woman through
youth to maturity, and it does not need
the eye ot a seer or even the special cx
perieucc of tho medical man practicing
among these people to perceive that
want of training and want of education
are the most potent factors in the nroduc
tion of such a death-rat- e as that touched
on above. Women who do not know how
to take care of their children, or who
are too careless or too busy to do
so, naturally do not take care ol
themselves ; ami as a consequence
the prospective as well as the
actual mothers of the rising
generation tend to the establishment of
a weaker race than that which the cir-
cumstances of this caso would deter
mine under more favorable hygienic
conditions r.rgo, let them them be
taught, it is tho duty of the citizen, as
well as ol the philanthropist, to lake
noticd of such a state of affairs and to
look nut. for l remedv. The custodian
of the publio health need not be told
that a high death rate ot one part of the
community inovitsbly, in time, reacts
uiion that of the remainder. The dark
raoe, before the opportunity was afford
d it. to oonarecatc in cities

was almost entirely free from the
ranee of consumption; now in Memphis
their death rate from consumption is two
and a ha f times tbat of the white popu
lation as calculated for euual uuniber3
Cannot something be done in the way of
the incub ation ot a practical hygieuo ol
even the most elementary pnuciples
whether throueb private instruction o
district visitors or through occasional
lectures from the churches, which would
not derogate from their diguity and use
fulness by occasionally addressing them-
selves to the preservation ol the bodies
as well as the souls of their supporters.

Xew Orleans. La.. November 20.
The first ten days of the American Ex-
position have been so satisfactory to the
management tbat it has officially an-

nounced that everything will be in read-
iness early in December. The delay has
been due wholly to the tardiness of ex-

hibitors in forwarding their goods, every
thing having been ready tor their recep-
tion here. The officials now have every
assurance that the exhibits will De
rushed forward, and they have made all
arrangements to have them promptly

aced.
The crounds put ou a livelier appear

ance with each succeeding day. Outside
the buildings everything is in readiness,
of course, and the park presents a much
more beautiful appearance than last
year, the shrubbery, flowers and grass
plots having had time to mature. Here
there is a variety ot amusement ottered,
particularly for children. Carousals, or
merry-go-round- both on land and
water, and various other entertainments I
dot the park in all directions. For those I

who have outgrown these childish joys .
there are ooncerts, twice n day, by an ex-- 1

cellent band, organized with great care
especially for the Exposition; and for
those who do not take kindly to music
there will bo professional baseball games
and horse-racin-

i he former sport beiran Monday with
a game between the New Yorks and the
.t. JjOuis Club, which captured the

pennant from the American League, in
which the latter were victorious. No
events have taken place in the speed
ing ring as yet, out the management
promise there will be a lurse number of
celebrated horses on hand and a long
season of exciting races.

It is the purpose of the directors of
the Exposition to make the present fair
as much a source of amusement ss of
education. The latter will not be ab
breviated, but experience has shown
that the former is necessary to success.
The public demand it, and public ap
proval is tne very ine or sucn enter-
prises. Very many visitors desire to
take only a superficial view of the novel-
ties exhibited, and if they revisit a fair
it is for the pursuit of recreation, not
study. For this reason the manage
ment has provided both for the student,
the curiositv-seeke- r. and those bent.
solely on pleasure. In fine, the enter
prise is both a Y orld 8 Lxposition and
a fair, in the common acceptation of the
lattr term. The present winter will
pruvc whether this innovation is or is
nut a wise one. l'resent appearances in-

dicate that it will be accepted by future
expositions.

in the buildings theT displays aro
marred as yet by tho debris made by the
carpenters and decorators. As many ex-
hibits are being placed as are already in
order, and the geueral appearance of
things is consequently couiewhat in-

choate. Out ot this disorder, however,
ordor is being rapidly evolved, and two
more weeks will suffice to mount all the
exhibits that have reached the grounds.
The main building, as at the last exposi-
tion, is set apart tor individual exhibit-
ors and those of foreign countries. A
larste number of creditable displays arc
already iu order, and others are being
rapidly placed. Honduras aud Veuezuela
and othor Central and South American
States have fiue collections of the re-
sources of those almost unknown coun-
tries, to which there will be constant
additions. It is evident that the finest
national display, however, will conic from
Brazil, which has secured a large space
in which to exhibit the varied resources
of that vast empire. The Emperor looks
to the Exposition to secure closer com-
mercial relations between the great em-
pire and the leading republic of tho
westorn hemisphere, and is usiug the in-
fluence aud means of his government to
collect a grand display. He has written
the mauftgement regretting his own in-

ability to attend because it requires the
Permission of Parliament for him to leave
brazil, but he will be represented by one
ol the finedt ships in his navy, aud

of his soldiers and tailors.
The machinery exhibits are placed in

the maia building, and slightly toss than
a mile of shafting is already turniog to
accommodate every class of labor-savin- g

machinery. Ihe annex to this building
formerly used for heavy,machinery. has
been secured by the Pullman "I'alaco Car
Compauy, and in it will be shown cvory
product of tbe wonderful city of Pull
man, from the richly dressed palace cars
to the common horso-rar- .

In tho government building the work
is progreyeing lar more rapidly than any
where else, and it Is evident that it will
be fully arranged ahead of the others and
contain proportionately a larger number
ot exhibits, t our elates have substan
tially completed their displays: Tenncs
sec, Arkansas, Iowa and New Jersey;
but all of them will continue .to wake
additions to their displays from time to
time, the government imildiug is run
ning to rurality and model farms. Noth-
ing could be more popularly instructive
and interesting than these real pictures
from home lilo, with tr.e Jittlo farm-
houses, the fields .of 'grain, the hedges,
trees, etc. Iowa led oft in this, and Ken
tucky, Colorado and Illinois have follow-
ed iu its footsteps, and other States are
likely to imitate them. These farms are
real'y transported here from these states.
their very soil being brought by rail,
with the native grasses still growing on
it. The scenery which serves as a back-
ground is the only thing made in New
Orleans, aud this is a literal production
from pai ot ires and photographs.

The exhibit from Utah, tho only Ter-
ritory unrepresented last year, has ar-
rived, and is being rapidly placed in
position. So has the Colorado exhibit,
including a fine collection of gold, sil-

ver, copper and lead ore. It will not,
however, l.e confined to minerals, but
will include a fine display of agricultural
and manufactured products, paintinea
and photographs, showing the grandeur
ot Itocjty Mountain scenery, as well a.s

articles illustrative of the agricultural
advantages of Colorado, and a very large
COIiecnou 01 woiiiuii a inuiy wot a..

New Mexico and Texas have both lat-
terly made large additions to their ex-

hibits, the display of the Texas Pacific
railroad having latterly arrived and been
added to the latter Slate. The collective
displays of Mobile and Anniston have
arrived aud greatly increased and im-

proved the Alabama exhibit. A promi-

nent feature in the Kentucky euace is
the blue-gras- s lawD, the grass having
been shipped in sod from Kentucky.
Other exhibits rapidly approaching com-
pletion are those of Arizona, Mississippi
and Nevada. The commissioners of West
Virginia and Kansas have arrived and
aro beginning work on iue;r ;xhibits. "

The Arkansas exhibit is one of th?
features of ihe Exposition, and a credit
to that State. The.e ;s a large and very
interesting display of minoials. coals and
building etones. Nearly every known
mineral is exhibited. There are more
than a dozen varieties cf iron ore, and
lead, copper, silver and zinc ores soap- -

none limestoue. etc. The display of
rraaite. serpentine and other building
stone is very full, and in marble, Ar-
kansas stands urt to Tennessee, with
fine specimens ot gray, duveoolored and
dork red. But the special feature ul
the Arkiissas exhibit, as last year, are its
fruit and gratscs. There are 200 varieties
of apples in the green state, and 400 jars
of the same fruit. Only about two-thir-

of the varieties belonging to the
exhibit are shown, and on Arkansas day
ever 300 varieties will bo exhibited. Of
native grasses there are 130 on exhib.t,
millet nine fet high, red clover seven
feet; and red top or herds, orchard grass,
and nearly every variety known to tho
North or the South.

Horticultural Hall shows great im-

provement over last tir. The plants
set out there have thrived wonderfully,
and tiey are now as hardy as if growing
in their native soil. Around the fount-
ain in the center, which throws its spray
almost to tbe roof of the tower, the

Of the thousands of plants on
exhibition the most striking are the
Asia palnju. sago and cabbage palms,
camphor ire" date tree, palms from
Jamaica, . Mjxican- - and Texas eaeti,
the quinine plant, Japan, orange, mango
and coffee trees, a blooming tea plant and
the guava plant. Beside, there are rare
specimens from Mexico and Guatemala,
and hyacinths, tulips, narcissus, the
passion flower and other plants, mention

which would fill a large catalogue.
Even in this 'semi-tropic- al climate the
transition from the outer air to this
huge conservatory is startling. The
temperature and fragrance is delightful,
and the varying color and beautiful tints
suggestive of fairy land.

Art Hsll proasises to be very attract-
ive and instructive. The collection of
paintings, drawings and etchings recent-
ly exhibited at Louisville will be on
hand, and to these will be added gems
from the celebrated galleries of Europe.
Ihe entire collection, it is confidently
expeoted, will exceed in number of sub-
jects treated and artistic merit any dis-
play previously made in this country.
France will contribute largely to this
department of the Exposition, and the
works ot many of her leading painters
and sculptors are promised. In the room
occupied by the Mexican collection at
the World's Exposition thore will be an
interesting feature this year for visitors
from a distance. Here will be placed
the Creole exhibit, gathered by the Cre-
ole ladies of this city and embraoing rel-
ics and works of art possessed by this
interesting class of our population in
their more prosperous days. Art Hall
has not ret been opeued to the public,
owing to the delay in forwarding the
works of art from Europe. They are
now on the way, or will be shipped in
the next lew days. iJy the middle ot
December at latest the collection will be
complete.

One feature of the Exposition deserv
ing notice is a representation of the
"Last Days of Pompeii"-o- the island in
the lake. The paraphernalia for this is
rapidly being arranged, and 300 men and
hoys who will take part are in active
training.

Tennessee has changed its location in
the Government Building, and is now
nearer the center than last year, taking
up a consiaeraoie portion ot the space
formerly occupied by the United States
exhibit. This portion of the building is
now in tho most advanced state of
preparation of any, Arkansas being fully
ready, and Louisiana, Mississippi, Texas
aud Tennessee nearly so. During the week
all the Tennessee representatives here
have been busily at work getting the ex- -
uiuiu) mm position, ana it is auite evi
dent that when they are all fully ar-
ranged the State will make a verv credit-
aoie snowing, and certainly better than
last year. Tbe mineral department is
much fuller than then, and thero is a
very handsome collection illustrative of
the tobacco industry of the Statb. The
forest exhibit is also very complete, in-
cluding over sixty-fiv- e kinds of commer-
cial woods. Tennessee will be fully ready
inside a week, but the State exhibit will,
of course, be constantly added to and
improved lrom time to time.

Iowa's exhibit included all the pro
ductions of that State; one of its finest
features was a miniature representation
of an Iowa farm on the Mississippi, with
the. green fields under cultivation,
houses, stock, etc.. and in the distance a
range of hills. New Jersey and Iowa
both deserve special mentiou for credit
able exhibits of their agricultural and
manufactured products.

A SCIENTIFIC PROBLEM.

Proposal ( Change the Temporal are
of tbe Xorlb Atlantic Coast

lj the 'oaat action of.'a Dam Arret
I be straits of Belle Iale.

To the di.ors of the Appeal :

In the Scientific American of October
31st Mr. J. C. Goodrich, jr., proposes to
erect a dam across the straits of Belle
Isle, which separate the continent of
North America from Newfoundland,
and turn the current which flows into
the straits to the eastward of Newfound
laud. The current passes into the straits
aud brings iuto it many icebergs and
conveys them many miles up the St.
Lawrence Gulf. As. many as 200 have
been counted in the straits at a single
time, amid floating fields of ice, during
the month ot August, the current fol
lowing the shores of Cape Bretou. Nova
Scotia, aud toward Nantucket, and along
the east coast ot ;the I'mtcd States
forming what is called the cold wall of
the Gulf Stream, which lies between the
s'.reani aud the American coast, prevent
ing the upper waters of the Gulf Stream
altecting the temperature ot our coast.
The closiug of the straits of Belle Isle
therefore, would make a great difference
in tho temperature of our- - coast
from Cape Hatteras to Newfound
land. Ihe tjull stream crosses
the Grand Banks below Newfound-
land and at a varying distance
from Newfoundland, depending upon the
season, the stream in the spring and
winter being forced about five degrees
to the southward and eastward by the
cold current from tbe aorth ft all the
water passing through the strait met at
the samo point as the other current, it
might bear it still further to the south,
ana the great body of the polar current
run under the Gulf Stream as it does
now. If the water now passing through
the Straits ot Bcllo Islo (a larger vot
ume than all the water passing from
rivers into the Atlantio Ocean from
Newfoundland to the Gulf of Mexico
including the St. Lawrence and the Mis
s:ssippi) impinged ou tbe gult stream a
a point where it now has its greatest
variation, it cannot but have an enect on
that curront. It appears to us that the
seclusion of so great a volume of water
from the Gulf of St. Lawrence would re
duce its level and cause an or
supply enrrent to set in from the At
lantto ocean and possibly. and probably
draw the Gulf Stream and Arctic
current hIook with it. or sup
dIv currents are those which necessarily
take place to keep up the level of the
ocean from which the surface water is
constantly driven away. The Gibraltar
curront is a supply current. The cur
rent that originates on tho coast of Por
tugal, one of the tributaries ot the North
African current, as it flows past the en
trance to the Straits of Gibraltar, a part
ot it is drawn in to keep up tbe level
of the Mediterranean, which would
otherwise be reduced by the excess of
evaporation from its surface, which is
at least twice as great as the precipita
tion. JJid this not take plaoe tbe IWcdit
erranean would sink until the preApit
ticn was equal to the evaporation, and
the Mediterranean would become two
"Dead Seas," one between Sardinia and
Naples and the other between Africa
and the mouth of the Adriatic, fur
thermore, the Encyclopedia Britannica
fays that the Arctic current, which
during the early months of the year is
driven southward by the north and
northwest winds then prevailing along
the coast of Labrador, turniog westward
around the south ot Newfoundland, keep
close to the coast of the United States
and follows it northward, everywhere
separating it lrom the Gult Stream.

dent Cleveland never accepts a present.
When one is received at the White-Hous- e,

he either refuses it with a polite
note declining the gift, or, if made by a
foreign power, ho places it where the
public can see it. ihe King ot the Sa
moan Islands has just presented him
with some very interesting and unique
specimens oi tne nandiwort ot the na-
tives of Samoa, which the President has
deposited in the National Museum. It is
a sinaular fact that Mr. Cleveland is the
first President who has ever given any-
thing to this institution. Among the ar-
ticles are the following:

"Iasinga," a rug made of bark of the
paper mulberry, manufactured by hand
of "tamaiteis'' (ladies), and used on fes-
tive occasions as an ornament around
the hips and loios. As the Samoans
have no machines for braiding purposes,
it requires a long time and much skill to
finish such a rug.

Specimens ot kava, which is prepared
from the.root of a plant (piper metisti-cum- )

dried before its use and chewed
by virgins, to make the kava drink,
which is not intoxicating. Before using
the kava, a virgin runs the "fair" an
instrument for cleaning purposes
through the fluid in order to separate
the chewed root from the liquid. Then
the drink is ready tor use, and taken in
au "oleipu tan kava," or the shell of a
coooanut, getting, by long and frequent
use, a metallic color, which makes it, in
the opioiou of the natives, all the more
valuable.

"Trousers- - to be pressed flat,-- ' said a
fashionable n tailor to his clerk
the other day, a3 he measured a cus-
tomer, according to the New York' Sun,

"What is the meaning of that myste-
rious order?" said the customer.

"A new fashion," replied the tailor, as
he wound up the tape measure, "has
appeared during the past year in the
matter' of trousers. Wlieu this country
was in a cruder state, ready-mad- e cloth-
ing was used by more people than at
present; such foods having been packed
away on shelves, bore strongly-marke- d

creases, which were not easily eradica-
ted.

OYSTER CULTLKE.
A Hew ejyetem eg Oyater Coltore Pre.

9 hy Mr. Jeba A. Ryder er the
Saalthtoalan Inatltntloa.

Washinotoji, November 'JO, A new
system of oyster culture baa been proposed
by Mr. John A. Ryder of the Smithsonian
Institution which has a most important
bearing on the future of tbe oyster ques-
tion. The underlying principle cf Mr.
Ryder's discovery is tbat the ewraming
embryo or fry of the oyster will diffuse
themselves through the three dimensions
of a body of water. This has led to the
construction of a system ot receptacles con.
taining dead oyster shells upon which the
fry can attach tbematlvee in great num-
bers. Ton vo twelve thousand bushels of
each shells can be expoeed to the hordes
of swimming fry passing in and out with
the water which ebbs and fljws over the
apparatus. Ooe bushel of oytters will
yield about 1,000,000,000 of fry. Thous-
ands of acres of tbe fitt, marshy land skirt-in- g

tbe Chesapeake Bay may now be em-vert-

into establishments for the culture
of oyster spat or need oysters, to be after-
wards sown on the open bds and allowed
to grow to a maiketable eise. The fntore
of tbe oyster industry in the Sonth ia
henceforth assured. TU tbat has been
needed ie the adoption of a rational, eco-
nomical method of culture, each as the
one here proposed. This system of plant
will pay for itaeif in 'filteen months in the
yield of seed oysters alone.

Of Her Origin A Boole Purpose Many
Times Thwarted, bat the Brave and

Repentant One

In IStfl Dr. J . ens of thn fcct- -
known practitioners, both for his exten-
sive practioe and official connection with
Yale College, was visiting physician at
the State Hospital in Hartford. Among
the many patients whom be daily at-
tended at this institution was a vouns
woman about 20 years of age, who was
known as Jennie fccoheld. bbe was a
brunette of the most pronounced type,
ot charming figure, and possessor ot a
pair ot eves which were remarked bv all
who saw them for their thoughtful and
fascinating expression.
