KIEL'S KOl'L B tBCHlXtl OX.
Sir John Macdonald, the wily and un-

scrupulous Premier of Canada, by his in-

justice compelled the Indian outbreak, for
heading which he has just had Piel
hanged. That "dead men tell no tales" is
a maxim that is not always true. .The
Scriptures mention one who, being dead,
yet speaketb, and the dead Biel calls from
&us grave with a solemn and righteous en-

ergy that has caused his slayer very
quietly, that be might not be recognized
in going down the St. Lawrence to ship
himself off for England. Apparently he
fonnd that having his figure hanged in
effigy, and burned in tffigy, in scores
of instances, was miking the country
too suffocating to breathe in and tio
hot to hold him. But the story of the
harm he has done will follow him,
for not only are the Mbitant of Lower
Canada "after hira." but the Indians of
the Saskatchewan valley are preparing to
show their appreciation of his misdeeds.
Tribes long at enmity have made friends,
the chiela are in consultation, and they
make no secret of their intention to have
revenge for the death of Kiel. This may
end in the massacre of many families that
have settled on lands unjustly held from
the half-breed- s, the Indians viewing such
settlers as concerned in the crime they
mean to avenge. While this is going on
in the Northwest, Montreal, Quebec and
Sherbrooke are still holding meet-
ings, and burnings in effigy, and
the French papulation, where of
differing political sentiment, are sink-
ing their differences in order to hurl Mac-
donald and his coadjutors from office.
In their speeches they compare Riel
to John Brown, and say that
in his case, as in that of the
abolitionist here, his eoul will go march-
ing on until bis persecutors are put to
flight. It is evident that the Canadian
government must either accept pacifica-
tory measures and make some show cf
Justice to the Indians, or be prepared for
an estrangement between the French and
British tlements of its population that
will cast a cloud upon its future history.

EKOLI II PARTIES.
At the elections now proceeding in

England 2,000,000 persons are odmit'.ed to
vote who were never allowed to exercise
that privilfg before. When the colored
people in this country were sdinii ted to
the franchise they gave their votes to tbe
party that had corf erred the franchise
upon them. In England it appears that
exactly opposite has been the case, for the
opponents of the party to whom their en-
franchisement is due have received a ma-
jority up to this time of the votes of the
people. There are three parties in Eng
land, beside the Pernall party in Ireland.
The party now in power, and which, it
appears, is sustained by the result cf
the elections, is the Tory party, the party
of the aristocrats and their adherents and
supporters. The Wlig party, moder-
ate liberals, come next. They agree
with the Tories in tupporting aristocratic
privilege ad the union of church and
atate, but they favor a reform o? ahus-- s
and a moderate prrgsive policy. I; was
this party that, 1 a 1 S32, carried the II gt re-

form of the Eng'uh Parliament, after a
struggle which brought the country near
to revolution, owing to. the determined
and desperate effort made by the Tories
to preserve the antiquated abuses accu-
mulated for generations. Lastly come the
Radicals, the party that originally bronght
forward the proposition to extend the
suffrage and to allow voting to be by bal-
lot, measures that ere now las. View-
ing these measures as means to sccomplieh
practical purposes, this party favors the
the correction of political, corporate and
other abuses; the separation of
the church from the state; a re-
form or abolition ot the House
of Lords, substituting lor it an elective
assembly ; a change in tbe land laws which
shall allow of the rale and transfer of lands
on the same principles as exist with re-

spect to other property, and the abolition
of entail and the system of primogeniture.
Many of them favor still more radical
changes, such as the abolition of titles, the
substitution of a republic for a monarchy,
and other fundamental modifications o'f
the existing system. This is the growing
party; it has supported principles whi.'e
they were ridiculed and condemned by
the noble aid the "respectable," hut
which have always been adopted in the
end. The Radicals have become tired oi
the slow progress made by the Wh'gs,
and have in a number of instances put np
candidate: ioseWUff-j- against Whigs, or
where a Whig Iff) rrnnin; against a
Tory. Jli tje tW!f and the Radi-
cals united Ijf s'Sk 'Qj tue Liberal
party which supported; Mr. Gladstone,
this defection of tbe Radicals will partly
explain the succeaa ei tbe -- Tories. The
Radicals have, to some extent, aqtjad npon
the policy of onr own mugwumps at the
last Presidential jIectu tbty Jbajve.used
the Tories aa a Tafh with which to quicken
the forward movement of" tneir "Wilis
allies. The Tories hatft liia.la WaagaiaaJ
also, by appealing 4a -- religious preposses-
sions. By raiunrflhe cfr of "the church
in danger" theyavejbrouyht many of the
most prominent TrVh'igs over luitielr si3e.
This policy has really endangered the
church, for it haJs;eeMsthe? publie'
mind to that question and caused an agita-
tion which, now it i excited; will never
subside nntil church and state are sepa-
rated. The Tories have made an alliance
with Parnell that is sure to be disastrous
to them, for they will never carry out the
pledges they have made him, and when in

disgust he and his followers turn againtt
their Tory allies down will go the Tory,
and reform will proceed the brisker for
Tory interruption.

CANAL, ACROSS THE UTH JIC.
Scribner A Sons have just republished,

in book form, a series of articles or'ginally
published in a London financial paper.
The book is entitled The Panama Canal
It is a severe arraignment of Monsieur de
Lssseps, the constructor of the Sues canal,
who is now managing the work on the
Panama canal. Itshows pretty conclusively
that the work was undertaken without
that serious surveying and estimating so
vast an undertaking required. It shows
equally conclusively that the canal cannot
be built for the 600,000,000 francs at which
De Leeseps estimated tbe outlay, nor can
it be completed by the year 1888, as it was
claimed it would be. These are very seri-
ous points, as far as they go, against the
undertaking as it stands, but for a work
to cost beyond the estimate is no
new thing. That grand and successful
monument of Be Lesseps's genius, the
Suez canal cost about 58,000,000 francs
more than double the estimate, yet it was
completed. The Panama canal is ap-

proaching the crisis when more than the
600,000,000 will be wanted, and it is pre-
dicted that when the annual report is laid
before the stockholders next June tbe
concern will be bankrupt and the work
come to a stand. In the caf e of the Suez
canal the company got out of money and
the work came to a stand two or three
times, but it was built, nevertheless. That
the canal cannot be finished by 1888 is
also conclusively established, but what
vast work ever ia finished at the time
which was theoretically possible, but
which proved practically Impossible? For
this discrepancy between cost, and time,
and the estimates tb6y fail to square with,
Signor Rodriguez the author of
the book, formulates heavy charges
against De Leeseps, so that the New
York Tribune says he portrays
him as "neither alnt nor sage, but a
swindler. In polite language, but still
more clearly, M. Rodrigues maintains that
the distinguished diplomatist has been
obtaining money under false pretenses."
The people of America will be slow to

such a verdict aa this wiere a roan
who for eighty years has sustained the
reputation M. de Leeseps enjoys to-d- is
in. ijtleaiion. Frash trom his conquest at
Ban, having no doubt his share cf tbe
national Gallie vanity, he threw himself
enthusiastically into a new struggle with
rugged nature and aecepsd with too
ready facrity the statements of those who
had examined the ground, and supplied
material for the estimates. Envy and in-
terested opposition supplied him with a
sufficiency of this kind of mud when it
was proven over and over again that to
bui.d the Sues canal was impossible, and
that the millions spent Would lie in the des-
ert sand and its contributors perish in
poverty for putting their trust in him, yet
6nez canal shares are y among the
very highest securities on the globe. A
rogue would, with the purchase of the
least possible material and the c"nrre';ticn
of the fewest poesihli tops, officer, hos-
pitals and houses, have made the best show
by actual work done on the canal, and on
that show appealed for more funds, most
of which would have been required to'
buy construction material and provide
other requisites. Signor Rodrigues, es
others have done before him, acknowl-
edges that Ihe "installation" ia excellent.
Building, provision of machinery, loco-
motives, the wise purchase of the Isthmus
railway, and so on, are excellent. Such
preliminary outlay swells first expenses
and lightens future ones, and yet De Les-
sees incurred those expenses and conse-qentl- y

made so much tho less show on the
canal bed for the money spent. Such a
want of "putting the best leg foremosL"
hardly looks like dishoneg- t- i he writer,
like others, finds the Chagres river an in-
superable problem. There cannot but
be doubts npon that point ,but Da Lsssepa'a
way of meeting the difficulty is ingenious.
The river in sudden freshets rises from a
depth' ot two or three feet t- - fo.ty feet,
at the rate cf six inches an hour.
As the Ohio river freshets are com-
monly at the rate of twelve inches an hour
rise at Cincinnati, the rate ia net fast. To
prevent the liver washing away the canal,
there is to be a dam stopping its flaw
where it would do damage, a tunnel that
will carry off the ordinary flow, and lateral
sluices will convey what exceeds a given
hieht. To decrease the overflow a valley
will be dammed in at the upper waters,
and instead of all tho superfluous waters
flowing off a large portion of them will
bo retained in the vast artificial l.ko thus
formed and allowed o pass down when
safe to do So. So we incloee a vast body of
water in the upper Mississippi and allow
it to flow out when navigation requires it.
To prepare this lake in a tropically
dedsely wooded Valley is a difficult,
but not impossible, work. When
De Leeseps constructed the 6uez canal it
was wondered where he would get his
sione for the work in a desert of sand. He
made the desert his stone-quarr- y by turn-
ing the sand into artificial stone. Some-
thing of the same genius is seen in the way
he proposes to deal with the terrible
Chigres. The Chagres is a real difficulty,
however, aa the stone was, and how to set-
tle the question of a French-owne- d canal
and our Monroe doctrine is another.
Should the worst come to the worst, and the
French company give up the work, some
party, perhaps the United State3, would
buy cheap what has cost the present com-
pany dear, and be able to finish the work
for a sum that would pay aa good a profit
as the Suea canal is paying now. Thece
ways of meeting difficulties and baffling
even nature itself are not described in
Rodriguos's book. That work was under-
taken with an intention to writa De Les-
sens and Panama canal "Sown, in order to
prepare the ground for writing the Nica-ragu-

canal np. He who reads the book,
"reading between the lines," will have no
difficulty in discovering that fact.

WHAT DB. THOMPSON SAYS.

Dr. W. C. Thompson stated in the course
of a conversation last night that it was his
belief that Gov. Hendricks died from in-
stantaneous paralysis cf the brain and
heart. As he lay in bed his position was
perfectly natural and peaceful, as of one in
a steep. His position was exactly that in
which Mrs. Hendricks had left him a U w
minutes before, when she had tacked the
bedclotbiag about him and went to the
lower hall. There she was detained in
conversation for a few moments, each of
which, she said, seemed to her an age.
Upon dismissing her guest, who had
called upon some business, she hastened

to Mr. Hendricks's room and ap-
proached him under the impression that
he was sleeping, but on stepping to the
bed and speaking to him the awful and
appalline fact of the presence of death was
made evident to her. Dr. Thompson said
that save a slight cyanosis of the lips and
a lividity of the sides of the jiws the color
of the features was perfectly nat-
ural, but there waa a slight
although significant drawing aside of the
lower lip to the right Bide, as is seen in
facial paralysis of the left side. Mr.
Hendricks had suffered for a long time
with slight paralysis of the left hand, and
Dr. Thompson had often noticed a timidity
in the use of it in public assembles. Mr.
Hendricks had often told the doctor that
when he died he should like to so off with
paralysis, as it was a painless death and
took one off without knowledge or fore-
bodings of tbe inevitable hour. Dr. Thomp
son spoke of the great physical and mental
strain which Mr. Hendricks had subiacted
his mind and body to dnring the last eight
years. Particularly in the last campaign,
in which he not infrequently spoke three
or four times a day and traveled over the
entire country, he had warned him of the
dangers to one of bia habit and constitu
tion of overworry and overwork. Only
yesterday Mr. Hendricks had said to
bim: "Jdrs. Uendricka is my beet
friend, and I want her bv
me every moment." As the brief illness
which preceded the paralysis stroke of
which he died, if such it was. Dr. Thomp
son eaia mat day Deiore yesterday Mr.
Hendricks had complained of aaharp pain
in the left side, just over the head of the
spleen. Tnia transformed itself to tbe
region of the stomach, and to relieve it the
doctor gave him a draught of soda and
mustard with hot water, a remedy which
had been notibly efficacious in similar
previous attacks. This relieved him of
considerable mucus and he was able to be
about alternately during the morning from
his esv chair to his coach. The doctor
assure.! him that his ailment was not, in
bia judgment, serious, and he did not
think opiates were aaviaable for pain, be-
cause of their depressing effect, and with

BIS LAST BPEBCB.

The Hon. William H. English, in con-
versation last night, said : "The last speech
Mr. Hendricks ever made was at a reunion
of tbe surviving members of the Indiana
constitotional convention of 1850, on the
night cf the 15th of October last. He took
very great interest in the meeting, and his
address on that occasion was evidently a
very thoroughly prepared production. "He
supervised its publication with great care,
and WES taking much interest in the con-
templated publication of the lives of the
members of that convention. I had been
in conference with him with respect to
tbe sketch of hia own life, and he had that
subject nnder consideration this very day,
and sent me a message relating to it. This
was probably the last line he ever wrote.
He conferred very freely with me in" re-
gard to the contemplated book and sketch
of his own life, and had even indicated
what plate he preferred of the various
likenesses of himself that had b?en pub-
lished."

The Tribune concedes honesty of pur-
pose to Mr. Hendricks, and adds: "Of
conciliatory ways and winning manners
he was probably the most popular man in
his party, and came the nearest to repre-
senting its true views and honest wishes.
That fact alone had much to do with the
repeated defeat of his efforts to secure a
Presidential nomination, as the time had
not arrived when the Democratic leaders
saw the way open to success with a candi-
date who professed no aims other than
those popular with the masses of tbe
party. Just aa the light seemed to be
dawing bright in the path of Mr. Hen-
dricks's ambition his busy and eventful lif a
is brought to an abrupt and peaceful close.
It waa only a few days ago that he was re-
joicing over what seemed to him an indi-
cation of returning Democratic sense in
the choice and election of David B. Hill
for Governor of this State.

It sprang from what he un-
derstood to be the average sense of the
people. He did not believe that they
wished for anything of the kind. Hecon
vinced himself that they wish the 'spoils
system' to be continued, and therefore he
was a champion of its continuance. U he
had been convinced that the popular sense
is the other way, so, also, would have been
his conduct. It remains to be proved
whether his understanding of the people's
wish is accurate. Oar own convictions
are that it is not so, but that he was hon-
est and sincere in hit championship of the
pernicious system which President Cleve-
land is pledged to abolish ought not to be
doubted for a moment. However violent
the antagonism Mr. Hendricks encoun-
tered in a long life full of bitter contro-
versies, those noble qualities, honesty and
sincerity, never have been deliberately de-
nied to him by adversary.

THE BE1TIM1 ELECTION'S.

Decisive Collapse of She L.fkral Parly
London, November 26. Tuesday's vot

ing is decisive of tbe collapse of the Lib-
eral party. If the Conservative successes
continue in the same ratio, which is now
considered probable, the Conservative
majority in Pailiament will overtop tbe
combined Liberal and Parnellite vote. Of
the three greatest electorates voting Tues-
day, Liverpool returned eight Conserva-
tives and one Nationalist, Leeds three
Conservatives and two Liberals Herbert
Gladstone and Sir Lyon Playfair, both of
whom are popular and Sheffield three
Conservatives and two Liberals. The
Conservative majorities are mostly large,
while the majorities of the Liberals are
small.

Lord Randolph Churchill carried Pad'
dington by a vote of 2731, against 1025 for
nis opponent.

The defeat of Gladstone's Ministers-Hu- gh
Childera and Lefevre and of two

of bis under secretaries Hay tar and
Holmes adds to the Conservative
triumph. The Liberals carried a number
of new seats, but in no instance did they
oust a lory irom an old Conservative seat.
whereas the Conservative successes were
chiefly obtained in former Liberal divis
ions.

At the Beform, Devonshire and National
Liberal clnbs tbe defeat ot tbe Liberal
party is admitted, but the Liberals
rely upen successes in tbe suburban
and countv divisions to motiify
the result, - The Pall Mall Gazette
appeals to Liberals, whether Radical or
Whig, who have not yet voted to unite, in
order to prevent the "unmixed evil of
Tory ascendency so complete as

all opposition." "Scotland," the
Gazelle adds, "remains true to Liberalism."
The Irish vote gave powerful assistance to
the Conservatives in the boroughs of Lan-
cashire.

Tbe Tory newspapers to-d- say so far
tbe Tory reaction exceeds the Liberal re-
action of 1880.

Beturps no to 3 o'clock a.m. show 88
Liberals, 82 Tories and 5 Parnellitea elect-
ed. The Liberals have thus far gained 6
seats and the Toriee 23. The excitement
over the Tory reaction is unchecked.

Excitement Over tbe Elections I'na-bate-a.

London, November 26. The excitement
over yesterday's election continued una-
bated All the newspapers again
issued special editions every hour until
midnight. The jubilation is almost en-
tirely confined to the Tories, and experts
declare that their hopes of obtaining a
plurality in tbe next Parliament are well
founded. This belief is based upon ex-
perience in past elections, which has
shown tbat victories early in the balloting
have invariably had a favcrable effect for
the victorious party upon the constituen-
cies which bad not yet voted. Thus in
1874 the Tories on the first day of the
elections gained nine seats and the Lib-
erals four, a net Tory gain of five seats.

S lection Blot at Nottingham.
Nottingham, November 26. An elec-

tion riot occurred here Several
serious conflicts took place between the
mob and the police, in which forty-seve- n

persons were injured. Troops were called
out to suppress the disturbance. The
wounded were taken to the hospital.

THE BALKAN WAR.

The OnwaraTSIareh of tha Balgarlaas
Continued.

London, November 26. A dispatch from
Brlgrade Bays King Milan denies that he
will abdicate. Advices from Sofia say
Hie Servians y sent a second fltg of
truce to the Bulgarian lines, proposing
an armistice. The Bulgarians refused to
entertain the proposition nntil the condi-
tions named yesterday were complied
with. These conditions were the evacua-
tion of Widdin district by tbe Servians,
and the settlement of the amount of in-
demnity to be paid by Servia. The on-
ward march of the Bulgarian forces con-
tinues.

FOREIGN MISCELLANY.

Smallpox at Halifax.
Halifax, N. 0., November 26. No new

cases of smallpox are reported from
but three deaths occurred Tues-

day. Confidence ia being restored. The
citizens are presenting themselves for vac-
cination. Advices from Sydney, B. C ,
state that smallpox is prevailing there.

Slrnek on a Bock.
London, November 26. The British

steamer Aurora, while leaving Hartlepool
for Savannah yesterday, struck a rock in
the harbor, subsequently proceeded and
foundered within two hours. The crew
left the vessel in three boats.

MUKDEK OR SUICIDE.
The Tragic Death of a Man and Mis

Wife at Hew Orleans.
New Orleans, La., November 26. A
