Alindioe i3 jeeling terms to the
death of Vice.Fresident Hendricks, & nor-
Zow to mingle with the joys of the day,
ths pastor went on to speak of the ressons
why the people of the South especialiy
had reason to be thapkful. A country is

rosperous, he said, as advantages are af-

orded to the greatest nnmber. The ne-
cestity for every man havioge hom= 5! ki
own was impressed ©ros Lis andience.
Thera isno 1>#1 prosperity where the mass
of the pecple are merely tenanls at
willy end live from hand to
mouth. To thrive a couniry must live
in the hearts of ita ¢tzans, No citizsn
will love that place or cituntion in life
wliere he is scarcely above the peint of
starvation. Having no sympbathy with
communists, he vat helisved every man
to be eatitled to the fruits of his honest
lshor, ead cagitalists ehould not oppress
them by withholdicg reasonable compen-
sation. OUne of the two linea of indvstry
which men pursse is the, product ve, the
other the mechenical. From the fleld,
the orchard and the fold come thosa necas-
sities whick sustain 1ie, and the demand
for such products forms the besis of Eup-
port. The question for the peopls of the
Sguth to consider ia which of thess grest
liven shall they follow, and Dr. Mahon be-
lieved the eolntion easy. We are to re-
main an egricultural people. Our wealth
wust come from an attentive cultivation
of our scil. Natore sfiords us every ad-
vantage an induostrions pesple can ask. A
people baving a good soil and climste must
be rich. The climate of the South
ig the most favorable nnder the
san for fisld and cattle, The greatest
variety of crops can bs prodeced and with
less labor than anywhere elsa on the globe.
Under the present eystem of tracsperia-
tion these crops can be turced ints mar-
kets elsewhere far in advance of thoes in-
digenons to foreign climes. The mildness
of the ciimate, rich pastures, sbundant
and pure water make it essy in the South
to ruse fice steck, and itis proverbial that
& etock-raising peopls are never poer.
The children of such a country, free from
the clos:ness of vice-smitten cities, ave not
stitled into pale and wesk men and women
as those are who live in the great mana-
facturing countries. They are free from
the contamination which comes of erowd-
ed tenements, profanity, dronkenness and
lewdness. 'Ten hovrs a day duoring eix
days in the week, and through every
week in the year and every year of a life-
time, i8 the resulr of factory life, but the
man who cuoltivetes the e2il or
locks after the herd is singu-
larly exempt from egnch extreme ser-
vilude. Bat rescurcea mnndeveliped
are of no advantage., Natare hss done her
part but we must improve our opporius-
ities. We must edocate ourselvas, and il
.Ju_-l'& is pnything ander thé sun the Souih
should ba go'id for, it ought to be the
effort in the part «f the gencral govera-
ment to aselst in the edacation of her
paople. As knowledge increases, so will
ambition, conrage and gell-reliance. Bat
it is to industric] edacation especially that
weshonld turh curs'tention. Every man
should know & trade, 3any ol our peo
ple are too proud, others too thoughtless
and stili ctuers too iguorant to work. We
all kasw how to maige doge, the mosi
wortliless crenturea that walk the earth,
but we know nothing about cattle, horses,
hogs and sheep, and Idoobt if adozan men
in the State know how to pack n firkin ¢
buttar. We need enterprize. All open-
ings must be ceized. Capital unemployed
is worthlese, snd when so employed as to
oppress Lhe poor is an evil. Mceney is be-
ing withdrawn from agriculture, which is
b lefe 1o those who cannot
. it on. Breins and capital as
well 14 muoscle ere  regoired  to
develop this resources of the fizld. Fae-
terics flonrish becanse those who invest in
thew put intheir brain a8 well. Wp are
told there ia no money in cotten, Those
wlio manufscture it meke scimstbing, and
the resson the producer does not is on ae-
connt ol the enormous cost of Lthe supplies
neceesery to enatain the labor. Mules, hay,
corn, mea!, meat sod flour are nearly all
furuished from other seciivns. The fur-
ther South the higher the price, When
from 10 to 20 per cent, is paid by farmeis
for money tobny supplies, cf conrze there
i mopey init. We of the Sonth are
sbsclutely enriching the middle and west-
ern gectionsof the country undar our svi-
cidal policy. We could easily raise those
things we buy from them. We need to
know domestic economy—a wige menage-
ment of housahold affairs. There is too
much waste. Farmiog ‘ools are ex-
poeed all  winter, wogons are lefs
aneovered. We tlitler ourselves that
we are more liberal when we
are in [act more profligate. I do pot
disparage Sputhern hospitality, but we
muat not live onn imsgination. We mast
ay weare nnt able to commind the
here lies the root of the objection.
w are ready to take up the jmple-
T 3 of toil, The would-be wise ones,
who stand o the corners and descant on
ihe need for fectories, have no idea of
guing to work if one were buiit. They
like to pes work going or, but prefer to
see otheradoit. If fectories gre to do
anything we must buaild them and work
them, The labor we must commazd ie
the labor of our own handa. We shonld
not ba locking to the peopls of other eee-
ticos to develop our rescurces, and there
is no regson why we ehould not do it our-
gelves. i we have unoccupied lands
our c¢hkildren may in lime occupy
them.

“* We are here together, It iz to the infer-
ost of both racesto liva peacaably together.
If one accopts the place of sarvitude and
sabordinate soclal etanding, and does it
cheerfully, the olher ehonld avoid oppress-
ion and insult, and do everything poesilile
to alleviate their condition, and by so
deing, under the blessings of Almighty
God, and the benign influence of this great-
est government in the world, we of the
Sonth may hope to come to be the hap-
pieat and most prosperons part of the re-
pablie.”

A QUESTION OF LAW
